apolis wheat than this. Corn was the only
product that showed any . firmness at the
opening of 'change. Early trades were weak .
al 41**@41*AC forJuly, but afterward corn
settled back into the same state of lethargy
which characterized rest of die market.
Until noon corn hung around 41@41%c for
July, but there were no buyers. The corn
reecntlv shipped from here arrived in New
Yorka little soft, and the majority of it in-
spects steamer grade, or a little too doubtful
lor slow transportation by sailing vessels.
This was the real cause of the lack ofbuyers.
About noon July sold off to -tie even, which
was the lowest of the day, closed at 4o7£©4lc
Oats were very quiet to-day.
