Northwestern railroads may be some-
what prejudiced in favor of Northwest-
ern resorts as affording the most satis-
factory enjoyment to the tourist and
summer traveler, but it is a prejudice
founded upon substantial grounds.

There is not a single one of the roads
which does not traverse territory at-
tractive enoug : to amply repay the trip,
and though there may be degrees of at-
tractivencss possessed by the different
lines—as may be seen by the different
companies’ literature—the traveler
may rest assured that, which ever one he
takes, will be a source of pleasure and
profit. It not very creditable that
American people should hasten abroad
before having any adequate idea of the
resources and grandeur of their own
country. The work being done, then,
by the literary bureaus of the railroads
in showing these people what they will
miss by neglecting to come to the
Northwest is a good one and deserves to
be encouraged.

YOUNG MEN IN POLITICS.

The election of Mr. PAsco to the
senate from Florida emphasized the
growing disposition to select young
men to administer the affairs of the
nation."

The senator-elect is barely thirty-eight
years of age, but is said to be a man of
exceptional brilliancy and attainments.
It was only a few weeks ago that
CHARLES JAMES FAULKXNER, a young
man yet in his thirty-ninth year, was
elected to the senate from West Vir-
ginia, already represented by Senator
KeN~NA, who has barelv turned forty,
and every where there is to be observed
a disposition to send younger men to
the nationa! legislature. It is not that
any less respect is shown to age, but.
that the young men, who form by far
the largest element in political life, are
demanding representation, and, having
the power to compel a response to their
demands. are getting it.
© Though there may not be the same
maturity of mind and ripeness of experi-
ence secured by the selection of
younger men that would be attained in
the choice of those who have grown
gray in public life, yet there is gained
the ardor, energy and untiring applica-
tion naturaily to be expected from those
who have their reputations still to
make. The three young senators men-
tioned have already given promise of
ability that promises to make them
marked men, and one of them has be-
come a leader in a body of men in which
those who are common place are by far
the exception. The country need fear
no disastrous results from the disposi-
tion to elevate young men to responsi-
ble places, for experience has proven
that it is just their enterprise which is
needed to supplement the riper wisdom
of the older public men.

This is a nation in which the young
men come rapidly to the front in all
other directions, and it is entirely natu-
ral that they should also achieve distine-
tion in political life.

SUPPRESS BOULANGER.

It looks very much as though the
question of war between France and
Germany is to be determined by the
amount of power which the fiery Gen.
BOULANGER succeeds in obtaining in the
French government. If he is effectu-
ally squelched, peace is assured; if he is
allowed to gain the mastery in the cab-
inet, war is pretty sure to follow.

The French are an impulsive people,
inclined to respond to the influence of
momentary emotion, and little disposed
to weigh the consequences. Itis unde-
niable, too, that the regard in which
they hold their national honor is only
equaled by the hatred borne by them to-
ward Germany. They have, therefore,
worked themselves up to an explosive
state, where simply a spark is needed
to cause a catastrophe, and Gen. Bou-
BOULANGER, it is understood, is
quite ready to fire the mine.
Not heediug, or for the moment forget-
ting the horrors of war, the French are
very willing, since their patriotism has
been appealed to, to again plunge into
batile, and with BOULANGER in the
ascendant they will surely have the
opportunity. :

& There is really no matter of conten-
tion between the two nations sufficient
to warrant war, and it would be an un-
speakable misfortune jfor France,
whether she might be victor or van-
quished, overloaded with debt as she is,
to agaln engage in a costly and useless
conflict, Fortunately there are cooler
heads than BoULANGER’S in the French
govern'ment, and these forsee that the

horrors of a war would far outweigh
any advantage France might gain from
it, and they recognize that, since there
is no just cause for war, the zeal of the
people exceeds their diseretion. It will
be infinitely better for France if the
cooler and wiser counsels prevail, but
before that can be brought about it will
be necessary to suppress the aggressive
Bovrnaxain.

There is no reason why any difficulties
existing between France and Germany
cannot be settled by arbitration, and
perhaps the United States, within
whose borders s» many people from
both countries have found new homes,
inight consent to act as the arbitrator.

“LADY OF LYONS.”

The Jersey Lily In an Artistic De-
lineation.

