Chicago, May 24.— York was strong

this morning on wheat, and the clearances,
192,000 bushels, were liberal. The clique is
said to be looking after the cash wheat
through Broker Seymour. There was a little
uncertain feeling in the June option this
morning, and outsiders sold it with consider-
able freedom. The option touched 88c with-
out the clique apparently coming to the aid
of the market at all. At 88c, however, the
June option was pegged. There was just
about as much bull news as ever for the out-
side. From New Orleans 163.000 bushels of
wheat cleared for France yesterday. At
New York an immense export business was
going on, which promised as big results as
yesterday's. The shipments from Minneapo-
lis, only 67,000 bushels, made it look as if
the talk of 1,000,000 bushels starting from
there this week was a bigbluff. Then the
estimates on tomorrow's receipts put the
wheat, ear lots, at 175—a big falling offfrom
to-day. New York was full ot sensational
stories bout the Chicago deal, but the repre-
sentatives here seem to be taking things com-
paratively comfortable. This sagging offhas
the effect of causing a great deal of selling of
the cornered option, and it is

A FAVORITE ADAGE
of Armour's, that -'when he is bullinga mar-
ket he feels all right so long as the hears will
keep selling to him." The wheat deal is now
in this phase, that die bulls at the Cincinnati
end have a bigger stake than anybody else
and must fight. It is not reasonable to suppose
that they willsurrender at SSc at Chicago,
with wheat at 97c at New York, at 89c at St.
Louis and Detroit, and with an enormous ex-
port demand to help them. The deal is in no
desperate "strait yet. Last night on the curb
the feeling in wheat was so very strong that
the crowd, under Hutchinson's lead, were
paying 69%@S9ttc for June, and SSVfc@.SSVic
for July wheat. This morning they sold lc
lower. Some of the old heads remarked that
the curb was seldom so strong that the open-
ing the next morning was weak, yet the
alarm was bo general that last night there
was very little realizing. The local rains and
ashowery condition generally increased the
number ofrealizers at the opening this morn-
Ing. When it was seen that he telique was
not in the pit this morning there was a rush
to sell by the smaller traders, and great haste
to short the market by the bigbears. The re-
ceipts ofwheat, 410 cars, a very large share
of which came in over the Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul and the Chicago & Northwest-
ern roads, bore- out, apparently, the predic-
tion that the recent rail cut on the big gran-
gers was going to bring a good deal ofNorth-
west wheat here at once. Clever operators
are now trying to decide whether the clique
will ease offthe market so as not to be com-
pelled to pay so high up for the next week's
receipts, or willrush up prices before the big
movement, so as to get a great lot ofwheat
settled before the shorts begin to lean back
on the big arrivals. Of course, a large part of
the incoming wheat is already sold, but all
that starts in from the intermediate stations
is probably not. •

THE HOUTIXE REPORT.
Chicago, May 24.— local rains and ashowery condition generally, increased the

number ofrealizers at the opening the market
this morning. The receipts, of wheat, 410
cars, a very large share of which came inover the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul and
the Chicago Northwestern railroads, bore
out. apparently, the prediction that the
recent rail cut on the big grangers was going

Towardmidday it again declined to 88c, at
which point the clique came in with buying
orders tor the first time in the day. They
took even-thing offered at .88c, and did not
allow the market to go below that price. For
the latter part of the morning session theprice for June ranged between 89c and
8914 c, with trading fairly active in June,
July and August futures. June closed for
the day at 87'_ c July opened at BSc, and
.old oil 2 points during the day, closing at86c. The trading in corn, taking the day
throughout, was heavier than for several
months. %am bought nearly a million
bushels early, and there were also scattering

at 3V_@s per cent., and at the close was of-
fered at 4 per cent. Prime mercantile paper,
5@6 per cent. Sterling exchange dull and
unchanged. Trading in stocks to-day, for
the most part, was stupidly dull and uninter-
esting, the bulk of the small business done
being duo to the efforts of the bears and
room traders to further depress prices. The
principal means employed were telegrams
from the West givingaccounts of damages to
the growing crops in that region. The bears
were checkmated by the fact that there were
no stocks offered, and the effect produced
upon values bore no proportion to the efforts
put forth. The list was generally heavy
to weak, but the declines, except in one or
two cases, were insignificant. Special efforts
were made against New England, Missouri
Pacific and Fort Worth &Denver, but, with
the exception of the latter, the declines in
the early day were nearly neutralized toward
the close. St. Paul & Duluth again at-
tracted attention by a marked ad-
vance, but most of the gain was after-
wards lost. Peoria, Decatur & Evansville.
Milwaukee, Lake Shore & Western preferred
and Marshall Coal among the specialties
showed moderate strength. The market was
firmwith advances extending to % per cent.
Texas Pacific was an important exception,
being down % per cent. The business . was
only moderate and soon became dull and,
while the general list remained steady in the
early dealings. Fort Worth & Denver and
New England developed considerable weak-
ness.
