dalled it a story, and gave it for what it
was worth: but it happens to be value-
less, exeept as an effort to detract at-
tention from the real issue. The facts
are that when the school board had de-
termined to purches: this property for a
new sehool house site, the property” was
publicly known to be in the market for
0,000 to the owner, and was advertised
by agents for 80,500, and the board could
have purchased the same for $9,000, and
they had every opportunity of knowing
that fact. Again, $0,500 was and is the
outside limit of value to that property,
and the school officers had every oppor-
tunity to learn it value, Hence the
query: Why did they contract to pay
for property at least $3,500 more than it
was actually worth? Ignorance will not
excuse, nor the desire to be generous to
a friend extenuate so lavish, nay need-
less, an expenditure of public money;
and I venture the assertion that not one
of these same officers would have pur-
chased this property for private ac-
count at the price agreed upon. The
people have a right to demand from
their public servants, invested with a
public trust, that some business integ-
rity and exercise of care as should per-
tain in private affair. Let the facts (not
fiction) appear, and public servants ac-
count to the taxpayers for the expendi-
ture of their money.

A Four-Yeidr-Old Musical Prodigy
From Anoka.

A real infant phenomenon is indeed
phenomenal. Like the poor, “the in-
fant phenomenon” of immortal Vineent
Crummels’ combination type,as it is por-
trayed in Nicholas Nickleby, as Miss
Ninetta Crummels, is always with us.
With their dwarfed statures, wizened
faces and artificially childish methods,
these old-young marvels, who aro never
known to arrive at a more mature age
than ten years,have been so continual?y
before the public that they have long
-ceased to attraet any special attention.
To find a littie girl still in the bloom and
freshuess of her early childhood, exhib-
iting with simple, unaffected grace and
sweetness, a rare and extraordinary
natural gift, is realiy very much out of
the common. An exhibition of this
kind in Chicago has attracted not alone
those desiring to be amused by the un-
usual, but alse those who are pursuing
different iines of psychic investigation.
Mamie Little, the child who is attract-
ing this investigation, and is really a
phenomenon, is at the Seventh Street
Museum. Mamie was born at the little
town of Anoka, Minn., in 1883, Her
parents were among the ordinar
well-to-do townspeople of - the vil-
lage, and- she is the youngest of
fouf children. Her mother affirns that
she was always an exceptionably good
child, giving no unnecessary trouble,
and that she would amuse herself for
almost any length of time in her own
way in happy self-sustained content-
ment. When see was two years old her.
sister, to amuse her, placed her at an
organ, and ever after nothing made lit-
tle Mamie so happy as to be placed at

his instrument. ¢ When she was two
and a half years of age it was discover-
ed that she was playing the air of the
Mocking Bird, and from that time forth
she played not only sueh airs as she
heard, but also those which she had
never had an opportunity of Jearing.
Now, at four years of age, her repertory
includes more than a hundred different
airs, which she plays in perfect time
and tune, although she can scarcely
reach across five keys with her tiny
hands. Not only does she play these
tunes sea})e(l at the piano in the ordin-
ary way, but blindfolded, as seen in the
accompanying cut, and also with two
thickness of cloth over the keys of the
instrument she plays different airs with
ease and accuracy.
