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COLLAPSE "OFJ CIRCUS.
A Show Building Tumbles Down and

Many Persons Are Burned and
Trampled to Death.

Oberlin, 0., Visited by a Water Spout,
Which Floods Streets and Does a

. Great Deal of Damage.

Several Well-Known Men ofLittleFalls,
N. V., Arrested for Ruining Young

Girls of That Place.

A Wealthy Montana Ranchman Under
Arrest, Charged With Trying

to Wreck a Train.

Boston, June During a circus per-
formance at Neschon hist evening a
storm arose and a portion of the roof of
the circus structure was blown off. The
pendant lamps hanging from the roof
were broken and the blazing
petrolium poured . down upon the
heads of the people below.
There were .2,000 spectators, and a fear-
ful panic arose. In the midst of the
tumult one of the lightly-built walls of
the structure fell inand the whole build-
ing immediately collapsed. A large
number of persons were burned and
many trampled to death, and 300 others
were more or less injured.

XV.CLOUD DURST
Does Immense Damage to Oberlin,

-0., Property.
Ci.evki.and, June s.—At Oberlin, (>.,

this afternoon, during a thunder storm
which swept over the northern part of
the state, much damage was done by a
cloud burst, or .water spout. "When the
storm was at its height an immense vol-
ume of water came down suddenly,
swelling to a torrent the little creek
which Hows through the town. The
stream rose several feet in a few min-
utes, flooding streets/filling cellars, and
in many cases driving people to the
upper stories of their dwellings. • One
house was "floated from its foundation,
and havoc was played by the water in
two lumber yards. .Three hundred feet
of the Lake Shore railroad was washed
away and one passenger train was
stopped. The flood subsided almost as
soon as itcame up. : It is impossible to
tell now the exact amount of damage,
but it willprobably be $15,000 or $20,000.

Cincinnati, June 5.—A terrible
thunder storm, accompanied by a heavy
rainfall, visited this region about the
middle of this afternoon. The thunder
was. almost continuous, and it was of
that detonating kind unaccompanied by
reverberations. Lightning struck the
rod on the spire of the Second Presby-
terian church, and near the ground
leaped to a shade tree and tore it to
splinters. It disabled 400 telephone in-
struments by melting the wires. No
other serious damage by lightning has
been reported. yy

Utica, N. V., June s.—lt has been

discovered that through the influence of
a procuress a number of little girls at
Little Falls. Herkimer, county, have
been betrayed to a life of shame, some
of them at that village and some in New
York city. The girls" ages range from
twelve to fifteen- years. Among those
who are implicated "are some mere boys,
while the list also includes old men.
Clerk Shepard, of * the board of police
commissioners, Gustavus llinman, aged
sixty, and others have been arrested
and charged with ruining the girls.

Tlie
military at Fort Iluachuca have been
notified and have gone in pursuit of the
Indians. The murderers are Apaches,
who left San Carlos last week, and num-
ber twenty, in all. They are supposed
to be headed for Mexico.

A DOUBLE MURDER. '

The Awful Mistake Made by a
Negro Murderer.

Memphis, June s.— On Saturday night
a plantation on the Arkansas shore of
the Mississippi . river, opposite Fulton,
Term., was the scene of a double mur-
der. A singular feature of the
crime was that the murderer, a
negro named Sam Hays, mis-
took his victim for his mistress
and his rival, upon whom he sought to

,wreak vengence. He laid in wait on
the bank of the river, thinking to kill
them when they returned from Fulton,
•where they had been frolicing. In the
darkness he saw a man and a
woman cross , over in a skiff
and land near him, and supposing
them to be the couple looked for, shot
them down- The man, who proved to
ibe a negro named John Strickland, was
hilled instantly. The woman, who was
Strickland's * wife, was mortally
wounded; lie. lied down the river, but
was captured and brought back to this
city, where he now lies in jail, at the
disposal of the Arkansas authorities.

DENOUNCED AND PRAISED.
The New York Central Labor Union

Passes Resolutions in Denunciation
of Editor O'Brien,

Who Receives a . Large Number of Tele- .
grams Congratulating Him for the :.*

Stand He Took.

The Irish Journalist Takes Occasion to
Give a Full Explanation of His

Position,

Dr. McGlynn Says Lansdowne Is Only
a Small Percentage More Land-

lord Than O'Brien.

New York, June 5.— stormy ses-
sion of the Central Labor union was
held to-day. John McMackin made an
address, denouncing Editor O'Brien for
his action in refusing to attend the mass
meeting last night. McMackin declared
he wouldn't lower the flag at the com-
mand of ecclesiastical power or corrupt
politicians. If Catholics' were to be
controlled by a foreign power there
would be good cause for the sneer that
they were not citizens. Resolutions were
adopted denouncing Editor O'Brien for
his action. Mr. O'Brien has received
numerous telegrams congratulating him
on the course he took in regard to the
parade last night. Being interviewed
to-day he said : ""I am not surprised
that gentlemen, not of the Irish race,'
are not able to understand the difficult
ties by which our case is surrounded at
this moment, but Ihave not the smallest
apprehension that the Irish National-
ists willmisunderstand my action. They
know how many malignant enemies are
watching every word or act of.ours in
order to torture them into weapons
against
;-,: GEADSTON EAND PAENELI,.

