They Meet in Convention at Mankato

to Discuss the Exactions of Rail-
way Corporations,

And to Exchange Views Regarding the
; State and National Laws For

Their Regulations.

Ths St. Paul and Minneapolis Men Al-
* lowed to Come in Only After a

LivelyDebate.

Some Hostility Shown the Twin Cities
by Representatives of the Country

Interests.

Mankato, Minn., June 7.—The Busi-

nessmen's convention was called to
order by President Pope at 4 o'clock
this afternoon. Mayor Pfau made a
speech of welcome, telling those pres-
ent that while he was not hostile to any
place or persons, yet they were assem-
bled to devise some way of restraining
the power of the vast corporations
which were continually, by their dis-
criminations between persons and
places, building up one place
to the detriment of another.
O. F. Perkins, of Northfield, responded,
complimenting the mayor on so truly
divining and outlining the work of the
convention. This convention recognizes
the universal brotherhood of men and it
includes corporations. Equal rights
should be granted to all man and all
places. The people have borne these
grievances because they thought they
had no redress, but now the interstate
commerce law comes as a revelation.
John C. Noe, president of the Man-
kato board of trade, spoke for
the board, and expressed the
hope that they might deliberate har-
moniously on the great transportation
question. W. B. Dean, of St. Paul.then
made a neat speech, complimenting the
city on its growth during the last few
years, and hoped that the deliberations
of the convention would be harmonious
and of great benefit to the entire com-
munity. President. Pope,' in a short
speech, then outlined the * organization
and work ofthe business men's associa-
tion, claiming that it had been largely
instrumental in preventing the suspen-
sion of the long and short haul clause
asked for by the Minnesota «fe North-
western railroad. He rapidly sketched
the wonderful growth of the railroad
system of the United States, and showed
that during the whole time the consoli-
dation of roads into vast systems had
been going on.

THE GRANGER "DECISIONS
of the supreme court showed that the
railroads were under state control. He
urged them to insist on : the rigid en-
forcement of the railroad laws,
both state and national. Gen. Pope then
compared the state railroad laws with
the interstate commerce law. severely
criticizing a letter sent him by the state
railway commissioners, saying they had
been of little use in the past, and that
they could be of great service in ex
plaining and enforcing the laws. Special
tariffs, he claimed, were made by every
railroad. He also criticized severely
the tariff sheet published by the Mil-
waukee road. When Gen. Pope had
finished. W. B. Dean, of St. Paul,. set
the ball rollingby rising and asking to
know just what part was to be taken by
a representative from St. Paul or Min-
neapolis. He

QUOTED FROM A SPEECH
made at the Faribault meeting by Mr.
Keyes, which said among other things
that it was "a convention of the busi-
ness interests of the state outside of St.
Paul and Minneapolis." "The gentle-
man from Minneapolis and myself de-
sire to be informed whether we are wel-
come to this meeting or not, as from the
speech quoted and remarks made on this
floor we feel that perhaps we do not be-
long here." Secretary Burlinganie
spoke explaining that it was the in-
tention of the executive committee
to have every city -in the state
represented. Gen. Pope expressed the
hope that the interests of both . sections
would be furthered by the convention.
Perkins, of Owatonna, said that while
he was very clad to have Minneapolis
and St. Paul represented, he would like
the president to tell him just how lie
thought it was to lie done, and whether
any one believed that Minneapolis and
St. Paul really would co-operate with
the rest of the state. The real milk in
the cocoanut was whether or not the
long and short haul clause

