A SUDDEN SUMMONS.
Dr. Reuben Freeman Dies Soon

After Treating a Patient.

Dr. Reuben Freeman, proprietor of
the electro-thermal baths at 507 First
avenue south, died suddenly and with-
out warning at 7 "SO o'clock last evening.
He had been giving an electric bath, his
method being to transmit by means of a
a battery the electricity through him-
self to the patient. At one time he gave
the patient a strong shock,
when the latter requested him to
desist. He did so, anil the patient
in the course of time repaired to the
dressing room. A fewminutes later he
heard some one fall in the bath room, and
looking in found the doctor on the floor
death Coroner Hill was summoned,
and will make a post mortem examina-
tion. It is thought death was either
caused by heart disease or that the
electric current was too strong for him.
The former theory is thought to be cor-
rect, and his adopted daughter says
she noticed he was not well
early in the evening and appeared to
almost loose consciousness while he
was hearing her recite her lessons. The
deceased had resided in Minneapolis
for six years, coming to the city from
Hastings. lie was sixty-nine years of
age and the father of twelve children,
five of whom are dead, and had been
married three times, two of his wives
having died.

THE FIRST CASE.

H. P. Hanson, a Shoemaker, Dies
Prom Sunstroke.

Yesterday afternoon about 2 o'clock a
man rushed through the Milwaukee
depot past the gate-keeper to the tracks,
where he fell down as though suffering
from a fit. Medical attendance ;. was
summoned, and it was found he had
sustained a severe sunstroke. lie was
taken to the central station, where he
died at (5 o'clock without regaining
consciousness. The deceased was H. P.
Hanson, a Norwegian shoemaker em-
ployed at •-(«'.. First street north. He
had a wife ami child livingat 218 First
street south, but did not support his
family, his wife earning her own living.
He had been on a debauch for nearly a
month, and his condition was such that
he failed torally from the effect of the
sunstroke, which under ordinary cir-
cumstances would not have proven
fatal. The remains will be buried at
the city's expense from Connolly's
morgue to-day.

CARDINAL. GIBBONS.

He is Welcomed Home to Balti-
more in Fine Style.

Baltimore, Md., June 7.—lt was
generally known that Cardinal Gibbons
would reach Baltimore this afternoon,
and long before the time .of the arrival
of the ; train the streets leading to the
'union station were thronged with peo-
ple wending their way thither. The
most extensive arrangements had been
perfected to give him a reception worthy
the high office he fills. He was received
by Mayor Hodges, the members . of the
city council, judges of the courts and
police commissioners, who took the
right of the line. On the part of the
Catholic societies the cardinal was re-
ceived by Charles A. Bonaparte, the
trustees of the cathedral and a commit-
tee of the clergy, who took their posi-
tion in line in the rear of the civic offi-
cials. As \u25a0 the head of the line moved
the societies forming the several di-
visions fell in to make up the proces-
sion. When the head of the column
reached the cardinal's palace there was
a halt, and the cardinal, with the clergy,
and guard of honor, entered.the build-
ing. There the cardinal was invested
with his official robes, and returning to
the street, a procession was formed and
moved to the west or main entrance of
the cathedral, when the service for a
cardinal reception was performed for
the first time in Baltimore. Atthe close
of the religious service * the cardinal re-
turned to the palace, and the procession .
which had moved through several of the
principal streets, returned to Charles
street, and was reviewed by the cardi-
nal. The ceremonies throughout were
of an imposing character, and were wit-
nessed by many thousands of people.
Cardinal Gibbons expressed his high ap-
preciation of the compliment paid him.

The Yellow Fever.

Jacksonville, Fla., June The
Times-Union to-day, in an editorial
summing up the situation, says: "There
is no yellow fever in Florida -. except at
Key West, which is on an isolated island
nearly 200 miles south of Tampa and
nearly 100 from the nearest point on the
main land, which borders on the Ever-
glades. There has been no yellowfever
at Tampa, or any other place on the
.main land. The health authorities are
vigilant in nearly every county in the
state. The general health is excellent
and the sanitary conditions are good.
The weather is simply delightful, the
heat being tempered by constant sea
breezes. Rigid quarantine is maintained
against Key West and Havana, and, to
make assurance doubly sure, certificates
are required from travelers to show that
they are not . from infected localities.
There is no clanger whatever in any
one coming to Florida and going any-
where- in the state, except to Key
West." _ \u25a0
