'HAREM BEAUTIES.

The Romantic Adventure of An
English Diplomat in Turkey.

The Old Bey Trusted in an English-
man's Honor--Girls of' Sixteen,

Murrav's Magazine.

In 1843, while attache at the embassy
of Constantinople, 1 was acting private
secvetary to the great “llehee,” Lord
Stratford de Redeliffe, then Siv Stratford
Canning.

The British consul at — had laid be-
fore the ambassador complaints against
the pasha of the distriet where  he re-
sided, and the latter had also brought
under the notice of the porte grievances
of a serious character, alleged to have
been suffered from the proceedings of
the consul,  Attempss were made by the
porte and the ambassador to bring about
a settiement of the differences, without
success,  British subjeets, lonians  and
Turks, whose interests were affected by
this state of affaivs, appealed to the em-
bassy and to the porte, urging that steps
should be taken to seeure the ends of
justice.

Nir S, Canning proposed to the porte
that an officer of the embassy should be
sent to—- to make an_inquiry into the
conduct of the two functionaries, and
that he should ba  empowered both by
the perte and tho embassador to bring
aboat & settlement of these differences
which had been a constant  source of
vexations correspondence.  Sir Strat-
ford selected me for this daty, and de-
livered to me letters from the porte to
the pasha, and from himself to the con-
sul, acquainting them respectively that
1 had been authorized to inquire into
the various questions at issue, and to
endeavor to bring about a settlement,

Both the consul and pasha on my
arrival oftered me hospitality, which 1
declined, under the peculiar cireum-
stanees in which 1 was placed by my
mission.

The day after my arrival the pasha
summoned a divan of several local
notables, who were to give evidenee,
and the consul was also requested to at-
tend.  When 1 entered the divan, being
then a youth of about twenty=six, I was
much shocked at secing the pasha, con-
sul and other notables with white and
hoary beards and a venerable appear-
anee, upon whom 1 had, as it were, to
sitin jndgment. After pipes and coffee,
the hearing of the various subjects in
dispute commenced. .

Though 1 refer to this seene, as it af-
feots the end of my tale, it is needless to
relate what passed, further than to men-
tion that I found both pasha and coun-
sel wero in the wrong, but that neither
had acted in a manner to require any
severe eensure on the part of the porte
or embassador, and 1 drew up a report
in that sense,  On my return journey to
the port, having heard that game was
plentiful, 1 gave my horse to the Greek
(servant) to lead, and wandered over the
country. 1 had geod sport, and the
Greek frequently warned me that unless
we kept to the beaten path and rode on
quickly, we should not be able to reach
the port before dark.

I continued, however, to shoot, wan-
dering into thickets after game many
miles  distant  from the road, or
vather track, until it beeame so dark
that 1 could no longer see the birds rise.
On remounting I told the Greek to lead
the way, but he deelined; he knew not
where we were, nor even what direction
to take, 1t was a bright, clear night,
and at a distaneoe of about two miles 1
espied a light: thither 1 decided to
direet our steps, and to ask for shelter
for the night, or for o guide,

We arrived at o large building, with
lattice windows several feet from the
ground, surrounded by a high wall in-
closing  what appeared  to be  farm
buildings, with a large double gate,
where carts and  cattle could pass,
After knocking loudly an old "'nrk
appeared. T spoke Turkish fluently at
that time, so 1 told him I was an English
traveler and had lost my way, and
begged to have shelter for the night any-
where in the farmyard, a feed for my
horses, and some bread and ecoffee, if
nothing else in the way of food was pro-
curable, for myselt and servant, for we
were very hungry.

The Turk veplied that his master was
—— Boey, who had formerly been in the
serviee of the porte: that he was a
Landed proprietor: that as his family
dwelt with him no man could be admit-
fed to the house, but he offered to ask
the bey's permission to allow us to pass
the night in one of the out-houses, and
Lo put up our horses.,

The gate was again closed, and after
waiting a few minutes, a Turkish gen-
tleman, dressed in a handsome  fur
pelisse and  fez, appeared. After the
usual salutations, hesaid:  **Are you an
Englishman?’ 1 replied that I was,
without making myself known as one of
the seeretaries of the British embassy,
He bade me weleome in a hearty man-
ner, and turning to the old man who
hiad just opened the gate, directed that
my  attendant should be lodged in a
room in the farm  buildings, be given
whatever he might require, and that the
horses should be stalled and fed,

Then, taking me to the door of his
house and opening it with a large key,
he stopped on the threshold and said:
“You are an Engiish gentleman and
therefore 1 man of honor. T am about
to do that which no Mohametan will or
ought todo. I admit you to my harem
among my family. 1 have heard how
Fuglish gentlemen visit the houses of
friends and live as men  of honor with
their families, without resteaint, 1 shall
do the same, for 1 have special reasons
for my conduet, which 1 will relate
when you have rested, It is my earnest
hope that you should feel as if #u were
with one of your own countrymen: but
1 beg you to keep seeret from every one
your visit. to my house, and never to
mention whom  you may see within it.”

