wheat clique to-day. The much vaunted
'•combine* is smashed and bankrupt.
The wheat pit was in a panic for an
hour. The June option dropped from
'.'.' v to 7_^c. the most sensational col-
lapse see* in this market in its history.
The 16,000,06© bushels of grain col-
lected here and held by a mysteri-
ous combination, of which nobody-
knew anything to a cc rtainty.
will now be sold out *-under

the hammer." Maurice Rosenfeld &-
Co., one ofthe most prominent of the
clique brokerage houses, have an-
nounced their suspension. The losses
on the decline by this concern will
probably amount to £100,000. Irwin,
Greene &. Co., another of the clique's
houses, announce . their complete sta-
bility, and have promptly put up all the
margins called of them. About C. J.
Kershaw & Co. there has been no an-
lioun. enient, and there is the faint hope
that they may pull through, but they
are behind in their margins. The

will entail more losses. The first inti-
mation of trouble in the wheat deal ap-
peared day before yesterday, when the-
July peg at Bo^e was broken through.
That let..lnly down so far that a mar-
ginal price for June which was kept aty_c, was- inevitable. Joe Wiltshire* of
Cincinnati, was here Saturday. Sunday
and yesterday. Repeated interviews
have been held between the Cincinat-
ians and their Chicago brokers.
At one interview at the
Richelieu last night.

last tbe report that this deal was backed
by the- Standard oil crowd, by H. M.
Flaggler*and even had the backing of
Rockafelle**; began to be believed. The
claim that it-was really Harper, of the '\u25a0\u25a0
Fidelity Bank of Cincinnati, is now sup-
posed tobe true. A description of the
scene at the height of the panic would
mean a- great deal to a professional
trader,., but very little to an out-
sider. - The excitement began at
the very opening of tbe board
with the. break in July. For
awhile the-clique houses waved off in-
quirers and pretended thatthe break in
July was part of their programme. "If
the crowd wants to sell this wheat
down," said Rosenfeld* '-the cliqne will
simply take it at a lower range of
prices-** Rosenfeld & Co. actually stood
in the pit and bid '..Scents for June, with
July at 80 cents, but this show of cour-
age was all to no purpose. One after
another the alarming symptoms grew,
jt was delared, among other things,
"that there was a run" on the
Fidelity bank of Cincinnati. July kept
getting weak, until finally Rosenfeld
gave up even the attempt to bolster
June. Itdropped to 82 cents, and then
the margin calls began to pour in. Tills
seemed to decide the whole matter.

His checks were thrown out at the-

Chicago National alvout 10 o'clock. The
failure was announced on the board at
about noon.. Jul}*fell to 74 cents and
June to 72fj£. Instead of. a hubbub
following the announcement there was
an unusual quiet. The market was
stunned-- There was probably not a
firm on. the floor that did not
know that the announcement meant
a loss- to it. Rosenfeld & Co,
were only one of several houses that
were identified with the clique. Inquiry
made itplain at once that Irwin, Greene
& Co. were sound. That will probably
save the trade millions ofmoney. As to
Kershaw «!fc Co.'s standing there- was
uncertainty. There is just now a pres-
sure upon, them, but at 10 o'clock Mr.
Kershaw said: "To the best of my
knowledge lam. solvent" Rosenfeld's
liabilities -re- unknown. He had on his
books,- it was said at his office,, about
5,000,000- bushels- of July wheat, on
which there is a profit to the sellers now
varying from 5 to 15 cents. Tbe lia-
bilities would amount to 81,500.000
if there were no margins up,
but the impression is that the firm has
up about $1,000,000 in margins. Frank
Johnson, ofthis firm, said that the re-
ceipts of wheat were such that the

MONEY SIMPLY GAVE OUT.

The margins ofthe clique made prom-
ises which they could not fill. At 2 p.
m. a clerk Kershaw & Co.'s office
said: "We expect to go through all
right. Whether we can or not will be
decided in an hour." Kershaw's boy ;
was in the delivery at 1:30 p. m. and
took some wheat. The other delivery
boys, however, refused in a good many
instances. In the afternoon board there
was for a while a renewal of the most
exciting scenes ofthe day. When the
secretary made his way to the gallery
with his gavel it was known at once ,

that failures were to be announced.
Following his rapping Secretary Stone
announced the failure of Hamill &
Brine and E. W. Bailey «fc Co. The an-
nouncement of the firstfailure produced
a decided sensation, as Hamill. _& Brine
has been a house stanch and in good
repute. George C. Brine is one of the
most talented men on the board and a
director. His failure was followed by

AT CINCINNATI.

AllKnowledge of the Clique Gen- [
erally Denied.

Cin ctnnati, 0., June- 14.— very
general impression that Cincinnati
furnished a large part of the clique
which has been charged with managing
the Chicago wheat deal turned atten-
tion in this direction to-day when the-:
panic in wheat in Chicago developed.
Very strangely the Cincinnati members
of the clique vanish from all attempts
to locate them. j. W. Wilshire,. who
has been publicly named as one ofthe
mysterious members, flatly declared,
when asked for information as to the
cause of the trouble,, that he knew
nothing about it. Others who were sus-
pected of being in the deal were-equally
reserved. One of the leading
men of the supposed clique
said he didn't believe Cincinnati men
were in it at all : that it was made up of
operators in California and Cleveland.
Whatever the truth may be* there is no
sign of suffering here. A prominent
broker being asked his opinion of the
truth of the charges made by Rosenfeld
&-Co., that the Cincinnati members of
the clique had failed to furnish money
to-day, said itwas- more- likely that the
market was broken in Chieagoby

