Eighteen or twenty
years ago, when the road was builf,
those who built it had no money to
speak of, and were compelled to c¢on-
struct it just as cheaply as they could,
and the consequence was that the road
was laid over the hills and through the
valleys with just as little grading as
possible. The result bas been that it
was a very rough road, hard to haul
freight over. Some of the erookedness
and bad grading of the road has been
obviated, but it is not in good condition
by a good deal. Businesson it has
largely increased, amd the road during
the last few years, under the manage-
ment of Mr. Rhkawn, James Smith, Jr.,
President Fisher and some others,
has made money and come to be one
of the most important short roads in
the country. Itis also a very indepen-
dent piece of road. When it fixes the
rates the other roads are compelled to
com¢ immediately to the terms named
by the St. Paul & Duluth. Some of the
stockholders and managers, such as
those last named, have been struggling
to have the grades reduced to the mini-
mum and the ecrooked places made
straight, so that, as Mr. Fisher, the
president, has estimated and shown to
the directors, they could haul twice the
number of cars with one engine that
they now haul, and do a greal deal more
business with s

now incurred. Though this has been
demonstrated, obstacles hayve been
thrown in the way of all these improve-
ments, and the men who desire to push
the road forward and cause it to make

mouney have Dbeen prevented by
all sorts of underhand ways.
As a last resort one of the

small stockholders who bought a few
dollars’ worth of stock when it was
worth not more than 10 cents on the dol-
lar, commenced a suit in the United
States court to obtain an injunction
against the road to prevent it from
making the contemplated improve-
ments. His whole stock would not pay
the expenses of the suit for a single
term. ‘That there was some railroad in-
terested in putting the party to the suit
up to the business has always been be-
lieved by those managers of the St. Paul
& Duluth “who have been anxious to
make these needed improvements. It
looks now as though some of the stock-
holders had been enlightened and con-
vinced that in opposing the proposed
improvements they lmd%)ccn standing
in theirown light and that they ought
to be carried forward to completion.

The Baltimore & Ohio.

Cincixyati, 0., June 20.—The Com-
mercial Gazette to-day prints a three
column special from New York pur-
porting to give the inside history of the
Baltimore & Ohio deal with Ives, Stay-
ner & Co, The main point of the his-
tory is that Ives & Stayner made a con-
tract with Garnett by which they were
to get a controlling interest in the Bal-
timore & Ohio for about $18,000,000.

The Commissioners Making In-
quiries at Omaha.

OMAWA, June 20.—Messrs. Pattison
and Littler, members of the Pacifie rail-
road commission, arrived here this
morning from the East.

John L. Blair, of New Jer-
sey, secured the passage by the Sioux
City directors of a resolution providing
for the assumption by the Northwestern
company of all obligations of the Sioux
City comipany, except its oblizations to
the government. On reaching here
to-day the ecommissioners set about
the examination of officers of
the Union Pacific.

Rev. Bisho‘\ John J. Keane, who has the _
matter in charge and has just returned
from Rome with plenary power in the
matter, is an old-time Washington
priest. He was assistant priest at St.
Patrick’s church here, when he was ele-
vated to the bishopric of Richmond. He
knows all the advantages which are af-
forded by the national capital to young
men, and is naturally inclined to favor
the city where some of his dearest
friends reside. The university will cost
£1,000,000 to build and about £200,000 to
furnish with all necessary scientific ap-
paratus. New York is bidding for the
university, as are several other cities,
but it is safe to predict that Bishop
Keane will decide upon Washington as
the best educational center.
