A SHOT AT SCIENCE. -
Prof. Prescott Says the Teach: igs

of Scientists are Changeable
and Unstable.
The worshipers In the camp of the

Seventh Day Adventists at Post Riding
arose at 5:30 'yesterday morning,
much refreshed after the Sabbath ser-
vices. Instead of the usual exercises of
prayer and testimonies Prof. Prescott
addressed the people, taking for his
theme "Godly Wisdom." Following is
a comprehensive abstract of his disser-
tation : .

Solomon was a man of wisdom. Because
Solomon desired more than all else to know
and to do the will cf God he was blessed
with wisdom above all men. There is some-
time in every lifewhere we have a golden
opportunity; when we may chose for our-
selves rich blessings. Such was the oppor-
tunitygiven Solomon when he • chose wis-
dom, and the speech pleased the Lord, - If
such an opportunity were offered to us this
morning what would be our choice? Would
it be a farm. More money? What was the
wisdom which Solomon possessed? What is
the true wisdom? The fear of - the Lord.
That education which is founded in the
fear of the Lord is pleasing to God, and un-
der His blessing may and will result in the
graudest, noblest vemments. We want
an education that will enable us to under-
stand more perfectly the wonderful works of
our Creator. As we look up and all around
us, why is it that they speak lin a language
that we do not understand? We have not
learned the language of these things. God
has endowed us with) faculties, which, if
properly cultivated, will enable us to under-
stand the works of God. Does the Bible
teach science? No. but if not, let us exalt
the Bible and let science accommodate itself,
if necessary. There was a time wheu men
believed that the world rested on a tortoise's
back. That was once science. There.were
many beliefs respecting science in past ages,
and which are now discarded, and I think
the • time will come when those things
which are- now believed in' opposition
to the Bible will vanish. Change-
able and unstable are • the teachings \u25a0of
scientists at the present day. - Itis only when
we have our. minds narrowed down to the
things of this material ! world, without look-
ing into the grand and glorious truths and
revelations of God's word, that we for a mo-
ment allow that the devil is getting the better,
of things in the earth. We want to be able to
grasp the great spiritual truths of the word
of God, to be able to ,look forward to' the
grand and glorious future. The stream never
rises higher .. than the fountain, and if we
want an influence in the world • to lead men
to seek a higher, holier, nobler sphere ' of
action we must educate the mind. I be-
lieve in intellectual' Christians. Christ
can best be. honored by intelligence.'.
Why is itwe have no more power to labor ih
the cause of God? • Because we have neg-
lected to improve the abilities that God has
given us. But ifwe have neglected this in
the past, itis no reason whywe should give
up iv despair. Improve the spare moments. .
Ifyou cannot attend college you can im-

rove the opportunities that are given you.
Do not idle away the precious moments of
life in useless chit chat \u25a0or in reading some-
thing that had better never been printed. A
true education demands all there is of a man,
mental, moral and physical, to make the
most of every God-given faculty. A father
once urged to educate his daughter, replied:
'She can't eat that.' Is there nothing more
to think of than eating? Is there nothing
more noble, more worthyof our considera- .
tion than to satisfy our fleshly appetites?
What is more noble and praiseworthy than to
engage withChristand the angels ofheaven in
liftingup the fallen? Ifweexpect by and by to
see our Savior face to face, and the pure and
holyangels, oughtwe not to educate ourselves
for the society of noble, intelligent beings?
In view of the great fact that all the learning
and wisdom we may obtain in this life is but
a stepping stone, a preparatory, step toward
the grand achievements to be attained in the
Kingdom of Glory, how. essential that we
improve every opportunity to store the mind
with that which is truly elevating. '

VINEYARD LABORERS. '
At 8:30 a. m.' was held a session ofthe

conference for the resuming of work
pertaining to that body. The commit-
tee on credentials and licenses reported,
stating to the conference the names of
such persons as desired to labor in the
field, the ensuiug year, as ministers.
The report was adopted. Elder Farns-
worth addressed some very appropriate -
remarks to the body, and specially for
the consideration of those who antici-
pate entering the work.

Before entering the field of labor a man
should have a special burden for the welfare
of , others.

RUINED TWO LIVES.

A Bankrupt Speculator Attempts
Suicide by Hanging.

Glenview, Pa., June Monday
last Walter Wade, a bold, dashing stock
and provision speculator, came home
from California to fulfil a promise of
marriage with Miss Fanny Eckert, which
was to take place at noon Thursday.
The most elaborate preparations had
been made, and the relatives and friends
of the young lady waited with every,
emotion of pleasure for the happy
event. But " Wade's recent ill-luck in
the" ! speculative field drove him to de-
spair, and, rather _ than face the disap-
pointment which would inevitably fol-
low, he attempted suicide Wednesday
and now . lies hopelessly insane at the
home of his parents, some distance from
this place. Walter is the only son of J.
Weiner Wade, who, soon after his mar-
riage, fell heir toa large fortune. After
the young man had completed his col-
legiate studies and. graduated with
high honors, he decided to take
a trip to California before settling
down, and so informed his parents.
They entreated him to remain at
home, but to no purpose. After a four
years' stay in California he returned
home, a wealthy man and renewed his
engagement to Miss Eckert, who, after
four years waiting, : never doubted his
sincerity, and he again left for the
West. The wedding was set for June
10; but Ins character was too weak to .
resist the social temptations that now
best him. An irresistable fondness for
wine and champagne suppers took pos-
session of him, which was soon followed
by every form of wild-and reckless dis-
sipation. Then luck turned against
him and he began to loose money until
his fortune was nearly swept away; De-
pressed in spirits, the dashing specu-
lator returned home. On Wednesday
afternoon he " remarked to his father
that he desired, to write some
business letters, and for that pur-
pose he retired to his room, giving
instructions that his privacy must not
be intruded- upon. Everything in the
way of preparation for the wedding
next day had reached a point of com-
pleteness, and at 5 p. m. a friend of the
groom called to see him. As the matter
was urgent, his father went upstairs
and called him. He repeated the call,
and receiving no response forced the
door open. To his horror he beheld his
son suspended from a haltar-strap, with
the other end knotted around the. bed-
post, almost dead from strangulation.
He quickly cut the strap and placed the
body on the; bed, and then quietly but
quickly summoned a physician/ The
doctor said that another minute would •

have produced death, and that, while
he might possibly survive, he would be
hopelessly insane. The business letters
which he was supposed to be writing
were to Miss Eckert and his parents.
They told of his dissipation and of his
losses at gambling, and of his complete
ruin. He says inhis letter to the young
lady:

For months Ihad a constant run of ill luck.
The ardor of gambling, unlike every other
passion, is rather increased .than diminished
by loss and disappointment. Without being .
warned, therefore, by ill success, I still went
on until nearly every dollar is gone, together
with the $10,000 that " was placed in my
hands for safekeeping until the day of our
marriage. Following the bent of my evil
genius sum after sum was taken and all alike
buried in that accursed vortex which had
already swallowed up so much for me.

Miss Eckert was completely pros-
trated. For a few hours yesterday she
sat by the bedside of her lover and lis-
tened to his ravings over the stock and
provision markets. Wade is thirty-five
