that the president intends to visit St.
Paul this autumn, anil he may be in-
duced to take the long-promised West-
ern trip even earlier. Mrs. Cleveland
has looked forward to a renewal of old
friendships in the Saintly City, where
she formerly resided, and it is under-
stood that her wishes in this matter
have had a great ileal to do with in-
nucncingthe president in arriving at

his present conclusion. Ever since the
subject was broached at the White
bouse the president's wife has been an
earliest advocate of tlie proposition to
enlarge their circle of acquaintances in
the West, and it is to her efforts princi-
pally that the citizens of St. Paul will
be indebted for the long anticipated
visit of the chief magistrate. From
every quarter have conic assurances of
a royal welcome awaiting the distin-
guished couple, and members ofthe cab-
inet have been urgent in their solicita-
tions that the president should take
such a trip as has been suggested.
It is not definitely known how many of
his cabinet will accompany the presi-
dent, but Secretaries Bayard, Whitney
and Lamar have signified a desire to be
included in the party, and 'will inall
probability go West in the special train
that will be placed at their disposal. A
change of scene and climate has been
recommended by those interested in the
preservation of the health of the presi-
dent, and he to-day made up his mind
definite!} to accept the invitation of ids
Western constituents, and will spend
several weeks among them. This
effectually disposes of all talk as to the
probability of an extra session of con-
gress, for "there is no necessity for such
a proceeding according to the ideas of
the leading men of : the administration.

SERIOUS CONFLAGRATION.

Winona Visited by the I/ar^est
Fire in a Ltong Time.

Special to the Globe.
Winona, June 24. The large saw

millof the Laird-Norton company, situ-
ated on the levee, was entirely destroyed
by lire shortly after 5 o'clock this morn-
ing. When first discovered by the
watchman the fire was beyond control.
the whole . building seeming to be en-
veloped in flames at once. The watch-
man immediately gave the alarm by
blowing tne whistle. The whistles from
-half a dozen other mills, together with
the fire bell, at once spread the alarm
throughout the city, anil in a very short
time the hose companies from the mill
and the fire department were on hand.
and eleven streams were soon playing
on the flames, But itwas useless work
trying to save the mill, and the firemen,
assisted by scores of willing citizens,
turned their attention to saving the ad-
jacent property and keeping the fire
confined to the saw mill. Fortunately
it was a quiet morning with no air stir-
ring, or nothing could have saved the
manufactories and immense lumber
yards on the lower levee. The Leaf
from the burning mill was intense, and
it was with .difficulty that the firemen
could get ! near enough at times to do
effective work. The lumber sheds in- the yards are all covered .with iron, but
they became so, -healed that the smoke
issued Forth,- am! .the paint on the gen-
eral office some 'distance away

But the men worked faithfully,:keeping
the buildingwell drenched, aim numer-
ous bucket brigades watched the yards
and woodpiles, and prevented the fire
from spreading. The saw mill burned
to the ground, and tin* machinery is
almost a total loss. Tlie firemen worked
for about four hours. The total loss is
closely estimated at '$100,003. The in-
surance on the mill and machinery was

Of late they
have been sawing on an average about
175,000 feet of' lumber, 150,000 feet
shingles and 50,000 feet of lath per day,
and have been.having a very..-.".

. rnosPEnous . season-,
with large orders on hand. The mill
was one of the largest on tlie river,
equipped with tlie very latest machin-
ery, it having been thoroughly over-
hauled last winter. ltdbiggest cut was
201.000 feet of luinoer in one day. The
origin of the fire is a mystery. The
firm keep five watchmen, two" in the
planing mill, two in the yards and one
in the sawmill. Tlie '.watchman at the
sawmill states teat twenty minutes be-
fore lie gave tlie alarm he made a trip
through the lower half of - the milland
opened up the doors as usual, but there
was not a trace of anr fire. When he
discovered it the mill was all ablaze in
Hie upper story. The firm, do not be-
lieve that It was the work of an tooen-
diary, as the time of day and circum-
stances generally are opposed to such a
theory. Some attribute it to a hot box
setting fire to the sawdust or chips
around : the ; machinery, but- Mr. Norton
says they have made ft a point always
to have tlie mill swept thoroughly every
night of every Vestige of debris, and
they had been complimented by insur-

ance inspectors for this. The company
will doubtless rebuild at once, although
to-day they could give ', :.'"

200 men out of employment, and this
fact worries the firm more than the loss
of their property, as a new mill can not
be built in time'to do much this season,
and the bulk of the men employed are
dependent upon their, summer's labor
for their support. The Laird-Norton
company Is largely interested in the
Winona Lumber company and the Chip-
pewa Lumber and Boom company at
Chippewa Falls, Wis., and at the big
Hay ward. Wis., saw mill. It is prob-
able that they will meet what orders
that are pressing, from one of these
mills. They now have on hand in their
Winona yard about 20,000.000 feet of
lumber, ' and maintain forty yards
principally oh the lines of the Winona
& St. Peter railway in Minnesota and
Dakota. The business of the firm has
amounted to about £750,000 annually.
They have been in receipt of offers of
financial aid from different sources to-
day, but say they are thankful that such
are not necessary.

AARON GOODRICH'S DEMISE
Judge Aaron Goodrich Passes Away

Alter an Illness of Bat a
,-\u25a0- Few Weeks.

A Han of Brilliant Attainments, He
Wears Many Honors During an

•' :- . Active Life.

Kind Hearted and Honorable He Carries
the Respect of the Community to

:V:;::" His Grave.

The Remains to be Embalmed and
Taken to Goodrich, Mich., for

; Final Interment.

Judge Aaron Goodrich died at his
home, 411 East Tenth street, at 7 o'clock
yesterday evening. He had been con-

fined to his bed with bladder troubles
for three weeks, and during the last few
days has been gradually sinking, Drs.
Murphy and Owens, the attending

physicians, having given. up hope

of his recovery. Judge Goodrich would
have celebrated his eightieth birthday
on July 6, next. Although latterly he
had retired from public life, he will go
down in history as one of the -;foremost-
and prominent pioneers of Minnesota.
Judge Goodrich's residence in St. 1 aill

dates from the spring of 1848, when lie
was appointed by President iaylor the
first chief justice of the supreme
bench of the newly organized
territory.
