DEATH OF JUDGE GOODRICH.
Another old settler has dropped by the

wayside. As the weeks go by one and
another of the pioneers who laid the
foundation of Minnesota's grandeur art*

passing away from us. Scarcely has the
grave closed over one. until it is re-
opened to receive another. This time it
is one of the most distinguished of that
littleband ofearly pioneers whose death
we are called upon to lament. His most
eminent public services . are recorded
in the judicial records of the state, for
Judge Goodrich was the first chief
justice of the supremo court of Minne-
sota and was a member of the first com-
mission to revise and codify the laws
and to.prepare a system of pleadings
and practice in the state courts. During
a subsequent public career in the diplo-
matic service of the nation, Judge
Goodrich maintained that high stand-
ard of ability and probity of character
lor which he was noted in his discharge
of the various public trusts with which
he had been honored at home.

Of all the old settlers there was no
one who had a more extensive acquaint-
ance among the new comers than Judge
Goodrich. A man possessed of the
most, extraordinary genial qualities and
kindliness of speech and manner he at-
tracted people toward him. He had a
good word for everybody and always ex-
tended a helping hand toward those who
needed assistance. He knew every-
body and everybody knew him. He
was nature's nobleman to whom homage
was instinctively paid.

In politics he was one of the most in-
dependent of men'; .He was always
guided by his convictions, and like most
men of his type, usually found himself
indentitied with the minority party. He
was a man of the intensest patriotism
and cared nothing for popularity, so
long as he thought he was doing what
was best for his country. He was in
the highest and purest sense a patriot.
The love of country was to him an ab-
sorbing passion and he lost no occasion,
on the bench or elsewhere, to inspire his
countrymen with a devotion to the gov-
ernment of the fathers, and to look
upon the constitution as a sacred cove-
nant not to be broken.

As a jurist Judge Goodrich was in a
very marked and eminent degree an
original thinker, and was controlled in
his official capacity by general princi-
ples, growing out of the reason and na-
ture of law. He was a devout believer
in the plain and familiar maxims of
common sense, and always brought
them to bear in the discharge of his
public duties. Nothing obscured his 7
moral perceptions. His devotion to the ;
demands of justice was unmeasured,

,and . his vision, when he surveyed the
equities of a case, was unclouded. -.

7 But it was as the courteous and ac-
complished gentleman in the walks of
private -life, the sincere and disinter-
ested friend, the exemplary citizen, that
Judge Goodrich's memory willbe held
in tenderest esteem. His social virtues
shone so brilliaJntly under all circum-
stances that his personal friends will
always recall his memory first and most
tenderly in connection with their dis-
play. 1low often* have we heard him
paint the dawn of civilization in this
region, and delineate the characters of
the pioneers of Minnesota. But the
musical tongue is still, the beaming eye
is closed and a long, useful and in-
structive life is closed forever.

THE PRESIDENT COMING.
We take occasion to renew to Mrs.

Cleveland the assurance of our most
distinguished consideration and respect-
ful admiration. She is as true a woman
of her word as sin; is charming in every
other respect.

DAKOTA LAND OFFICES.
Itseems that a great many of the Da-

kota land offices aro still in the hands
of Republicans. This is most decidedly
not as it should be. There is no other
department of the government in which
this administration has so radically de-
parted from- the policy of' its " prede-
cessors than in the management and
disposal of public lands, It is therefore -
of the greatest consequence that . the
land office officials should be Demo-
crats in entire harmony with the" _policy"
of the administration. We submit that
the Democrats of Dakota have just
cause for indignation over the fact
thai Republican office-holders remain' -in their midst, but it is partly their
own fault. The Democratic party in j
Dakota has unfortunately been a house :

offices has always been a serious
one, almost certain to stir up strife and
contention, therefore the administration
in the interest ofharmony has been slow
to make any changes.

Probably the suggestion
that Gov. Church visit Washington and
aid in the selection of competent Demo-
crats to take the places of Republicans
now holding office is as good a means to
the end as any. Something should be
done torelievo the Republicans of their
offices and salaries, and it should be done
quickly.

POSTOFFICES AND GROWTH.
The statement of the increase and de-

crease of postmasters' salaries in Da-
kota is interesting as indicating the
growth of the great territory. The
salaries are founded upon the receipts
of the offices and, of course, where the
growth has been marked the increase in
postoffice receipts has been notable.
In the larger towns such as Bismarck,
Fargo. Mandan and Pierre, there has
been no increase of salary, though this
does not indicate that there has been no
growth at all since the increase in re-
ceipts must be quite large before the
salary can be affected, particularly
in places where the salaries have already
reached a comfortable figure. In the
smaller towns, however, there has been
an increase almost without exception.
This is an indication of a most satis-
factory condition of affairs. It shows
that it the country tributary to the small
towns large -numbers of people have
settled, people who willrapidly develop
the territory and whose presence is, of
course, of the greatest value to it. . They
are the most desirable kind of mi-
grants, since they at once become pro-
ducers and add to the natural wealth of
what will some day*booneof the richest
states in the Union. So long as the:
back country is rapidly filling up, Da-
kota need not mind the .slower. growth
ofthe larger towns, for the prosperity
of one means, eventually, the well
being of the other. . \u0084,
