Yesterday's meeting of the city coun-
cil was chuaracterized by little speech
making and a rapid disposition of a
great lot of resolutions and motions.
Taking up the unfinished business of
the last session, the second reading of
ordinances began the day’s proceedings.
The ordinance granting Howell W.
Young, E. A. Hendrickson and others
the right to build and operate a pneu-
matic tube line within the city limits on
the East side, was passed, after being
amended so as to provide for non-
interference with underground conduits.
Ald. Downs’ resolution to instruct the
city officers to execute a contract for
1,000 lights with the Wheeler Refieetor
company as awarded, aroused the alder-
man from the Seventh to vizorous aetion.
Mr. Gibson hoped the resolution would
fail. He considered 1,000 lights too
many to buy of an unknown company.
Downs defended his resolution, elaim-
ing that until something is done the city
is at the mercy of the Gas company.
Mills asked that action be deferred, and
on his motion the consideration of the
resolution was postponed tiil the next
meeting. A resolution adding $40 per
month for horse hire to the salary of
Ferdinand de Haven, special officer to
collect testimony for the city in defect-
ive sidewalk damage suits, was referred
to the committee on salaries, one alder-
man saying that the work could not be
done riding about in a carriage. The
committee on workhouse was authorized
to employ necessary help in building the
new workhouse. On motion of Ald.
Cooley the city engineer was instrueted
to prepare plans for a bridge and ap-
Enrn:u-h across the Mimmeapolis & St.

ouis and St. Paunl, Minneapolis &
Manitoba tracks at Washington ave-
nue. A special committee was

created, consisting of the committee on
health and hospitals, the commission-
ers of the poor, the health officer and
city physician, to inquire into the ad-
visability of estabhshing a city hospital.
The council chamber will be tendered
the American Waterworks association
for use during their convention in July.
On motion of Ald. Gilman the ecouncil
elected the fifth assistant building in-
spector, the first ballot resulting in the
choice of Paul Neiss.

The committee on fire department re-
ported they had purchased a plat of |
land on Fourth street north, adjoining |
the L. M. Stewart property. fifty feet
street front and 140 feet front on alley. |

The committee re-
ported the sale of the city bonds, as
already announeced in the papers. The |
orices ruled rather lower than hereto- i
iure, not because of any falling off in
the credit of the city, but on account of |
shortage in money markets. Ald. |
Noernburg introduced an ordinace reg- |
ulating the sale of intoxieating liquors, |
and the granting of liquor licenses. 1t
conforms® to the requirementsof the
state law and maintains the present
hours of opening and closing saloons.

C. M. Wells, J. N. Williams, J. G.
McFarlane, A. P. Chisney and A.J.
Johnson were made commissioners to
adjust values in several street exten-
sions. A large amount of routine work
was accomplished, and the council ad-
journed before 5 o’clock, having cleared
the clerk’s desk.

THE STREET CARS.

Conductors and Long Rides
Wanted By the Council.

Quite a spirited discussion was in-
dulged in by members of the council
before the final passage of the ordinance
compelling the street railway company
to place conductors on each car, in ad-
dition to the driver, and to give transfer
tickets from one line to another. Early
in the session the bill came up on its
second reading, and on motion of Ald.
Cooley was referred back to the com-
mittee on ordinances, because, accord-
ing to the alderman, its provisions con-
fliect with the contraet now existing be-
tween the city and the company. Later
in the session Ald. Mills, who was not
present when the above action was
taken, moved to reconsider the vote by
which the ordinance was referred, and
his motion prevailing he asked that the
bill be put on its passage, supporting
the measure in an argument which was
further strengthened by Ald. I’Herault.
Cooley opposed, giving the reason
stated above. Almost all the members
in opposition explained their votes, Bar-
rows and Lawrence urging a reference,
and not voting till after the vote had
been called. The vote resulted yeas 20,
nays 10, as follows:

Yeas—Dwyer, Erwin, Gleason, Hanscom,
C. Johnson, J. L. Johnson, L'Heranlt, Me-
Ardle, Mills, Muldoon, Norenburg. Oswald,
Phillips, Reeves, Stoft, Sivenson, Tingley,
Vogt, Merrick, Cloutier.

Nays—Barrows,Clark, Clough, Cole, Cooley,
Downs, Lawrence. Morse, Nichols, Stone-
man, Clark and Cole changing from yea to
nay bhefore the vote was announced.

Ald. Cooley was not yet willing to
give in to the majority and raised a
point of order to the effect that no op-
portunity for amending the measure
had been given at the second reading of
the bill, The chair stated that ample
opportunity had been given and over-
ruled the point.  Mills then sealed the
action of the council by moving a re-
consideration, which motion was laid on
the table.

Police Commissioners’ Salaries.

A little breeze was raised by Ald.
Gleason, who moved that the salary of
the police commission be fixed at $750
per annum. Lawrence, of the Eizhth
moved to amend by making it $1,000.
In defending the original motion a
member claimed that the commissioners
did not do as much work as the couneil-
men and should have mno more pay, to
which Johnson replicd that because
aldermen were only half paid was no
reason for not recognizing the work of
the eommission. L’Herault indulged
in a mild roast of the commission, say-
ing it neglected its duties and-that the
department was not up to its old-time
standard under Mayor Ames. John-
son's amendment was lost and the reso-
lution was adopted.

City Labor Again.

Ald. Dwyer sent in another resolu-
tion on the city laber question yester-
day, and had it referred to a special
cominitiee of one alderman from each
ward. The resolution requires that all
work done by the eity, where manual
iabor is employed, shall be done by
day’s work, and not by contract or by
the hour. The provisions of the resolu-
tion apply to all manual labor to be em-
ployed in ward work, and wherever
men are not employed on stated monthly
salaries, or on contracts now in foree.
Ald. Dwyer is evidently determined
to bave an expression of the council on
the labor question.
