AX IMPORTANT DECISION. 'j.-i
Judge Mitchell Decides Against

the St. Paul & Northern Pacitic
Koad. ; « ..^y

IlJudge Mitchell, ofthe supreme court,

handed down a very important decision
yesterday in the appeal of the St. Paul
& Northern Pacific road from the order
of the Ramsey, county district court.

•The St. Paul & Northern Pacific made
an application to the district court for
the appointment "ofcommissioners to as-
sess damages to be awarded to the Mani-
toba road fora crossing, which the former
couipany proposed to run across the hit-

-. ter's tracks, 200 feet 'south of East Sev-
enth street. The counsel of the St. Paul
& Northern Tactile labored under the de-
lusion, based upon the. constructions of
the- New York law. some provisions of

: wliichfound their way in the Minne-
| sota law, that the . petitioner had an ab-

solute right to lay- a crossing over the
Manitoba tracks, as it was in its line of
way, and that the only thing to
secure the crossing was to get commis-
sioners appointed, have the damages as-

. sessed, pay the Manitoba the compensa-
tion awarded and go . ahead. The su-
preme court, sustaining the lower court,
decides that the petitioner had no such
absolute right, but that the question of
public necessity and benefit would de-
termine whether the crossing should be

igranted. The decision is a very ex-
haustive one, reviewing the questions of- eminent domain and equity among cor-
porations and individuals and the power
of the court?, to decide, the requirements
of pubtic -interest, concluding with a
construction of the New York and Mm
nesota laws. . In the opinion of the court
the New York law does not give the ap-
pellant the absolute- right claimed in the
case of the. proposed crossing of the
Manitoba. Says the court, in effect: "If
the . petitioner had : the absolute right
claimed, it might lay its tracks along or
over any street of any city as it might
see fit to elect, without ever considering
the interests ofHie public." Following
is the syllabus, as well as those of two
other cases 'decided yesterday:

taken alarm and skulked away long be-
fore the sharpest hunter has seen him.
The best hunters and guides pronounce
the black bear the most difficult"animal
to approach within gunshot. Mr. J. A.
French keeps a hotel at Andover, Me.,
which is well known to visitors of the
Androscoggin lakes by the shortest
route. Mr..French is a noted fox-hun-
ter, nis score last winter was twenty-six, chiefly killed with the gun. He Is a
keen shot with the rifle, as is also hisson Tom, 19 years of age. •

below French's hotel, in Andover, found
that an old bear had killed a couple of
lambs from his flock of sheep. Mr.
French advised the careful housing of
the balance of the flock, but requested
that the dead lambs be ; suffered to re-
