Judges Bailey and Mahoney Will
Hold the Fort.

The quo warranto double case of the
municipal judgeship "and special judge-
ship of Minneapolis was decided by
Judge Vauderbergh, of the supreme
court, yesterday against the petitioners,
Arthur M. Jordan and Robert L. Pen-
ney. In the spring election this year,.
Mr. Jordan was elected municipal judge
and Mr. Penney special judge, iuey
were the candidates of the Democratic
party upon the reccommendation of the
Algonquin club. The Republicans put
up no candidates, being advised by the
city attorney that the election was un-
authorized. " Messrs 'Jordan and Pen-
ney, each received a majority of the
total votes cast for all offices. The in-
cumbents. Judge Bailey and special
Judge Mahoney, claimed to hold
over under the special act
passed "by the legislature of
1855, extending " their ternis of
office to six years. In 1883 when they
were elected, the term of office was
made four years, and the act of 1885 is
construed by the court as intending to
keep them in office until 1889, although
it did not say so in such terms. Messrs.
Jordan and" Penney then applied for a
"writ of quo warranto against Messrs.
Bailey and Mahoney, respectively.
CAccording to the decision ofthe court,
Article 6 of.the state constitution, since
it makes the municipal court inferiorto
the supreme court, makes the office
elective, and limiting its term to seven
v.Mrs. yet gives the legislature power to
define Its duties, fix its compensation,
and determine ujxm the length of its
term to not exceed the limit, leaves the
legislature in full control of the
office. It may abolish, as well
as.: create it. lt may change
the term, alter the date of election, etc.
The legislature has this power except
—I .1... \u0084..,. *;f.,,,™, nlnorli. limifc tli-_
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exercise of this right where itexpressly
declares that certain officers shall not
hold beyond a certain time. The peti-
tioners insisted that the special act of
1885, postponing the time of election and
making the term of office six years in-
stead of four was invalid. Petitioners do
not question the purpose of the legis-
lature, says the court, by its amend-
ment, to

ABROGATE TIIE TROVISIOX
for an election in 1887, and to postpone
the time for holding the same, nor do
they dispute the power ofthe legislature
to so change the time of the election,
that is to say, the contention is that the
office being required to be elective, the
legislature can not lengthen an existing
unexpired term either directly or in-
directly, and it must be presumed that
the amendment postponing the
election would not have, been
massed if the legislature
*dunderstood that ithad no const' tu-
•>nal power to continue the incumbents
office during the interval. But unless

courts shall undertake to limitand
ge the constitutional control of the

siature as respects the right to fix
1 alter the term ofoffice, it must be

weeded that it has the power topro-
de in express tei ms that there should

no election until ISB9 without further
-.revision. Such an expression of the
legislature could not be ignored by the
courts, nor would such an act be uncon-
stitutional. But precisely the same re-
sult would followif the act was in a
form, expressly declaring that no elec-
tion shall be held until 188".). There
would have been no vacancy unless the
legislature declared that there was a
v-"ney, and the present incumbents

id be in the same position as in the
sentcase, and iffor any cause the

.pondents were not entitled to con-
mue in" office, the petitioners, who could

not have been lawfully elected in the
spring of 18S7, in the absence of any
authority for holding an election, would
have no special interest entitling them
to a writ ofquo warranto, and the in-
quiry could only be instituted on the
direct application of the attorney gen-
eral. In short, the constitution gives
the legislature the right to control the
office; the term of office was extended;
there was no authority tor the last spring
election, and if the present incumbents
were really not entitled to hold over.the
petitioners have no right to succeed
them in the absence of anyauthority for
the election.

Syllabus— The offices of judge and special
judge of the municipal court of the city of
Minneapolis are placed by law upon the
same footing as respects tbe matter of their
election .terms of office, duties and compens:,-
tion. The legislature may make reasonable
Changes by amendments to existing laws, in
respect to"the time for holding the election
of such officers, and in such case incumbents
previously elected for an existing term, and
until successors' arc- elected and qualified,
may hold over during the interval. Suchchange will not be deemed unreasonable, nor
the act making it unconstitutional, unless so
great as to raise the presumption of a design
substantially to deprive -ibe office of its
elective character. Koring vs. Benedict, 15
Minn. 199, followed, special laws, 18S5, eh.
74,*sec. 3, held constitutional. Application
must be denied. . .

contract between the parties a writingsigned
by plaintiff' which differed in its terms from
the contract alleged in the . complaint. The
plaintiff in reply admitted signing this writ-
ing, but alleged that it was not -the actual
agreement* between the parties: that it was
drawn up by the defendant who inducedplaintiff—who could not read— to sign it by
false and fraudulent representations that it
was such a* contract as they had agreed on,
and such as alleged in the complaint. Held
that this reply was not a departure from thecomplaint, but supported itby avoiding the
new matter set up in the. answer. Order

WHERE WILL IT GO?

The Location of the Soldiers'
Home Far From Being Settled.

