Cricaéo, June 30.—The sympathetic
chord between New York and Chicago vi-
brated in unison this morning when stocks
opened weak there, and wheat opened weak
here. Before 10 o'clock most of the sales of
July wheat were made at 695c. Hutchinson
was a seller and there were some large deals
by actual or intending scalpers. . There was
considerable aectivity in the provision pit.
July corn sold at 3€ige, July cats 253c,
July lard $6.35, and July short ribs at §7.30,
just 10¢ under yesterday's closing. To-mor-
row night the board will adjourn until Tues-
day morning. The clearing house will be
open a short time Saturday morning. Re-
ceipts of wheat to-day were 11.427 bushels
and shipments 806,121 bushels. The re-
ceipts of corn were 126,384 bushels, and
shipments 236.600 bushels. Thevote to ad-
journ from Friday night to Tuesday morning
wasalmost unanimous. The pits were almost
featureless for the last two hours, the market
being slightly a changing one. July wheat
did not make a 1gc turn either way. The re-
ceipts by car lots were; Spring wheat, 3
ears; corn, 232 ecars; oats, ¥le. Corn was
rather weak to-day on the rain, present and
prospective. The situation in wheat is un-

TRADE WAS LIGHT.

The possible developments of to-morrow’s
dealings are variously discussed. The im-
pression is that George C. Walker & Co., Ar-
mour & Co., Field, Lindley & Co., N. B.
Ream & Co., Allerton and Hutchinson will
be pretty Lheavy earriers of wheat to-morrow,
and that smaller houses will earry lesser
quantities. Money in wheat just nowisa
good way to employ idle capital. If a firm
has a $50,000 bank acecount they can ecarry
75,000 or 20,000 bushels of wheat,which can
be converted back into money any minute,
No special widening of differences between
the several options is anticipated, as the stuff
is pretty well placed. Now the hot wheat
scare no longer scares. There is not much
danger of wheat gettmg out of condition as
long as the elevators can handle it, and there
is no pressure for room at present. At 1
o'clock July wheat closed at 69%e; July
corn, 36ige; July oats, 257%e¢; July lard,
$6.50; July short ribs, $7.40.

THE ROUTINE REPORT.

CHicAGo, June 30.—The light receipts of
spring wheat—but one car—and the with-
drawal of 285,000 bushels of spring wheat
from store, gave wheat a firmer tone at the
opening. July started at 693kc, and in a few
minutes sold to 697ge. Values changed but
little during the early part of the session.
Speculation was very much depressed. Now
and then trades were made, but in a perfune-
tory sort of a way, and of this kind there
were not sufficient to move the indicator on
the dial any appreciable distanze from 69%ec.
During the last two hours of the morning
session there were many more men hanging
around in cool places than there were in the
pit. No news whatever came from outside
markets, nor was developed locally. There
are natural eauses why the market was slug-
gish to-day. To-morrow is settlement day,
and much more interest will attach to that
cvent than to prices. It will be a short ses-
gion anyway, and will be followed by a three
days’ adjournment, which of itself
is  sufficient for not opening up
any new deals. July closed at 69%@
69%ce. Corn was moderately active
though at times was rather quiet. The feel-
ing was easier influenced, mainly by the re-
ports of rains throughout the Northwest,
and values averaged about 14c¢ lower than
esterday.
