The Government Funds Used to Carry
on the ““Grand Old Party’s” Cam-
paign in 1880.

A Crank Who Desires to do Violence
to President Cleveland Under
Arrest.

The Fidelity Swindlers---A Grand Jury’s
Scathing Report--General Crim-
inal News.

WASHINGTON, July 2—The commis-
sioner of patents to-day, with the ap-
proval of the secretary of the interior,
furnished for publication a statement
upon the subject of the deficiency in the
accounts of the lateLevyBacon,financial
clerk of the patent office. It appears
from this statement that no searching
investigation of Mr. Bacon’s accounts
has yet been made. A committee was
appointed, however, to ascertain in a
general way what seemed to be the con-
dition of his acccunts. The report of
this committee shows that there is an
apparent shortage of about 33,000,
about £4,500 of which wasin the at-

torneys’ deposit fumd, leaving an
apparent deficit of about §28,500
in his account with the

government, against which were found
due bills from employes and others,
dishonored drafts and checks and mis-
cellaneous memoranda of indebtedness,
aggregating about $17,000, which leaves
wholly unaceounted for of the govern-
ment funds about $11.500. Of the items
of indebtedness mentioned all, except
robably $1.500, are thought to be col-
ectable. Mr.  Bacon’s bond was for
€10,000, and this amount, deducted from
THE PROBABLE DEFICIENCY, _
will leave a loss of from #2200 to $300 to
be borne by the government. The
statement says there is some evidence
iirthe office to indicate that Mr. Bacon
may havé been compelled to carry a
considerable sum of money that was im-
properly appropriatcd to political pur-
poses in 1880. 'There was found in his
safe the following memorandum in the
handwriting of Mr. Bacon:

Amount paid by interior department to
congressional committee for the campaign
of 1820, $16,048.80: by patent office, $4,-
360; balance, $11,686.80.

In the register of the interior depart-
ment for the year 1880, in which this
memorandum was found, there are -en-
¥red up in ink assessments against a
large number of employes in the patent
office, aggregating §4,350, corresponding
with the sum deducted from the $16,-
048.801h the memorandum, It will be
noticed that the $11,686.80, the balance
paid by the interior department, after
deduciing what appeared to have been
recovered by assessments upon the

atent office, corresponds within a few
Rollars with the amount unaccounted
for in Mr. Bacon’s accounts as above
stated.
