A LIVELY COUNCIL MEETING.

The Aldermen Differ on the Ques-
tion of Bridge Building.

There were only seven aldermen in
their seats last night at the meeting of
the city council when Vice President
Dowlan rapped for order. Ald. O'Con-
nor moved to adjourn, and Ald. Petsch
asked for a recess of fifteen minutes to
await the arrival of enough members to
fill the quorum. When the fifteen
minutes were up Ald. Dowlan, Long,
Ryan, Cullen, Conley, O’Connor,Kenny,
Hamm, Petsch, Minea and Bryant were
present. The routine business was
quickly concluded and Clerk Prender-
gass took up the report of the commit-
tee on streets, submitting the bids for
the construction of the up-town bridge
without recommendation. The bid of
the Keystone Bridge company was
$310,324, and of the Morse Bridge com-
pany about $18.000 less, and the commit-
tee, at their meeting yesterday after-
noon, were equally divided on these two
bids. City Engineer Rundlett submit-
ted a statement showing that the bid of
the Morse company was entirely in ac-
cordance with the plans and their speci-
fications were entirely satisfactory. Ald.
Cullen, of the committee, at once moved
the adoption of the report of the engi-
neer and the award of the contract to
thre Morse company. Ald. Long immedi-
ately

MOVED A SUBSTITUTE
that the bids of the Keysone company
be accepted.

Ald. Cullen—These bids have been
substituted and thoroughly eanvassed
by Engineer Rundlett, and the bid of
the Morse Bridge company has been
found to be at least 318,000 lower than
the next lowest bid. The engineer says
that in all respects their bid eonforms
to the speeification and recommends that
the contract be awarded. It seems
to me to be a duty we dwe to the tax-
payers to comply with Mr. Rundlutt’s
recommendation. 1 myself have full
confidence in him, and all his work for
the city has been executed with skill
and ability. His Robert street bridge is
pointed out as one of the best bridgesin
the United States.”

Vice President Dowlan ecalled Ald.
Minea to the chair and came down on
the floor to debate the question. He
didn’t see how the council could afford
to give $18,000 of the people’s money
away without good cause, and he had

not heard any reason why the
contract should not be awarded
to the lowest bidder. At the
request of Ald. Long, Engineer

Rundlett explained that he had con-
sulted the question carefully with an-
other engineer and had come to the
conclusion that the plan of the Morse
Bridge compaay would come up to the
requirements, and he did net think the
other bridge was enough better to war-
rant the additional 15,000 in the bid.

Ald. Petsch—The committee has had
an expert engineer working at this
matter for five days, and he claims that
the bids of the Kevstone Bridge com-
pany are the most perfect. I think we
will get a better bridge for the money
from the Keystone company.

Ald. Hamm—1I am satisned that the
differences in price is more than bal-
anced by the difference in the bridge.
‘We have had opinions on the merits of
the bridges outside of the city engi-
neer’s, and, aithough I don’t like to
trouble the council with the name of
the gentleman who made the examina-
tion, if it is necessary they can have it.

Ald. Minea—I1 would like fo know
who that engineer was. We can pick
up an engineer almost anywhere that
-will make an agreeable report.

Ald. Tamm—We are not in a position
to state the name of the engineer.

Ald. Minea—According to Ald. Hamm
the city engineer is not competent.

Ald. Hamm—1 don’t wish to reflect
upon the city engineer. but some of the
members of the committee thought they
would like to have outside consultation.

Ald. Cullen—I1t seems, then, to be
purely a matter between the report of
the city engineer and this unknown ex-

ert.

Ald. Dowlan—You are a member of
the committee, don’t you know the ex-
‘pert’s name?

Ald. Cullen—No, sir, I don’t. We
have a man as city engineer in whom
.we have full confidence. 1t seems tome
we should stand by our own engineer.

Ald. Petsch then called for the ques-
tion on awarding to the Keystone com-
Ppany, and the vote stood:

Ayes—Ald. Conley, O'Conor, Petsch,
‘Hamm, Long.

Nays—-Ald. Cullen, Ryan,
Xain, Bryvant, Minea, Dowian.

Ald. Culien moved to 1ecommit to the
committee, and Ald. Hamm walked over
to Ald. Kenny's desk,"whispered a few
words with the latter, and Kenny
moved a substitute toreconsider the last
vote. The reconsideration was carried,
8 to 4, and in the final vote awarding the
_contract to the Keystone Bridge com-
‘pany Kenny and Kain went over to the
“ayes, and the motion carried 7 to 5.

Assistant
County Attorney Munn will have charge
of the prosecution.

TO EDUCATE MIDWIVES.

Dr. Millard Thinks a School Should
be Established for this Purpose.
The first meeting of the new state

board of medical examiners was held in

the caucus room at the capitol yester-
day and it continued throughout the
day. Dr. French, of Minneapolis, was
chosen chairman, and Dr. €. H. Board-
man, of this city, seeretary and treas-
urer. Dr. Millard, of Stillwater, secre-
tary of the last board, submitted a re-
port showing the number of licensed
physicians in the state as follows:’

Number of exemption eertificates issued,

117; number of licentiages, 32; number

licensed that had diplomas from recognized

schools, 1,352: total number licensed, 1,501 ;
number licentiates wunder the retroactive
clause, 25; number licensed not under the
retroac tive clause, 4: number refused after
examination that did not eome under the re-
troactive clause. 70: number of Schools rec-
ognized, 109: number of schools rejected.

163 estimated number of non-
graduates now in ))mu-nv(j under  ex-
emption  clause, 50; estimated num-

ber now in practice that are graduates of
recoguized schoels but not licensed under
this act. 10: number in practice in state
. estimated, 1,150; in practice July,
L, 1.050. Of this number, 350 were nox-
graduates. Of the 1.501 licensed physiciens,
1,26G% are regulars, ‘169 homeopathic and 64
ecleetics, etc. Licenses refused for unpro-
fessional and dishonorable conduet, 5; li-
censes revoked for like cause, 7; number li-
cened that live in adjoining states, but whose
field of practice extends into Minnesota, 58.

The board listened to some counsel for
Dr. Millard. He had found it expedient
in each county to have some reliable
medical man look after the interests of
the profession. The board should be
satisfied with the minimum reguire-
ment instead of dealing with catch
questions, as it was not supposed to be
doing the work of a school of medicine.
He advised the board to beware of the
reeanglements of medical schools. 1t
1s responsible only to the governor and
commissioned in the interest of the
public. Under the new law he be-
lieved only about fifty physicians would
come into the state this year instead of
200 as last year. As regards midwifery,
Dr. Millard thought a sehool of mid-
wifery should be established, as a large
per eent. of the population of this state
are foreigners and live on the prairies,
distant from any physieian, and a good,
rehiable midwife might be found more
convenient.

The board adopted a resolution rec-
ommending that each medical college
in the state would adopt

A SPECIAL COURSE

for midwives, consisting of two terms of
six months each, with instructions in
obstetrics, physiology, materia medica
and anatomy. In the same resolution
the board decided to adopt a special
examination for midwives. The board
decided also that 100 should be the
standard in all examinations of appli-
cants, but that 65 per cent. wonld be
sufficient to entitle the applicant to a
license. Examinations are to be in
writing, but an oral examination may
be had subsequently if requested. . Drs.
Boardman and’ Weod, . of
city, are appointed - to look - after
examinations. In the
Chief Justice o Gilfillan  administered
the oath to Drs, George F. French,
of Minneapolis: C. H. Boardman, of St.
Paul: L. F. Collins, of Minneapolis; A.
C. Wedge. of Albert Lea: F. C. Bow-
nan, of Duluth; H. C. Leonard. of Fer-
gus Falls; W. D. Flynn, of Redwood
Falis; E. S. Wood, of St. Paul, and
Hon. Fayette Marsh, of Stillwater, the
members of the new board.
