NINE HOURS AGREED.

The Building Association Agrees
to the Strikers' Proposition.

Ata meeting of the contrretors' and
builders* board of trade held in their
room at the Ryan yesterday afternoon
the following preamble ami resolution
were adopted:

Whereas. The officers ot the board were
yesterday info-med by prominent members
of the Bricklayers" and Carpenters' associa-
tion of this city that the strike authorized by
them and prevailing for some weeks past,
would and should be immediately called off, j
provided satisfactory assurances could be
procured from this" body that nine hours
should, after Jan. 1 next, and for the build-
ingseason of 18S3, be considered byall the
building trades ofSt. Paul as the basis for a
day's work, to be paid for by the hour; and,
being further assured by said representatives
that immediately upon the receipt of such
assurances from this board, bricklayers, car-
penters and members of affiliating -trades
should and would be authorized to resume
work on the basis existing before the strike,
and that no means should be employed to in-
timidate or to prevent any bricklayer, car-
penter or other building-tradesman from
working as many hours or upon such terms
as he may individually prefer; therefore,
be ir

Kesolved, That it is the sense of this bonrd,
and it is by its members hereby agreed, that
on and after Jan. 1 next, for the season of
1888, nine hours shah betaken and observed
as the basis ofa day.- work, to be paid by the
hour, by all pariies'eiif-ased in the building
trades of this city : provided only, that the
workmen engaged in such industries shall
carry out in good faith the stipulations con-
tained in the foregoing preamble.

NOT YET SETTLED.
One branch of the carpenters' union

held a meeting in their hall at the cor-
ner of Third and Exchange streets last
evening to consider the resolutions
passed at the afternoon meeting of the
contractors. Aftera lengthy discussion
a vote was take i on whether or not the
action of their committee should be ap-
proved and the strike declared off.
The vote was very close, and tin* result
was not announce.! and will not be until
after the three other onions in the city
have vote.]. Two of these meet in the
the same place this afternoon, and the
fourth and last union will meet on Mon-
day. The matter cannot be decided un-
til all the unions have considered it.

WITH THE .JUDGES.

Judge BrillRenders an Important
Decision.

Judge Brill yesterday handed down
three decisions in suits brought by
'property owners in West St. Paul
against the city ofSt. Paul. In the first
case, in which Isaac Bernheimer is the
plaintiff, the judge finds that ii; 1831 the
plaintiff was the owner of certain land
in the Sixth ward which was liable to
be overflowed; that Oct. 16, 1881, the
board of public works ordered a street
or levee tobe built along the bank of
the river, and that the act was approved
Oct. 19. The real estate along the pro-
posed levee was benefited to tbe amount
of$20,000. The damages werealso fixed
and the assessments completed March 1,
1882. Aug. 24, 18S3, a re-assessment was
made and a ! portion of the
assessments collected.' As conclusive j
Of law the judge decides that ;

there has never been enough paid into
the city treasury to meet the damages,
costs and expenses, and that the plain-
tiff is entitled to judgment, declaring
him the owner of the land taken for
levee'purposes. In the other two suits.
Louis ('. Koch and Charles B. Kloss
were the plaintiffs, and the decision is
the same as in the first one.

Lottie Flint has begun action against
her husband, William T. Flint, on the
grounds of adultery and desertion. The
plaintiff is thirty-nine and the defend-
ant thirty-five years old. and they were
married at St. Paul -for. 15. 1374,* Two
children, both boys, aged ten and eleven
years, are living as issue of the mar-
riage. In her complaint the plaintiff al-
leges that in December, lss">. the de-
fendant committed adultery withvarious
women, whose names are unknown.anil
that frequently he spent entire nights
away from home; that in December.
1886, lie deserted her and went to Chi-
cago, where he has often repeated the
crime of adultery. She has never lived
with him since she became aware of his
adulterous acts. She asks for a decree
of divorce ami custody of the children.

IS VOORHIES GUILTY?

This is the Question mothering a
Jury.

There was increased attendance and
interest in the trial of Oscar ('. Voor-
hies yesterday. In addition to the testi-
mony already introduced, tending to
prove an albi, E. S. Thompson, attorney
for the defendant, sprung the novel ad-
ditional theory that the alleged offense
was committed by Dr. C. 11. Voorhies,
a brother of the defendant and lately a
practicing physician in this city. The
date of the offense is sought to be
covered, in sustaining the alibi, by
the evidence of M. J. Gordon, an attor-
ney ofAberdeen, Dak., and formerly a.
law partner ofthe defendant; William
McMasters, of St. Paul; David Bailey
and John Colgan, who testified that
Voorhies was in Milbank, Dr.!:.. on the
evening of Sept. 9. William Hynes.-lolin
Langton and George Gray testi-
fied to the effect that at
the time of the commission of;
the crime both were cleanly shaven.
excepting the mustache, and that in
size and general appearance they bore
a striking resemblance to each other.
In rebuttal to the theory of the
•'double," Drs. Thompson, Bean. Cogs-
well and Chamberlain testified to me
contrary and a large oil painting of the
doctor, with a full beard, taken eight
years ago, which the prosecuting attor-
ney found in his old office, was intro-
duced. This proved a

theory of resemblance Mr. Thompson ,

came back with a tin-type of the doctor
taken by a St. Paul photographer, as
the defense claims, within a year.

theories. All through the trial
every point of evidence has been stub-
bornly contested by both Bides, and the
case has now become surrounded by so
much doubt and uncertainty that the
jury will undoubtedly find hard work
to convict the prisoner, if reasonable
doubt is taken into consideration. Be-
sides the witnesses already mentioned
the following testified in rebuttal for
the prosecution : M. E. Vinton, D.J.
