EUROCPEAN PRISONS.

Dana Tells How European
Penitentiaries Are Rua.

The state board of corrections and
charities met in Secretary Hart’s office
at the capitol yesterday morning. In
the absence of Gov. MeGill, ex-officio
president of the board, Rev. Dr. Dana,
viee president, presided. A. Y. Merrill,
chairman of the board of county com-
missioners of Aitkin county, and Arch-
iteet Stebbins, of Minneapolis, pre-
sented plans for a jail in that county in
connection with the new court house.
The plans were approved,but the board,
as a rule. object to the building of jails
in conmection with court houses. A
plan for a poorhouse in Cottonwood
county was presented to the board,
which instructed the secretary to notify
the commussioners of that county that it
deemed it inexpedient at-this time, be-
cause it would increase, rather than
diminish, the expenses of the county.
The secretary then read his report,
which was brief, consisting mainly of

routine matter. Rev. Dr. Dana then
read a report on “English Prisons—

Their System, Cost, ete.,” a brief ex-
tract of which is the following:
ENGLISH PRISONS.

The present eflicient prison system of
Great Britain is the result of long and care-
ful legislation, made necessary by the dis-
closures of prison reformers and the alarm
and public criticisms occasioned by the in-
crease of crime. In 1817 was formed the
Seciety for the Improvement of Prison Dis-
cipline. In 1515 there were 578 prisonsin
the United Kingdom, to which more than
100,000 prisoners were committed during
the year. Fifty of these prisons had no di-
vision between males and females. In 445
prisons, no employment of  kind was pro-
vided. The overcrowding was excessive in
some gaols, 13.057 occapying the space in
tended for 8.545. In 18234 imporiant
prison acts were passed designing to remedy
some evident abuses. In 1835 and 1839 fol-
lowed the acts intended to give the secretary
of state certain power over the designs of
new gaols, also as to the matter of discipline
and classification. The model prison con-
structed under the new legislation was that
at Pentonville, whiech was opened in 18
Here separate cells, well lighted and venti

lated with the best sanitary arrange-
ments, were provided. In 877
came the most radieal act of

all which transferred all the prisons, local
and general, to the jurisdiction of the hcme
secretary. A body of e issioners were
created. appointed by royal warrant to man-
age the new department, the chairman of
which was made inspector general of mili-
tary prisons and surveyor general of prisons,
and this position is now held by Col. Sir
Edmund F. DuCane. At once those features
which have made the English system the
model one of the world were introduced, viz:
Classification of prisons extending even to
the setting apart of certain prisons for par-
ticular classes of prisoners, uniformity in the
discipline of all gaols, same dietary, the
marks system and promotion founded “on it,
ticket of leave or parole, moral and literary
education, the appointment of the staff of
the prisons by the government, the applica-
tion to such of the ordeal of civil service ex-
amination.

The pres-
ident was authorized to appoint dele-
gates to the national convention of cor-
rections and charities, which meets in
Omaha Aug. 25 to 31. £

“At the last quarterly meeting,” said
Secretary Hart, *1 eriticised the condi-
tion of the Ramsey county jail rather
severely. Sheriff Richter claims un-
justly.  Yesterday morning I again vis-
ited the jail and found it in an improved
condition. The cells and corridors are
clean, and good underclothing is pro-
vided for the conviets and, outside of the
vermin in the place, is in good condition.
At the state prison a record is kept of
the clothing of all prisoners sent there,
and until recently the record shows that
the clothing of Ramsey eounty prisoners
has been destroyed on account of ver-
min. In view of the condition the jail
is now in I am inclined to think my crit-
icism was rather severe.” .

A Mother Sends Atter Her Whilom
Husband.

I provided my wife with everything she
wanted and every summer sent her to a sum-
mer resort, but all the time she was running
with other men. 1 have a son, now nine
years old. After we were married we lived
in Des Moines for several years and then I
moved to Chicago. After I moved to Chicago
she began a suit for divorce on the
grounds of adultery. Judge Toole of
Cook county, refused her a cree
and ordered her to bring the boy into
his jurisdiction. This she failed to do until
compelled to by & writ of attachment. She
then went to Des Moines and procured a di-
vorce from Judge McHenry and was granted
the custody of the child, although its custody
had been given to me in lllinois. Five
months ago I was arrested in Dayton, O., on
the charge of kidnaping the boy, but I was
released on & writ of habeas corpus and I
have heard nothing of the case until to-day.

MILK IS NOT FREIGHT.

Judge Chandler Says Milk is Not
Freight, But a Passenger.

The railroad commissioners met yes-
terday and heard the complaint of the
boards of trade union of Northfield,
Faribault and Owatonna against the
Milwaukee railroad over the rates
charged for the transportation of milk
from those points. A.D. Keyes ap-
peared for the complanants and Judge
Chandler for the Milwaukee. Mr,
Keyes said the Milwaukee charged
higher rates for carrying milk than any
other road coming into St. Paul, and
quoted a table of rates to substantiate
his charges. Judge Chandler claimed
that Mr. Keyes had evidently been
studying the distance freight tariff for
milk, which. was necessary to publish,
but was seldom or never used; that the
milk traffic from those towns was a
passenger business and have no rela-
tion whatever to the freizht business:
that the ratz on milk from Faribault
and towns this side of there was 21§
cents, and from Owatonna 3 cents, per
gallon. D. F. Akin, of Farmington,
complained of the rate to Farmington,
and thought it cugnt to be less than to
Northficid, being a shorter distance.
The afternoon session was devoted to
hearing Messrs. Mattson and Keyes, of
Faribault, and some milk dealers of St.
Paul and Minneapolis express their
views on the matter.

A request from the farmers of Lang-
don, located on the riverdivision of the
Milwaukee, twelve miles from St. Paul,
that a train be put on giving them a
chance to market their milk, was re-
ceived, and the commissioners promised
to see that it was done.

After Natural Gas.

F. J. Clemenger, of O1l City,and Hugh
Brawley, of Meadyviile, president of the
Northwestern National Gas company,
arrived in St. Paul yesterday. The
machinery is now on the grounds in
South St. Paul, and work is progressing
favorably. Both of the gentlemen men-

tioned are experts in the question of
natural gas, and they say that the geo-
logical indications are such as to make
it almost an absolute assurance that gas
will be found. The Northwestern com-
pany has bought out the Midway com-
pany, and if gas is found at South St.

aul the company feels sure that it can
be struck near St. Paul.

Truly a Pest.

St. Paul had a full-fledged pest last
evening, and there were a number of
people who had “*bugs on them.” Such
astorm of bugs was never seen before
in St. Paul, and it-was dangerous for
any[one to approach a light. At the As-
toria nearly a wagon load was swept
from the sidewalk into the street. At
the market house corner it was even
worse, and it was necessary to turn out
the lights in several localities. In Rice
park one of the globes was filled up to
the spark, when they ignited, and, until
the lights were turned off, continued to
simmer and sizzle. People who claim
to know something of entomology say
they are a speeies of bugs that live but
a few hours, but whenever any of them
die, there seem to be enough to take
their places.

POLK COUNTY, WIS,

Enjoying a Season of Unwonted
/ Prosperity.
Special to the Globe.

St. Croix Farnrs, Wis., July 13.—A
trip through this county shows the
farming community to be in a prosper-
ous condition. Crops of all kinds are
looking well, and the building of the
*S00" railroad this year has furnished
employment to men and teams at home,
so that the settlers are all ahead finan-
cially. Stock raising is becoming one
of the leading industries, and butter
making is coming to the front rank and
will soon equal in value the wheat crop.
Stock buyers are continually canvassing
the county, purchasing young stock and

beef ecattle, so that we have about
as  good market and rices  as
could be obtained at St. Paul. The

©S00™ road crosses this county fiom
east to west, passing through the rich-
est portion, both in timber and agricul-
tural lands, most of which are well
settled. The grading contracts on the
“Soo'" are being closed up and men are
seeking work elsewhere. A large crew
is now working west from Turtle lake
laying track at the rate of a mile a day.
The road follows along the high bluffs
on the east side of the St.Croix river for

several miles and furnishes some as
beautiful scenery as can be found
anywhere, and will prove a

great attraction to tourists. In order
to keep the road near the river it was
necessary to make some heavy cuts in
the rock bluff below Osceola, but the
work is nearly completed. At one place
the surveyors left nearly a perpendicu-
lar bluff in the rock eut, but as the rock
proves full of seams and affected by
water, rendering it dangerous, it is
probable the bluff will be ordered sloped
or removed before the grade is com-
pleted.  Such would look to be a good
palicy, as an unsafe place along the
road would have its infiuence on travel.
An excellent grade has been established,
with a view of making the road a great
fréight line from the West to the East.
1t is.expected that the long bridge over
the St. Croix will be completed in about
@ Mgntn, winen tne track aaying  will be
tloné and cars running. Then St. Paul
and Minneapolis will find what wealth
we have here. We are fortunate in
having water communication by river,
50 45 not to be dependent on the rail
ronfe. At least the St. Croix river will
:nl\}';[ys have a tendency to keep down
fréight rates.
