WHY A BALL CURVES.

The Latest Addition to the Oft At-
tempted Explanation.

When a ball (or in fact any missile)is
advancing rapidly through the air there
is formed in front of it a small aggrega-
tion of compressed air. (In passing we
may remark that the compressed air in
front of an advancing cammon ball has
been rendered diseernable—we can
hardly say visible—by instantaneous
photography.) In shape the cushion of
air is conical or rather conoidal, if the
ball is advancing without spin; and
therefore it resists the progress of the
ball «qnallf/ on all sides, and only affect-
ing the ball's veloeity.

The same is the case if the ballis
spinning on an axis lying across its
course, says Prof. Proctor in Longman’s
Magazine. Butin the case we have to
consider, where the ball is spinning
on an axis square to its course, the
cushion of compressed air formed
by the advancing ball has no longer
this symmetrical shape. On the ad-
vaneing side of the spinningsurface the
air cannot escape so readily as it would
if there were no spin; on the other side
it escapes more readily than it would
but for the spin. Hence the cushion of
air is thrown toward that side of the
ball where the spin is forward and re-
moved from the other side. The same
thing then must happen as where a ball
encounters a cushion slant.

A ball driven squarely against a very
soft cushion plunges straight into it,
turning neither to the right nor to the
left, or if deflected at all (as against a
billiard cushion) comes straight back on
its eourse: but if driven aslant against
the cushion it is deflected from the re-
gion of resistance. So with the base-
ball. As the cushion of air against
which it is advanecing is not opposed
squarely to it, but is stronger on one
side than on the other, the ball is de-
flected from the region of greatest re-
sistanee.

——
QUIET AT HONOLULU.

No Further Outbreaks and None
Anticipated.

SAN Francisco, July 12.—The steam-
ship Australia arrived this morning
fromn Honolulu, having sailed thence
July 5. No further outbreaks or dem-
onstrations of any character occurred
_after those described as having takem
¥place on Friday and Saturday, June 30
and July 1, which resulted in the over-
throw of the Gibson ministry and the
obtaining of a written pledge from King
Kalakaua to promote constitutional re-
forms and submit to the will of the
people. The new constitution was to be
laid before the king on the day the steam-
er sailed. Ex-Premier Gibson and his son-
in-law, F. H. Hayselden, were held in jail
until the night of July 2, when Gibson
was allowed to remove to his house,
where he remains under military guard.
His trial was set for July 6. The ex-
citement had so far subsided by July 4
that the celebration of the American
national holiday was handsomely ob-
served. Three Honolulu papersin com-
ments upon the change of administra-
tion prediet no further public outbreaks
to be expected, provided the new con-
stitution is adopted and reforms inaug-
urated. The Hawaii Gazette, of July
5, in an editorial says: *‘The word of
the king cannot be taken by the people.
1t has been proved time and again that
it is not worth the paper it is written on.
In fact, we remember the circumstances
s0 well we are not going to be deceived
again.” In reviewing the occurences of
June 30, it seems the king was at first
strongly inclined to resist the de-
mands of the people, but changed
his mind when he found the
palace deserted by all the soldiers
and retainers. Even after acquiescing
in all the demands he appeared to think
his life in danger. This caused him to
ask the American and other foreign rep-
resentatives to assume control of affairs
temporarily. The Daily Bulletin de-
clares the new ministry has found that
in addition to the regular revenue, all
postal savings bank deposits have dis-
appeared aund the loan fund been used
to fill gaps in the revenue. The Bulle-
tin says: “The treasury is empty and
there is only a balance of the last loan
remittance available for any purpose.
The government has received in two in-
stallments from London $204,000, but it
is paying interest upon a million dollars,
while the manipulators of the loan have
been handhing the balance without ref-
erence to the provisions of the loan act.

Many of the most dis-
tinguished American college presidents
and professors were present at the
meeting. After a general discussion, a
resolution was adopted, appointing a
committee to ecollect signatures to the
petition and see that it was properly
resented to the railroads.

Thom , of Pennsylvania, and Fiske
of Evanston, 1ll.,, ecompose the com-
mittee.
