hereby directed to execute and deliver to

'each person to whom said license is or may
be granted' a certificate of license as afore-
said, which shall state the place where said
business so licensed is to Lie conducted and
the dale of the termination thereof, etc.. as
evidence that such license has been granted.

Another resolution was adopted direct-
ing the issuance of licenses to all other
applicants who bad complied with the
law. This ends the difficulty, as it
meets the request of the mayor and
gives him the authority to sign the
licenses.

HE WILL SIGX.

The Mayor Will Tut His John
Hancock to Certificates of
License.
Mayor Ames was ashed again last

night ifhe was going to sign the liquor
licenses, in view of yesterday's action
of the city council, and answered: "No,
Iam not, but I am going to issue certifi-
cates of license, as required by the
council, which show that the council
has authorized the issuance of licenses
to certain people to deal in spirit-
uous and fermented liquors. The
blanks which had been previously
prepared, and which, by the way,
was not authorized to sign, are a way
off. In consequence itwill take two or
three days to prepare and have printed
a blank answering the purposes of the
requirements of the city council. This
puts the responsibility of the issuance
of tin- licenses where it belongs, upon
the council and 1 wash my hands of
everything pertaining to the outrage.
Do I*think there will be many licenses
issued? No. 1 do not. The morality
legislature has developed into a monop-
oly like all other measures
pushed through by the Bepub i-
can leaders. who have always
maintained that morality legislation
which did not result in benefit to them-
selves and their friends emanated with
Doc Ames and people of that kind.

THE WATER MEN THROUGH.

Yesterday's Programme and Elec-
tions—Pleasures for To-day.

The third day's session of the Ameri-
can Water Works association opened
with the members in high good humor.
It was the last day, and the remainder
of the stay of the association in Minne-
apolis will be, devoted to pleasure. A.
N. Denman. of Dcs Moines, read a pa-
per on the subject: "Is Water Prop-
erty?" The Dcs Moines Water Works
company, of which Mr. Denman is sec-
retary, has had. as explained by the
gentleman, a long season of adversity
so far as the good opinion of the public
is concerned, and it has therefore had
especial reason for carefully investi-
gating the legal rights of water works
corporations. In the paper read Mr.
Denman look the ground that while
water running in rivers could not be con-
sidered property, yet the moment it en-
tered the pipes* of a water company it
became property. Just as where water
is dipped from ariver or lake into bar-
rels, it becomes the property of the
man who thus secured it and can be
sold by him the same as any other prop-
erty. The paper was exhaustive, nu-
merous legal cases being cited to sub-
stantiate every position taken. The as-
sociation resolved to have extra copies
OfMr. Deninan's legal papers printed,
and a vote of thanks was tendered him,
and the authors of other papers, for the
theses submitted. The association, by
a unanimous rising vote, also requested
Mr. Denman to have his manuscript vol-
ume of citations of water works eases
printed.

A committee to prepare resolutions of
respect in honor of deceased members
was ordered appointed. Tiie place of
next meeting coming up, Detroit, Cleve-
land, Pittsburg, Baltimore, Washing-
ton and Kansas City were named, and
on the first formal ballot Cleveland was
chosen.

The local arrangements committee,
the city authorities of St. Paul and
Minneapolis, the West hotel, and the
press came in for thanks, a special vote
of the same sort rewarding the presi-
dent, who, by way of acknowledging the
courtesy, said he "was indeed glad the
association was so easily satisfied."

and forever. What is more grand : the
reunion of the scarred veterans of the
two and at one time hostile armies.
Who but would wish for its continuance
forever. Perish the thought
that would for a moment re-
kindle the old fires of discord.
The malcontents in their expressions
clearly outline the fact that the next
presidential canvass is to be fought
under the bloody flag issue. Already
have they unfurled its perishing folds,
reeking with all the filthy gore with
which they used to paint it, and as a
first enlistment are trying to enrol, the
Grand Army of the Republic, an organ-
ization which was supposed to have been
founded for a noble an glorious purpose,
impartisan. unselfish, without religious
bias, determined to do good and so long
as life lasted sowing the seeds of union,
not disunion, spreading liberally the
cement of brotherly love and good will
through all sections. Already the hy-
dra-head appears, and what promised so
much good may be of short lifeand an
inglorious death.

AN OLD SLAVE CASE.
»

The Story of a Twenty Years'
Fight for Liberty.

Porn ofa British Subject in Can-
ada and Sold in St. Louis.

St. Louis Globe-Democrat
/ Tire recent death of Gabriel S. Cho-
teaii,'. recalls to the memory of many of
the oldest citizens of St. Louis a litiga-
tion which was in many ways one of the
most 'notable instances of the practical
denial of justice by reason of the delays
of ! the law that can be found on the
records of any court. The principles
involved, the vast difference between
the social and financial standing of the
\u25a0litigants, and the pertinacity of both
parties to the suit all tend to render it

| .one of the most remarkable cases that
evert was brought in this state. The
.parties to the suit were Gabriel S. Chou-
,teau ; and Charlotte, a negro girl, who
.claimed that she was a free woman.
while Chouteau asserted that she was

; his slave.
'\u25a0*'• In order to clearly comprehend the
facts and points at issue, it is necessary
to go back to the last century and to the
Dominion of Canada. In the year 176$
a negress by the name of Pose was born
in Montreal*. From this place she was
taken to Prairie dv Chien, at that time
still occupied as outpost by the British.
She was held as a slave by one Stark, by
whom she was sold to Andrew Todd,
who brought her and her two children.
Pierre and Charlotte, to St. Louis.where
they were purchased by Father Didier,
a Catholic priest, who in turn sold them
to the father of Gabriel S. Choteau, and
this latter gentleman became possessed
of them on his father's death.

CLAIMOF FBBEIK>M.
On Nov. 5, 1842, Pierre, the brother of

Charlotte, obtained permission from
Judge Bryan Mullanphy to sue as a
poor person •to establish his claim to
freedom. The ground oh which the
claim of freedom was based was the
fact that Pierre's brother, being a
native of Canada, was a British subject,
and therefore free, and that the chil-
dren of a free woman were of necessity
free, as their condition, whether of free-
dom or slavery, depended upon that of
the mother, and not that of the father.
During the pendency of the suit the
court ordered that the plaintiff be
not removed out of the jurisdiction of
the court, be permitted to attend court
and consult with his counsel, and that
be should not be subjected to any se-
verity on Recount of his application tor
freedom. The law provided that in
case the master should violate any pro-
visions of this order, the judge might

require him to give security for the due
observance of its orders, failing which,
the slave was to be delivered into the
custody of the sheriff until the final de-
cision of the case.

The sheriff was authorized to hire out
any negro thus coining into his custody,
taking bond for his return. Shortly
after the commencement of the suit it
was brought to the attention of Judge
Mullanphy that Mr. Chouteau was not
obeying tileorder ofthe court. Pierre
had* been denied access to his counsel,
confined in jailand savagely whipped.
He was accordingly handed over to the
sheriff, and as no one would hire him,
fearing that his longing for liberty would
induce him to run away, he was con-

•' fined to the jail. The lower court de-
cided in his favor, but Mr. Chouteau

'obtained a reversal in the supreme
« court, on the ground that the existence
"of slavery in Canada was a question
of fact, and therefore, should have been

• decided by a jury and not by the court.
• In the meantime the long confinement
( had 1 moved most disastrous to Pierre.
> and from a man of herculean frame and
; unusual intellect he had become a
physical wreck and imbecile, and while
the case was still pending died.

THE SISTER'S SUIT.
' ' Pending the decision of the suit of
,' Pierre. Charlotte, his sister, on May 1,
. 1845, began a similar suit, upon identi-
. cal grounds, lt was agreed that her ap-
plication for freedom should be decided
by the result in the case of Pierre, and
it was not until his death that her suit

, was pressed. The lower court decided
against her, holding that slavery might
exist without positive enactment of law.
and that it was not the policy of a slave
state to favor the liberation of tne
negro. This decision was, however, re-
versed in the supreme court, on the
ground of faulty instructions to. the
jury. On the retrial in the circuit court
she' was again unsuccessful, the judge
refusing to admit as evidence the bill
of saie to the elder Chouteau from
Father Didier. The bill did not state
that Hose, the mother of Charlotte, was
a slave, but simply stated that she was a
native of Montreal. By this decision
every particle of proof of the nativity of
Charlotte's mother was blotted out, and
her case seemed hopeless.

But the supreme court reversed the
decision again, holding a certified copy
to be admissible where the, original
could not be produced, and the case was
sent back to the circuit court for its
third trial. This time the verdict was
in favor of Charlotte, but her master
took an appeal, and the case was again
reversed, the ground of reversal being
that the lower court had erred in in-
structing the jury that slavery did not
exist in Canada, as it was a question of
foreign law, and foreign laws were a
question of fact, and, therefore, came
within the province of the jury, and
not within that of the judge. This last
reversal greatly discouraged those in
charge of Charlotte's case, and they
were advised to abandon itas hopeless:
but a final effort was determined upon.
A lawyer went to Canada, and, with
great industry, collected proofs from
old records tending to prove that slavery
did not exist in Canada, and, armed
with this proof, returned to St. Louis
and again opened the case in the circuit
court.

A SAI.K ri'KVKXTKD.
Here Charlotte was again successful,

but her master again took an appeal.
The decision of this appeal was so long
delayed that Mr. Chouteau supposed
that it had been allowed to lapse and
determined to sell the plaintiff. Ac-
cordingly a negro trader one day made
his appearance, took possession of Char-
lotte, her children and her grandchil-
dren, and placed them on board a
steamboat which was on the point
of leaving for the South. Her
friends were fortunately apprised of
the action, the sheriff was provided
with. the necessary papers, and Char-
lotte and her children were rescued just
as the boat was on the point of leaving

'the wharf. Mr. Chouteaa refuted to give
bond for their custody, and they were
'accordingly given in charge to the sher-
'lff, who was about to carry the party to
jail when a gentleman, whose sympathy

: had been excited by the case, gave bond
-for their safe keeping, and during the
•remainder of the contest they were vir-
tually free.

' -When the appeal of Mr. Chouteau
'came before the supreme court it pro-
duced great dissension on the bench.
'One ground of appeal was the refusal of
the judge to summon a special jury of

;persons not resident in St. Louis, Mr.
Chouteau stating that the feeling in this
city against slavery was so strong that
it would be impossible for him to obtain

-a' fair trial without a special
'jury. The refusal of this jury was
held by some of the judges to
be good ground for a reversal, but
the majority of the court decided in fa-
vor of affirmation, and the long struggle
for liberty was at last won. But the
best years of Charlotte's life had been
passed in the conflict. Her first suit
was filed on May 1. 1843, and the final
mandate of the supreme court, affirming
the verdict of her freedom, and neces-
sarily that of her descendants, was dated
January . 13, 1863, nearly twenty years
after the beginning of the litigation.

During this time grandchildren were
born of children unborn at the com-
mencement of the early proceedings.
The anxiety of this poor woman, know-
ing that defeat meant hopeless slavery
and : separation from her family, for;
whose liberty she had "battled for so
long and so bravely, may readily be"
Imagined, and the courage with which
she carried on the unequal struggle
herself, without a dollar in the world,
against the power of- Immense wealth

.and influence, excited -the wonder and :
admiration of all aeauainted with the ....

I

circumstances ofthe case. Charlotte is

still alive, and a resident of St. Louis.
Ofher ten children but two are alive."
Few of the actors in this remarkable
drama survive, but the energy and vi-
tality which carried the heroine through
so trying a struggle have preserved her
life, and, ' although upward of eighty
years of age, she still bids fair to see
many more years oflife.