Curiosity to see Mrs. Langtry’s im-
personation of Pauline and to compare
it with the similar production of other
noted society actresses attracted such an
immense and brilliant audience at the
Grand last evening that the well-worn
drama, “Lady of Lyons,” seldom draws
out. Mrs. Langtry’s Pauline is a lovely

icture to look upon. As a picture it is
ideally beautiful. And yet there seemed

to be something about it lack-
ing in human sympathy. It
may be because Bulwer threw
such strong touches of nature into his

famous drama that we expect to see
them brought out with a vehemence of
feeling, or it may be because we are ac-
customed to so much stage ranting, as
we have seen it played by others, yet
for some reason or other there was a
feeling that Mrs. Langtry did not pre-
sent it with sufficient dramatic fervor.
And still when it comes down to a real
honest criticism, we fail to discover
wherein she erred in giving the part
a correct interpretation, or to make a
single suggestion as to how it could be
improved upon. It wasa symmetrical,
graceful and well sustained perform-
ance throughout. It was a quiet imper-
sonation, made up of a feeling of ear-
nestness, honesty and striet attention
to the trying business at hand. She did
not tear around the stage like a woman

bereft of her reason, as we
have seen many a Pauline do.
Her  conception  of the part

is one of that womanly tenderness and
distress which rarely yields to vehe-
mence, and then only when it becomes
impossible that it should be otherwise.
And after all that iseprobably the au-
thor’s ideai. Mrs. Langtry reads the
lines well and in a way to impress upon
her listeners the fact that she feels
as Pauline felt. She looks the character
as admlrably as she acts it. Her beauty
and ﬁnce lend valuable aid in giving an
idealistic interpretation of the part. She
is both a living and loving Lady of

Lyons, and it is no surprise that Mr.
Coghlan finds an inspiration for the
most feeling and most finished produc-
tion of Claude Mclnotte that. we have
ever  seen. His love ' is real
and his emotion is unfeigned. He is
the heartfelt, gentleman who feels but
teo intensly the determinable aection to
which he has lent himself. Mr. Evenil
sustains the part of Damas with that
same admirable dramatic skill which
he exhibited in the character of the eyn-
ical doctor the previous evening. The
remainder of the cast did excellent;

Yesterday There Was no Attempt
Made to Kill Him.

Ni1AGARA FArns, N. Y., May 24.—
Mr. William O'Brien arrived here to-
night on his way to Montreal. To-day,
in Hamilton, the following letter was
handed him. It was posted in Syra-
cuse, N. Y., on May 19, and traveled to
the towns where Mr. O’Brien had
vidited, reaching him at Hamilton:

i Syracusg, N, Y., May 18, 1887, *“A piece
of 'oadvise. William ~O’Brien, you black
hegrted Irish fool, if you ever make your ap-
pearance in Kingston or Ottawa your blood
will run cold. Take my advice and go back
to your black Irish home.I will be there,in less
thifn forty-eight hours.

“This letter,” said Mr. Q’Brien, “por-
tepds something dangerous. I don’t
care much about threatening letters, but
the man who wrote that is just the sort
of | a fellow who shot at me last night.”

{l;\)HLTON, Ont., May 24.—The Spec-
tator in its account of what occurred
last night asserts that shots were fired
from O’Brien’s carriage before the at-
tacking party had touched a trigger or
adjusted a cap. Speaking of this matter
to. the Associated Press reporter, Mr.
O Brien said it was the meanest and
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| most malign _statement which has yet

‘been made. g

“It is untrue. It is false in every particular.
Its statement that I confounded the report of
firecrackers at first with the report of re-
volver shots need not be entertained. Iam
not a child and can distinguish the report of
a firecracker from the ominous sound of a
deadly weapon.”

“In your opmion now,will this statement
affect the remainder of your tour?”

*So far as it relates to the Canadian cities
which I have 3et to visit, it may have a most
dangerous and alarming result. What other
effect can it have than to inflame the minds
of Orangemen, already enough inflamed?
Seeing its downright falsehooed, it must have
been written with the sole purpose of Invit-
ing an attack in Montreal. I am satisfied,
though I feel perfectly at ease; I felt that a
triumph greater than any I expected had
been accomplished.”

The Company Objects..

Wivoxa, May 24.—At the city coun-
cil meeting last evening an ordinance
was introduced providing for a special
election to vote on the proposition to
give $100,000 in bonds as a bonus to aid
in building the Winona & Southwestern
road.

A warm debate took place
among the aldermen, and the ordinance,
after (Fassing its second reading, was re-
ferred baek to the special committee to
report at a meeting of the common
council on Wednesday evening.

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WANTED BY THE FARMERS.

The Executive Board of the State Alli-
ance Indorses a Memorial to Rail-
road Commissioners,

In Which That Body Says It Wanis the
Long and Short Haul Clause
Enforced.

Beports From Eighty Counties on the
Money Handled by Officials--Bits
of Local News.

AFTER THE COMMISSION.

Farmers' Alliance Executive Com-

mittee in Secret Session.

Gen. T. H. Barrett, of Herman; Eric
Olson, of Sherburne: John Diamond, of
Mankato; H. E. Boen, of Wall Lake;
Thomas B.Hodgson,of Herman; Charles
Canning, of Henderson; E. H. Atwood,
of St. Uloud; G. W. Haigh, of Mankato,
and Andrew Richmond, of Stillwater,
officers and members of the executive
committee of the State Farmers’ alli-
ance, held a secret session in room 2 at
the Merchants yesterday, Chairman
Barrett presiding.

The object of the meeting is to con-
sider the interstate commerce law, pick
out flaws in it and have them corrected
by the state railway commissioners.
The members of the executive commit-
tee did not seem opposed to the law,
but they thought it was weak
in some respects and should- be
braced up. The guns of the commit-
tee wil be leveled particularly
at the state railway commission,
who, Mr. Barrett says, have failed to re-
store to the former what the railway
companies have usurped. The long
and short haul clause is subject in part
to their dictation.

H. E. Boen doesn’t lean up against
the interstate commerce law very hard,
and took ocecasion to say the law was not
what it ought to be, and, as it now read,
was of no benefit to the farmer who de-
g{e.nds on the markets in the cities of

innesota for his support. He claimed
that since the law went into effect the
farmers have been paying two-thirds
more on freights from St. Paul west-
ward than they had paid before.

A resolution was passed to the effect
that delegates should be sent from the
alliance to the meeting to be held by
the business men of Mankato June 7.

The committee will call upon the state
railway commissioners to bring about,
if possible, an established rate for all
produets.

A MEMORIAL DRAWN.

At the evening session, after much
discussion, a long memorial was adopted,
the substanece of which is here given:

We respectfully request the interstate
railway commissioners to see to it that
the law regulating interstate commerce
be vigorously enforced in all the pro-
visions, especially that part relating to
the long and short haul. Of all the
great abuses which have grown up
under the management of railways, as
lately conducted, none is more danger-
ous to the publie welfare than diserimi-
nation in favor of particular localities—
practically the same as discriminating
among persons. Such business inter-
ests as can be sustained only by reason
of the suspension of section 4, it seems
to us ought not to be sustained at all;
for, in case of suspension, those places
only could flourish for whose benefit a

1 suspension is made, while all others

must necessarily languish. We urge
also upon the interstate commission
that they take measures for enforcing
equal and reasonable rates—it is abso-
lutely essential to the public welfare;
that all persons have theright to use the
publie highways of commerce and travel
upon equal terms; that there must be
freedom of travel everywhere; that it is
necessary to public prosperity that the
rates shall be reasonable as well as
equal. Itis not reasonable to pay divi-
dends upon fictitious capital, nor is it
reasonable that railway officials shall
vote themselves enormous salaries out
of the monies gathered up from the
eople, while the men upon whom the
ives and property of the public belong
—often in great extremities and peril—
are paid meager salaries. We therefore
urge upon the United States railroad
commission the propriety of considering
the entire management of railway ex-
penditures, with a view to correcting
%ross evils, the effect of which goes
urther than the mere expenditure of
dollars and cents. There isa demoral-
izing influence wupon the people,
scarcely measureable, in the fact
that the salaries of the highest officials
in the United Stated are insignificant
compared with amounts received by
railroad officials. While Gen. Grant
was serving the public for #50,000-per
annum as its president. a certain rail-
road magnate is said to have received
$175,000 per annum as ;ivresidont of rail-
ways. A railway will pay one of its
attorneys more for a few hours’ talk be-
fore the supreme court of the United
States than the chief justice of that
august tribunal receives for a year’s ser-
vice.

The memorial here infers that these
big salaries are produced by illegitimate
gains, kept seeret from the people, and
partly because of rates levied to pay
dividends upon fraudulent stocks and
inflated bonds. Then it proceeds to rub
up the state railroad commission in this
wise.

THE STATE COMMISSION,

We call the attention of the railroad
commissioners of this state to the fact
that its citizens are being levied upon to
pay interest upon nearly $100,000,000 of
fictitious capital. The last legislature
gave them ample power to suppress this
gigantie fraud, and now look to the
commission to relieve them from pay-
ing such unreasonable rates amounting
to near $10,000,000 annually. The at-
tention of the commission is also called
to the necessity of enforcing the law of
the last legisiature entitled *‘an act to
provide for freedom of trafiic” (Senator
Hixon’s bill). Our great lake port and
other waterways must be open to access
from every part of the state without
hinderance.

Attention is called to the resolutions
passed by the last annual meeting of
the alliance, and the following rates per
100 pounds are recommended for wheat:

Over 20 and under 30 miles. 4 cents; over
30 and under 50 miles, 412 cents; over 50
and under 75 miles, 5 cents; over 75 and
under 100 miles, 5% cents; over 100 and
under 150 miles, 62 cents; over 165 and
under 300 miles, 712 to 1212 cents; over 300
and under 400 miles, 121 to 16 cents.

The alliance further memorializes the
executive of this state to the effeet that
the governor is responsible for the faith-
ful enforcement of all laws, ete. It is
gratiﬁed that there has been a slight re-

uetion in incoming freights, and notes
with satisfaction ‘‘the organization
lately inaugurated by the business men
of Minnesota, who are at last awake to
the fact that their prosperity and the
prosperity of the whole people has been
sacrificed to support a tyrannical and
relentless combination of confederated
monopolies which has sucked up the
resources of the people, and spread all
over the state a net-work of forces which
degrade labor, bolster up high rates of
interest, inflate the cost of everything
the people buy, and depreciate every-
thing they sell,”

COUNTY FINANCES.

What Returns From Eighty Coun-

ties to Examiner Knox Show.

Public Examiner Knox has prepared
an abstract of all the verified statements
rendered by the eighty county treas-
urers of this state for the year ending
Feb. 28, 1887, with a comparison by
items with the preceding. It takes a
vast amount of labor on the part of Mr.
Knox to get all this matter down to a
nut-shell. The total receipts of all the
counties were $12,368,857.58. For the
year before they were $11,064,580.70,
showing an increase of $1,284,267.88.
An increase of $1,063,007.53 is shown in
the tax collection, which last year were
§8,404,808.50, and the year before $7,361,-
890.97. The sale of publi¢ land and in-
terest amounted to $574,462.26, being
$26,280.71 less than the year before ; when
it amounted to $600,743.07. County and
revenue collections (except taxes aud-
ited upon  deposits) amounted

to
$18,835.67 over the year before, and
fines, liguor licenses and estrays sum-
med up $69,645.23, which is an increase

$102,501.83, an increase of

of %9,513,79. The balance on hand
March 1, 1886, was $1,908,595.55, and the
balance Feb, 28, of this “year, amounts
10%2,768,483.57. The state treasurer dis-
hul:swl for taxes and lands $1,220,599.34,
an increase of $127,955.42; for text books
$42.431.77, an increase of $14,840.73. On
county bonds and interest the disburse-
ments were 8154,158.14, less by $11,847.5

than the year before, and on county
roads and ‘bridges $221,162.98, less $21,-
466.15 than the previous. year. The
amounts placed with courf house and
Jail building funds aggregated $27,008.07.
The total ~disbursements last year
amounted to £9,580,374.01, which is less
by £165,728.09 than the year before.

A res-
olution was passed authorizing the sec-
retary to advertise for bids for grubbing
and clearing “the grounds for the high
service reservoir. This reservoir, is
situated in Rose township, at an eleva-
tion of 300 feet above the river, and
when completed will have a capacity of
35,000,000 gallons.