I am satisfied that they willfeel also
that 1 have acted under a painful and
solemn sense of responsibility to our
great leader (Parnell), and from the con-
viction that any other course would
have brought -the utter destruction of
our movement at the moment when the
opinions of millions of English people
are trembling in the balance and when
the most unscrupulous devices are
being thrown into the bal-
ance against us. ' I was astonished
to see it stated from the platforn of
Union square that I. had, scored out a
resolution referring to Dr. McGlynn as
a matter of fact. No such resolution
was ever submitted to me. The resolu-
tion submitted to me by the committee
contained no allusion direct or indirect
to Dr. McGlynn's case. The resolution
read from the stand was never
in any manner communicated to
me. The only reference to Dr.
McGlynn throughout the whole course
ofthe communication between the com-
mittee and myself was the statement
that Dr. McGlynn was tobe present and
speak, and I need not say that to that
arragement Ihad not the smallest ob-
jection to offer. 1 have, therefore, now
to complain both that this resolution
was kept from my cognizance and that
the people should have been put under
the utterly false impression that I had
seen and erased it. Ifind it dfficult to
deal seriously with the suggestion that
Icould be guilty of

ANY INSULT TO LABOR.
My lifehas been one of as hard toil

and anxious cares as I think fall into
the lot of most men. Ithink Ican claim
that most of its energies have been
spent in the service of . the poor and of
the workers. As to the insulting sug-
gestions that I was captured by Tam-
many Hall or other American poli-
ticians, I can only say that if
any American politicians had been
guilty of the remotest attempt to
influence my judgment in the direction
of serving American party Interests, I
should have known how to resent it. I
should have resisted any attempt to
compromise our cause in the interest of
any other political section inAmerica at
least as warmly as Ifelt obliged to re-
;sist the attempt to identify us with the
particular organization by which the
.labor party was conducted. I came here
on purely Irish business. Ifound that
on one point all American parties seem
to be agreed,namely that Ireland should

\u25a0be rescued from its present misery and
mismanagement.* 1 should have most
gladly welcomed expressions of sym-
pathy from every influential body of
Americans as long as their action re-
ferred to the Irish cause alone, but out-
side those limits I have . and shall al-
ways decline to travel."
:'The suggestion that the archbishop,
communicated with me on the subject
I regard as insulting to him and to me
and scarcely worthy of a denial on my
part. McGlynn Ispoke to three times
in my life, and certainly not on this
subject.

NEARLY FORTY THOUSAND
people attended the meeting of the Anti-
Poverty society in the- Academy of
Music this evening. Rev. McGlynn
was the principal speaker. During
the course of his remarks he
said: ."Itwas a great mistake for the
advisors ofMr. O'Brien tokee him from
appearing on the same platform with
McMackin. Mr. O'Brien probably
didn't know who John McMackin
was, but he knows. to-day. Be-
cause John McMackin believes in
free speech he appeared at Cooper
union with Mr. Tynan. .Mr. McMackin
may not have been acquainted with the
deed with which Tynan is said to have
been convicted. Iknow nothing about
it and Idon't care about the resolutions.
All the press of to-day have fallen into

EGREGIOUS ERROR. .
They have mixed me up with the res-

olutions. Iwas not in the original res-
olution about coercion which Mr.
O'Brien blue-penciled. What Mr.
O'Brien ought to be ashamed of wasthe penciling of the resolu-
tion that the land belongs to the
people. Mr. O'Brien is a landlord
at heart himself. It is only a question
of a small percentage between Mr.
O'Brien and Lord Lansdowne. That
resolution about coercion, about Italy
and other countries got in partly through
O'Brien himself. - When our friends
discovered that they could do nothing
with Mr. O'Brien they determined togo in and give him a dose of coercion
about it. -They said they were going to
send their - own greeting to Ire-
land and not what . O'Brien
thought. We. thought the coercion
clause would displease Mr. O'Brien and 'some ofhis advisers.". John McMackin

They were secured through the influ-
ence and recommendation of my col-
leagues, Hon. Edmund Rice and Judge

;-.Wilson, as well as myself. For in-
stance, the appointment of Col. Colville
was recommended by. all three ofus,
and while it may be true that my ar-
rival here was at an opportune moment
and resulted in securing the appoint-
ment, still my efforts were undoubtedly
successful because of the backing re-
ceived through the recommendations of
those gentlemen, conjointly with my-
self. This much lam anxious to have
you say as an act of simple justice to
them. The same may also be said with
reference" to the establishment of an ex-
amining board at Minneapolis. That
was done upon the recommendation of
all three of us."

"Where are you going, when you leave
Washington, and when do you returnhome?" . '

"•\u25a0 "1 go to New York, and possibly to
Boston, and Iexpect to reach home* the
latter, part of next week."

"What prospect has the Democratic
party forretaining its grip upon Minne-
sota and strengthening it."