SHOULD BE .SUSPENDED,
and were not the "TwinCities" working
with the railroads to secure the suspen-
sion of that clause. Dean replied to
Burlinganie' by citing other portions of
Keyes' speech and to Perkins by show-
ing that Minneapolis and St. Paul or-
ganizations had absolutely refused to
sign a petition for the repeal of the
interstate commerce law. He claimed
that for two years those cities had been
working for lower rates, which they had
just obtained. This reduction, he
claimed, was a benefit to the
whole state, the interests of
which were identical with those of St.
Paul and Minneapolis. Congressman
Nelson -here interrupted the speaker,
asking whether this reduction in rates
was not the effect of the interstate com-
merce law rather than their exertions.
He replied that he had no reference to
the Manitoba, and claimed that St. Paul
and Minneapolis were the I friends of
every interior town in the state, and the
real enemies were the cities along Lakes
Michigan and Superior. Nelson now
stepped forward on the platform, and to
get at the question fairly, a* he said,
asked whether or not they were in favor
of repealing the interstate commerce
law? Dean said that \u25a0:\u25a0' '.'. \u25a0_

ST. PAUL AND MINNEAPOLIS
wished to try the law fairly and hon-
estly, and that they had refused to take
any part in working for its repeal.
Perkins asked the speaker whether he
was willing for a carload of freight to
come to Faribault for the same price as
to St. Paul, to which Dean replied that
St. Paul jobbers had noobjection to any
such thing, and that it was being
done every day. A resolution
was then passed declaring that
St. Paul and Minneapolis were entirely
welcome. Gilmore, of Minneapolis,
made a short speech, claiming that St.
Paul and Minneapolis would be bene-
fited or harmed, just as any other part
of the state, by a law or laws. John T.
Ames then made a plea for the farmers,
saving they were the most '; oppressed
class, and citing the rates from terminal
points to Chicago and the rates from in-
terior places to the same place. The
meeting . was then adjourned -to 7:30
The Business Men's association began

. THEIR EVENING SESSION .
tit7:30 by calling the roll ofdelegates
and appointing several committees.
Hon. Knute Nelson was then introduced
as the defender of the interstate com-
merce law. He said: "The boy-
cott of the interior towns -by
the railroads . and the conduct oi
the metropolitan press "brought me, a
conservative man in regard to railroad
legislation, before you to-night." He
quoted from the Pioneer Press, as he

said, because lie loved to quote from it,
owing to its having from the beginning
been decidedly hostile to the bill, to
prove that ithad been a success so far.
Figures were quoted proving that the
set earnings of the railroads had In-
creased wonderfully under its opera-
tion, because, whilelocal rates remained
as usual, through rates had been very
much increased. The sympathies of
the convention and audience were with
tlie congressman, who was loudly, ap-
plauded a number oftimes. Mr.Nelson

Ml". DEAN, OF ST. PAUL,
in an eloquent and pointed speech. He
said that according to his idea of the du-
ties ofa representative, a man ought to
represent the whole country rather than
his particular locality, and to Mr.Nelson
St. - Paul should .be as sacred •as
Alexandria. He cited the fact that
every large city in the country except-
ing Indianapolis is located on a water
course and that large cities are bound
to exist and no one can prevent it. The
eloquence of the speaker was several
times applauded, although the audience
was almost unanimously opposed to i
him. St. Paul's interests could
not have been more earnestly or
neatly defended than by Mr. Dean. The
sentiment against the Twin Cities was
voiced by Charles Silverson, E. W.
Fish and others. So far. no business
has been accomplished beyond the dis-
cussion of the relations of St. Paul and
Minneapolis to the rest of the state. Fol-

The
place does not pay over $1,500 a year,
but in the eyes of many applicants for
office, is better than nothing. The ap-
pointment was agreeable to Col. Winter-
smith at first. Mr. Lamar assured him,
he says, that he should be detailed to
inspect timber frauds in California.
The prospect of free, excursions to the
Pacific coast just suited the colonel's
fancy. When he reported for duty a
few days ago, however, he met with
disappointment. Mr. Lamar was ab-
sent and Land Commissioner Sparks
assigned Wintersinith to goto Nebraska.
The colonel refused togo, and expressed

convention, Aug. 12 at Dcs Moines being
finally decided upon as the time and

: No indications of weakening are ap-
parent among the striking carpenters.
They seem determined to hold out as long
as there is a dollar left in the treasuries of
the three unions of this city, or in the
pockets of the union men. Atthe meet-
ing of the German union last night, Mr.
McGuire, president of the American
union, gave the assurance that there was
$700 in the treasury of his union, all of
which could 1 be . used, except £100, ac-
cording to."the- language of their char-
ter, lie. encouraged all the strikers
to bold out. and Informed both union
and non-union men that when any strik-
ing carpenters became in need ofassist-
ance, the pockets of all who possessed
funds were at their disposal..

\ The visiting committees which have

been sent out by the carpenters, and
which the contractors call '-walking
delegates," fired their reports at Secre-
tary. Blakeley's desk, while Messrs.
Bolter, Fumington, Johnson and others
of.the striking committee held down
their scats in the union headquarters
yesterday forenoon. These reports led
one to believe that the "walking dele-
gates*' were getting in their work with
considerable success. : Itwas stated that
George Grant didn't have a man left at
North St. Paul, and that his foreman,
Louis Lavalle, employed on De Coster &
Clark's building, on Jackson street, had
quit, with.;, another man.". '--Contractor
Biand was 'said , to have complied .with
the demand of the union.- He has some
jobs of - the North * St. Paul Land com--
pany, and the building of "the
Harris Manufacturing company. His
men were reported to be all working
nine hours at ten hours' pay. All the
carvers at Bjornstad's sash, door and
blind factory, on Rice street, were said
to have. gone, out, and it was reported
that the turners would be out to-day.
Twelve men of Costello, on a' St.
Anthony hill job, packed tools. Later
the report came in that Costello was
left with only two men. At the St.
Paul Furniture company's the com-
mittee fared differently, forno sooner had they tried to
get at the men than the
police patrol arrived on the scene, and
the committee disappeared simulta-
neously, making for the sidewalk out-
side of the premises. Another visitwas
made afterward, but to the members of
the firm instead of the men. A report
said all the carpenters in the employ of
the Bohn Manufacturing company hadgone out, and the carvers and turners
would quit to-day. Four men left a St.
Anthony hill jobof Contractor Schmidt,
and two men stopped Avork at Brain &
Grabe's, on University avenue, and the
foreman . and others of ' the crew
promised to go out to-day, ac-
cording to the committee's statement.
Seven more men, it was said, had quit
Corlies, Chapman &Drake, and all the
bricklayers quit on Baumeister's Sev-
enth street fill job, because they
wouldn't work along with "scabs." The
St. Croix Lumber company shops are
working on the nine-hour principle, and
Hill Bros., on Burr street, were work-
ing their . men on ten hours' pay. The
five men working for Nicolson Bros., on
Dayton avenue, were working nine
hours and getting ten hours' pay.
Thirty-one men left one of Smith's jobs
at the fish hatchery, and five men quit
Anderson, on Reaney street, at noon."
Twenty-five men came infrom Merriam
Park. In West St. Paul most of the
jobs are small, but the "bosses"
were said to be in sympathy with
the nine-hour rule. • The number which
left Bohn is put down as thirty. All
the men were working ten hours at

What makes the bricklayers idle
will also lay off the stone 'masons, roof-
ers and cornice workers, and what puts
back the plasterers makes idle, also, the
painters, plumbers, and finishers. If
the carpenters hold out much longer,
the strike will most seriously
affect all the material interests of the
city. The lumber trade must suffer

. through the demand for lumber being
lessened, and other interests accordingly
as they are in ' demand forbuilding, in-
cluding the brick yards and lime manu-
facturers.

Tim Reardon— l am in favor ofnine
hours, and 1 was a year or two ago, but
our work is all figured on the calcula-
tion of ten hours a day.

A. Nippolt—The statement that we
had conceded is wrong. The facts are
our pay day comes on Monday, and my-
self aim brother hired every man over
again per hour. We pay from 20 to 25
cents per hour, and they may work as
many hours as they like. _