He then led me to a narrow staircase
intoa well-lighted  room, handsomely
furnished  with  beautiful ecarpeting,
comfortable divans, mirrors, Turkish
tables, arms hung on the walls and a
couch with ]m'ui' embroidered cushions
and silk quilt, which he said was to be
my bed,

Again and again he bade me weleome,
adding:  “1 shall leave you to repose;
you must be hungry.,  Supper is or-
deved, A pipe and coffee  will  be
brought to you, order what you please ;"
then as he withdrew he repeated again
ina kind manner, “an English Effendi
is always a man of honor.”

While inspoeeting the room and wonder-
ing what all this meant, I heard a gentle
step, and a tall, graceful figure of a girl
about seventeen, entered. She was
dressed handsomely in a jacket used by
Turkish ladies, with a bodice open in
front, like unto the square dresses now
worn by English ladies of an evening,
She had on yellow silk  “shalvas,* or
trousers, fastened by a white muslin
sash, the ends of which were prettily
embroidered and  hung nutsi«llv the
“shalvas.,”  Her complexion was olive,
with very large dark eyes and long eye-
lashes: her nose  aquiline, and  lher
mouth like a ring set |]|| ruby lips. She
looked grave and  sad. but bBlushes suf-
fused her cheeks as she bowed  grace-
fully, and with a sweet smile put a
“chebook™ into my mouth, and then re-
tired.  Her hair was braided in tresses
around her head, and adorned  with
colng.  Two long braids hung down
her back. This vision of a Turkish
maiden, seemaed like adream, and whilst
]mmh-rhn' over the pretty figure that

wd just left, and wondering  whether
she would return, another damsel ap-
peared bearing a cup of coffee, in a
Sfinjun® studded  with precious stones.
Bending before me, she put it on the
little table. .

She  appeared to be about fifteen,
dressed lke the bearer of  the ehebook,
but of a fairer complexion, with dark
blue eyes, her nose retrousse,  She was
not go demure in her looks or manner,
and standing before me, blushing and
smiling with a mirthful expression, said
in a very sweet voice, “My father bids
me ask if there is anything you wish
for, and tosay your supper will soon
be ready.” 1 thanked her, but held my
tonguoe, remembering I was an “honor-
able man.” She rotﬁr-d. turning at the
thireshold to look at me, having a pretty
smile of misohief. Shortly afterward the
elder damsel reappeared, briguing sher-
ot 1thanked her, and sheWwed and
withdrew.

whether I had been properly attende
to, he led me to a lower room, remark-
ing that he thought 1 should be better
able to_enjoy ng{ _repast without his
!\ros(‘nﬁi‘h 1t that he hoped in the even-
ng to converse with me.

During the supper 1 was waited on by
both the fair maidens, who brought me
in succession a nunber of savory dishes,
with fruits and sweets of all kinds, for
which the Turks are famous, 1 partook
of everything largely, to the evident
amusement and pleasure of the maid-
ens. The elder was no longer so de-
mure in her manner, and the eyes of the
younger sparkled with fun  as  she
waited on me: but 1 refrained from
conversation further than to thank them
now and then, saying ever to myself
My host says 1am an honorable man;'
but 1 fear my looks betrayed my admira-
tion.

After supper the bey conducted me to
my apartment,where coffee was brought
by the damsels, both of whom,1 learned,
were his daughters, 1 expressed to the
bey my warmest thanks for his hospi-
tality and for the great confidence he
had shown by admitting me among his
family. Upon this he said he would
relate why he had broken through the
Mohametan custom  and usages and
bidden me welcome in his harem. He
was fulfilling a vow made years ago,
that whenever he had an opportunity
he would endeavor to give proof of his
gratitude for kindness received from the
captain of a British merchant vessel,

“When I was a  young wan,” contin-
ued the bey, “*before 1 was marvied, |
went on a pilgrimage to Mecea. On
my return I embarked from Alexandria
on a Turkish vessel bound to Constanti-
nople.  We encountered a heavy wgale:
the vessel was old and rotten: leaks
were sprung, and the captain, erew and
myself, who was the only passenger,
had barely time to get into the ship's
boat, when the vessel sunk. 1 lost all
my clothes and money, with the excep-
tion of afew piastres. We expected
every moment  the  boat would be
swamped by the heavy seas break-
ing around usy; when a  ship
hove in  sight.  Signals  of dis-
tress were made, and  she came to our
assistance, and we were all taken safely
on board.  She proved to be an English
vessel, bound for Salonica. The captain,
a Kind hearted but rough looking sailor,
gave us dry elothes and dressed me in a
warm suit of his own and supplied us
with food.

“We arrived at Salonica, and T was
enabled through the pratigue master,
who understood a listle English, to ex-
press my gratitude. T offered to pay for
my passage and food. The captain was
indignant, and said that he would not
accept a farthing: but,” on the contrary,
having learned that 1 iuul no money to
continue my voyage and had no friends
ab Saloniea, put a small sum into my
hands which would enable me to pro-
ceed to Constantinople., ¢

“You,” he continued, “are the fivst
Englishman to whom 1 have had an op-
portunity of showing feelings of grati-
tude long pent up to your countryman
who saved my life.”

I then told fllm that I was one of the
secretaries of the British embassy at
Constantinople, and what had been the
object of my visit to —, 1 said
should make known to the “great lchee™
his hospitality and kindness. He again
impressed upon me his anxions wish
that 1 should keep my reception in his
houschold a seeret, and above all, the
fact that I had been  waited on by his

daughters—for he  said it would
be  a serious  matter if this were
known to his co-religionists:
but  he econsented that 1 should

let the embassador know confidentially
all that had happened; but to my Turk-
ish friends at Constantinople 1 should
mention only that 1 and my servant had
received shelter for the night in his
farm yard. He also requested me not
to tell the Greek I had seen any women
in the house.

At sunrise next day I was up, and
going into the courtyard gave directions
to my servant to have the horses ready
for a start as soon as 1 had breakfasted.
e informed me that he had been
well taken care of. 1 gave the Greek
several gold piastres, which 1 directed
should  be  distributed  among  the
dependents of the bey. He informed
me that he had learned from the old
gatekeeper that the bey had only one
wife, and no other inmates of the harem
except his two daughters and  some
black slaves. A good breakfast was
ready for me as I re-entered the house,
and again the pretty damsels waited on
me without the presence of their father:
and though I had lost my heart (it was
an easy matter in those days) to the
blue-eyed little  maiden, 1 refrained
from saying more than expressions of
thanks in the most polite Turkish, keep-
ing steadfastly in wmind that an “En.
glish gentleman is an honorable man.”

On going away the bey aecompanied
me to the door, and while I reiterated
my warmest thanks, he put into my
hand a little sealed paeket, observing:
“You will pardon me for returning the
handsome *baksheesh’ you had direeted
the Greek to distribute among my de-
pendents. The Iatter have made known
and returned to me what they had re-
ceived, 1 shall reward them, but I can-
not allow that you should do so. It
would have given me,” he added,
“great pain if they had retained the
money,and it would have deprived me

of the pleasure and satistaction |
have felt in  weleoming an En-
glishman to my house.” 1 said

not a word and put the money into my
]n(u-kvl. As 1 left the house T could not
welp looking back as long as the lattice
windows were in sight, and thought I
espied  bright v?'ox peering out at the
parting guest; but I refrained from
waving a hand or handkerchief,

Sir Stratford Canning, to whom 1 re-
lated this adventure confidentially on
my arrival, made known to the porte
that 1 had received hospitality and
great kindness from this bey when be-
nighted on my return from ——, and ex-
pressed a hope that  the porte would in
some suitable form mark approval of
such Kindness shown toa member of the
embassy.  His excellency also made
known the result of my inquiry into the
conduct of the pasha and econsul,

The Turkish government announced
its gatisfaction and thanks for the re-
port Lhad presented.through the embas-
sador, giving the result of my inquiry
into the conduet of pasha and consuli,
and sent to H. E. a sultan’s “bherat,” or
edict, placing the bey under the special
protection of the porte and of his im-
perial majesty, and recommending him
to the good offices of the pasha and other
oflicials.

1 forwarded the sultan’s berat ina
letter to the bey, but, alas! 1 could not
send the messages 1 should have wish
to have done to Fatima and the “Dil-
berry’ (heart robber) Ayesha,