LYING ABOUT CINCINNATI"BANKS.
55"Why ."'said he*. **there. were- fifty or
more telegrams received on. 'change
to-day saying, 'Wheat wealc owing to
the report of a run on the Fidelity bank/
'Wheat weak on account of rumors of
weakness ofCincinnati banks.' '*' These
dispatches were so abundant -ns- to- indi-
cate that there must have- been- some
concert of action. in. the. matter..
This theory is strengthened by
the report by the- Fidelity to-day,-
from a number of" correspondents
of anonymous printed circulars intended
to- injure- the banks-s tanding.. They
were mailed from, this June 10, 11
and 12 and seem tohave been the origin
of the rumors: circulated to-day;- The-
officers ofthe Fidelity- bank are making
a rigid search for. the author of: this cir-
cular. Instead of anything in the like-
ness of a run, the bank was busy receiv-
ing deposits. The Commercial Gazette
will in its editorial . columns- to-morrow
say: "Yesterday, after the decline, the
city was fullof rumors. Among these
were dispatches that 7 the- Fidelity Na-
tional bank was affected.. We visited
tliat bank and we-, are authorized by its
president, Briggs Swift*to say that the
Fi delity National, bank is in no way di- \u25a0

rectly or indirectly concerned in the so-
called deal and cannot be affected by the
result. There is not in tbe Fidelity
bank a dollar ofsecurity in the shape of
Chicago wheat warehouse receipts for
loans and no loans of. any kind m con-
nection with Chicago transactions that
are not perfectly good.''

AT MILWAUKEE.

It Was a Bad Day Not Only for
Bulls hut Bears Also.

Milwaukee, June Such scenes
of wild excitement as were witnessed
on 'change to-day have never been
known here. When the break came
everybody frantically tried to sell wheat
and nobody wanted tobuy.. In a short
time July wheat had sold off fromEOKe
to 77*^e. while September dropped from
7.)ct075%e. Shortly before noon Hill,
Flutzheim & Co. were compelled to an-
nounce their suspension. They bad
been buying for Kershaw <fc C0. ,: of
Chicago, were disappointed in not re-
ceiving remittances excepted from
Kershaw, and being also pressed,
by other houses to whom they
were- indented yielded to the
pressure. Their suspension dragged
down Hooker, Crittenden <fe* Co. and
Frank Wilson, both of whom* it is un-
derstood, called for $20,000* 0n margins,
failing to get which they were also com-
pelled to give up.. Hill, Flutzheim &
Co. claim the money needed by them
will be forthcoming to-morrow, in which
event Hooker, Crittenden & Co. and
Frank Wilson will also resume. John
Wildok, a broker, announced his ina-
bility to meet margins this afternoon.
It is believed other houses will find
themselves in deep water. To-day
much money has been lost here
in. small amounts that in. the
aggregete represent a large .sum. The
bear element is strongest in the local
board, but that crowd is not feeling
very jubilant, having been whip-sawed
in the deal. The bull crowd had exacted
differences all along the line of ad-
vance, and now that the time has come
to make up differences the other way is
unable to meet them, so that the peculiar
spectacle is presented here ofboth bulls
and bears being singed at the same
time. Frank Wilson received a dispatch
to-night stating that Kerhaw & Co.
would meet their obligations to-morrow.

In New York.
New York, June 14.—Wheat con-

tinued nervous, the extreme decline
being 4% cents on July. June comes
next with a break of 4 cents* and on
later months an irregular decline of 1@
1% cents. The option dealings were
nearly 30,000,000 bushels, the largest
ever recorded. Corn sympathized with
its sister cereal and spots were % and
future %@.%c lower. The failure of
Rosenfeld & Co., of Chicago,
was a surprise and created
considerable comment. ne- wasthe broker for - the mysterious clique,
which has been for weeks covering
wheat, and the story in this city is that
when this clique found they could not
carry their wheat ' any longer they
quietly unloaded on their own broker,
tints forcing him to the wall. It is said
that his losses are about- -3,000,000. ami
that entire loss in Chicago willnot
fall : far from 80,000,000. There have

been no failures here and no serious
trouble is apprehended ' at this end of
the line. .

THE RAILWAY RECORD;

The I_ake Front Litigation.

Springfield* 111.-. June 14.-—Some
time ago the discovery was made that"
the bill passed by the general assembly
in 1860, granting the lake front at Chi-
cago to the Illinois Central* was not
read a second time in the senate.. The-
constitution of 1848, as- the- present one,,
required that every bill be read three
times in each house, and such a defect
in the record might prove a serious ob-
stacle to the-Hlinois Central in the liti-
gation now pending. The discovery* is .
believed by the prosecution to be vital -enough to vitiate the law upon which -
the entire litigation is founded. A cer-
tified copy of the record is to be used
as. evidence by the prosecution, and the
Illinois Central people are now trying
tofind evidence that willmake a differ--
ent showing. In 1860 the origingal
copies of the journals ofthe two houses
were destroyed. The law makes the
copies made by authority of the state
the legal journals* and the originals
made by the clerical officers are gener-
ally used for printers'' copy. The orig-
inal journals made ie 1860 were proba-
bly used for this- purpose, and they are
not now believed tobe in. existence. It
willprobably be very difficult to find
testimony to overcome that already pro-
duced, tliat the- constitution, was not
complied with in passing the -law of
1860, and this will leave a new question
for the court to decide..