. The fight over the location of the sol-
diers' home has really narrowed down
to Minneapolis and Alexandria, al-
though Austin still claims :*to be in the
race. A vast amount of' lobbying ;was
done between the Wednesday evening
adjournment and the meeting yesterday
morning. Austin and Alexandria*- both
had a number of live workers on hand
and, of course, Minneapolis' interests
were properly cared for. - Besides all
these, Redwood Falls, Litchfield, Lake
City and Red Wing had representatives
on hand industriously grooming and en-
deavoring to enter them as dark horses.
The lobbying had only the effect to
keep the members in line for their own
localities, and it is hard to see just how
a site is to be selected if the. commis-
sioners continue to hold out with the
bull-dog pertinacity which characterized
their balloting yesterday. *." But one
argument on the comparative advan-
tages of the different localities was
made and that was squelched by one of
the members remarking, "We have a
right to our own opinions on this and
can honestly differwith you."

From present indications Minneapolis
stands a slim show of getting it, as, it is
believed, the members from - outside
Minneapolis and St. Paul will combine
against her and in favor of some cen-
tral location outside the Twin Cities.
The only thing that has prevented such
a combine before this is the fact that
both the north and south want the
home, and they cannot give up the idea
of getting it. When the commission
met yesterday morning it

around among the country lobbyists

that the thing had been "fixed";" but
it proved to be a false report.
A lengthy discussion was held
over the question, whether, in
case the place chosen did not fulfill
the terms of its proposition made the
board, the commission would have the
power to change the location. An ad-
journment was taken until 11:30 to get
the opinion of the attorney general,
which was that the board had the pow-
er to pass a resolution giving the city
selected a certain time in which to
make good its offers, and reserving the
power to make a change in case these
conditions were not fulfilled. The
board then passed a resolution giving
the place selected sixty days in which
to fulfillthe offer made. Two ballots
were then taken, each resulting as fol-
lows: Minneapolis 3,Alexandria 2,Aus-
tin 2. The commission then adjourned
until 1:30 p. m.,when fourteen more bal-
lots were taken, making in all seventy-
three.

The afternoon ballots resulted as
usual until the sixty-eighth, when one
of Austin's votes went to Litchfield for
five ballots, and on the seventy-third to
Lake City. Allhope of a choice being
eS^.iatthi. session was given up,
and aft* transacting some other bus-
iness before it the board adjourned un:
til July 11, at 2 o'clock p. m.

last evening, with all the members pres-
ent except Inspector Dobner. But little
unfinished business remained to be
transacted.

The committee on
schools was not ready to report on the
matter of salaries. When the bills came
up tobe audited there was one of ?200
for the rent of the opera house on the
night of the, commencement exercises.
Inspector Williams said he had been
told that tickets had been sold at the
box office at 51 apiece, while those
holding tickets were told that there were
no more reserved seats. He, had also
heard of another gentleman having
eight reserved seat tickets which he
offered to sell at $1 a piece. He there-
fore moved that the matter lie over and
Mr. Scott given a chance to explain be-
fore the bill was paid. Inspector
Postlethwaitc moved that the matter be
referred to a committee to investigate,
and if satisfactorily explained, that the
bill be paid at the next meeting.

Before
adjourning. President Schiffmann rose
and stated that, as it was customary for
the presiding officer, before laying down
the gavel, to make a few remarks,
he would take this opportunity
to thank the • members for the
courtesies extended him.

GAGGED AND ROBBED.
A River Man Held Up by Strang-

ers Yesterday. \
William Marshall, ofSt. Louis, second

mate on the steamer War Eagle, came
up from Red Wing, where the boat was
stopped by the low water yesterday, iii
company with one of the cooks for a lit-
tle "time." AtNagle's concert saloon,
on East Seventh street,- they met two
strangers, and, ' after taking several
drinks, visited a house of ill-repute, and
went out on West Seventh street, near
the Sioux City bridge, for a swim in the
river. Marshall was sitting on the bank
undressing when -attacked by his com-
rade, the boat cook, from behind, and
ordered to give up his money. He was
thin gagged, and held down by two of
the men at the point of a revolver, while
the third tore off air his clothes,
and went through his pockets, taking
his pocketbook, in which he had $21,.
and his pocket . knife and match safe.
They left him stark naked on the river
bank and made their escape. Marshall
complained to the police, and while he
was describing his assailants to Officer
Sexton the twostrangers passed on the
other side of the street. They were
placed under arrest by Officers Sex-
ton and Calvin, and at the central
station gave the names Thomas Fitz-
patrick and Pat Conway. In Fitzpat-*
rick's pockets were found Marshall's
knife and match safe, but only a small
amount or money. Fitzpatrick also had
a half-used phial ot chloroform in his
pocket labeled "0. Sehulten, druggist,
St. Cloud.*' The third of the bold trio,
who accompanied Marshall to the city,
is still at large.

The cook who accompanied Marshall
was arrested in a resort on Cedar street
an hour later by Officer Sexton. He
gave the name Walter Woleott, and had
a part of the money on his person.

HAMM'S INSURANCE.

It Will About Equal the Loss at
, Wednesday's Fire.

The insurance on the buildings and
contents of llamm's brewery, damaged
by lire yesterday afternoon, aggregates
8*5,800, and it is now thought that the
loss will more than equal that amount.
The 20,000 bushels of malt stored in the
malt house was greatly damaged by
smoke and water, and is. almost a total
loss. The insurance was placed by the
following agencies:
