TAXXEK'S AWFUL CRIME

For Which He Must Answer to
England's Parliament.

London, July 18.—Walter Hume j
Long, Conservative, called the attention !
ofthe commons to a breach of privilege
committed Friday in the lobby by Dr. j
Charles Kearns Deane Tanner, Parnell-
ite, in calling him (Long) a ''damned
snob." Continuing, Long said he had
by letter warned Dr. Tanner of his de-
termination of bringing the matter be-
fore the house. Notwithstanding this.
Tanner was now absent, although he
had full knowledge that his presence
was required to defend himself. The
facts of the case were that Long having
heard that Tanner had complained that
his vote had not been recorded in
a certain division, and meeting
him in the lobby, asked him
what was the matter, and if
anything was wrong in the record of
division. Tanner replied: "You're a
Tory, ain't you? I wish to God. then, |
you wouldn't speak to me. 1 have told
you damned Tories never to speak to j
me. [Irish cheers.] Talk to you own
damned lot." Long answered: "I i

wasn't aware you didn't wish to be
spoken to." Tanner then went on: .
••Keep your damned tongue in your |
mouth. Don't make a blasted fool of .
yourself." [Laughter by the Parnellites.] '
As Long was hurrying away Tanner
called out : "There goes a damned snob." -
Long, after giving this history of the '
incident, said he would rather have
passed over the affair with contempt, but |
as it occurred within the precincts of tiie j
bouse and in the presei.ee of several I
members, be felt it his duty to bring the
whole matter before the house. AY. 11.

. A COMPLETED COMPACT.

The Tories and Unionists Arrange
Their Future Policy.

By Cable to the Globe.
London. July is.—A complete fusion

of the Liberal Unionists and the Tories
is now almost certain, and the pro-
gramme of the augmented ministerial
party willprobably be outlined in the !
speech Lord Salisbury will deliver at
the Carlton club to-morrow, in which he
is announced to define the attitude of
the government. The prevalent belief
that the Unionists had gone over to the
Tories, bag and baggage, was confirmed;
this afternoon, when, after holding a*
long confab at the official residence in
Downing street, Lord Hartington and
William Henry Smith walked arm in
arm to the house of commons. The new
scheme is understood to i>e to remodel
the cabinet so that the Unionist element
of the party shall have a representation
sufficient to give Lord Hartington.

A COMMANDING VOICE

in the cabinet councils, to extend the
parliamentary session long enough to
pass a land bill, which shall be even!
more generous than the numerous :
Unionist "-amendments to the present i
bill would make that measure, and to
administer coercion in Ireland so mildly
that the people of that country willfind
it impossible to realize that the bill
which their representatives in parlia-
ment fought so stubbornly is a veritable
law of the land. The carrying out of
this programme will, it is expected,
weaken the opposition of the Irish
members at once and ultimately
attach many of them to the sup-
port of the government.

Egyptian Negotiations.

Britain ami the porte for some time to
come. It seems that all through the dis-
cussion of the Egyptian treaty the la-
bors of Sir Henry Drummond Wolff
were hampered by the opposition of cer-
tain member- of the Turkish cabinet,
and it was only at the earnest solicita-
tions of their colleagues that they were
induced to - refrain -from putting such
obstacle, in the way of the negotiations
that would have been tantamount to a
gratuitious insult to the British
special commissioner. By some persons
who claim to he well informed upon the
subject it is alleged that this opposition
was instigated by the sultan himself,
but others assert that, although the sul-
tan, may have tacitly encouraged the
action of the hostile 'ministers, he did

not go to the extreme of causing them
so to act. Personally, it is believed the
sultan is in

FAVOR OF _. TREATY
with England defining the status of
Egypt and the powers of England and
the porte in governing and protecting
that country upon lines similar to those
upon which the lately formulated agree-
ment was based, but he. at an early
stage of the negotiations, discovered
that there was a strong feeling against
such a convention, and it is pretty well
known that he did not care to oppose it
too obstinately. Other considerations.
however, entered into the matter at a
later stage; and the commander of the
faithful became thoroughly convinced
that he would better allow the conven-
tion to die a natural death. The sul-
tan's wish that Sir Henry Prummond
Wolffwould delay his departure from
Constantinople is not believed to be due
to a desire toreopen negotiations, but
simply to ward offan open rupture with
England as long as possible, or at least
until the imminent ministerial troubles
are settled upon.

The Bulgarian Muddle.
London, July 18.—The Times' corres-

pondent at Vienna has had an interview
with Prince Ferdinand, of Saxe-Coburg-
Gotha. The prince said he hadn't de-
cided to go to St. Petersburg to person-
ally request Russia's recognition of his
election to the Bulgarian throne. He
would not allow himself to be enticed
into taking any course that "would be
likelyto further* estrange Russia and
Bulgaria. He said he was disappointed
that Prince Alexander, of Battenburg,
the late ruler of Bulgaria, had omitted
to congrtulate him on his election to the
vacant throne. King Milan, of Servia,
in "an interview with the same corres-
pondent expressed the belief that Bus-
sia would never sanction the occupancy
of the Bulgarian throne by Prince
Ferdinand. Alluding to the idea of a
federation of Servia and Bulgaria under
himself. King Milan said he was willing
to enter into such a project but only
under Turkey's protection.

Gladstone's Views.
London, July 19.—Mr. Gladstone, on

receiving a copy of a pontifical review,

writes that it, like all other such re-
views, shows that the Liberals have car-
ried nine-tenths of the beneficial laws
on all great subjects. This, he con-
tends, powerfully accredits the Liberal
claim to popular support! The Liberals,
he says, have suffered mainly from their
own successes. Many electors are moved
more by a sense of grievance than by
cordial love of improvement. When
their grievance is removed they lapse
and again become Conservatives. Hence
the Liberals have recruited for the
Tories. Ifthe Tories had had their way
there would have been revolution in
England long ago. The Unionists are
laboring. Mr. Gladstone says in conclu-
sion, however, honestly and uncon-
sciously to disunite the English and
Irish people.

. .' •' ' The Sultan's Dodge.
" Constantinople, July 18.—Klamal-
cha, the grand vizier, has resigned. The
resignation was in consequence of a vi-
olent article published in the Mizam. at-
tacking the grand vizier, the cabinet
and the whole administration, which
was inspired by the sultan in order to
excite public indignation against them.
and thus cover his own responsibility in
connection with the Egyptian conven-
tion.

Bonlanger's Letter.
Pakis, July IS.— M. Lauer, the mem-

ber of the chamber of deputies to whom
Gen. Boulanger wrote the letter which
has caused so much talk the past two or
three days. is the man who went to Ber-
lin at the time M. Schnaebeles was ar-
rested by the German police on the
frontier. * Many people are convinced
that Gen. Boulanger knew that the let-
ter would be published. The cabinet
are divided on the advisability of taking
official notice of the letter.

The Knights and Church.
Rome, July 18.—The sacred congre-

gation will await the report of the
eleven American bishops presided ovtT

by Cardinal Gibbons, whose selection
has been made for the purpose ofinquir-
ing into the compatibility of the doc-
trines of the Knights ofLabor with the
tenets of the church before promulgat-
ing its condemnation or tolerance of the
knights.

A Bishop Murdered.
San Fkancisco, July IS.—lnforma-

tion was received to-day from Ouna-
laska that Bishop Seghers. a Catholic j

missionary, was murdered by his com-
panion one night ot November last.
The scene of the tragedy was on the j
banks of the Yukon river, about 500 i
miles from its mouth, and fully sixty j
miles from any human habitation. The !
murderer is Frank Fuller, who accom- !
panied the bishop as a companion and
servant. He gave himself up, but no
cause for the deed is given. The I
bishop was formerly of Baltimore, Md., j
and prior to being named as bishop of
Alaska, was the archbishop of Oregon
and Washington territory.

Tried to KillHim.
Chicago, July IS.— C. E. Junee, a ma-

chinist, whose wife was horribly out-
raged by a negro at Koscland last week,
made a determined attempt this after-
noon to kill her supposed assailant in j
jail.

The
bullet missed its mark, as the negro was
jerked aside just in time by a fellow
prisoner who had been watching the i
movements of Junee. To prevent a i
possible lynching the negro was brought \
to the city to-night and consigned to the I
county jail.

THE COTTON" CORNER.

How It Was Formed and How It j
* Went to Smash.

New Yokk, July IS.— announce- j
ment that Julius Runge, the big Galves- j
ton cotton operator, had made an as-
signment in that city, caused a decline j
of fourteen points in August here to-
day, equal to the same amount in Liv- j
erpool. Runge had been carrying a
large line of cotton for a syndicate

i which embraced people in Galveston,
> New Orleans and Liverpool, and if re-

ports are correct, also included opera-
i tors in Chicago and St. Louis who are
! well known in the grain trade. Mr.

Runge was a member of the linn of. Kauffman „ Bunge, a cotton firm in
' Galveston. He organized a syndicate

as far back as February, when cotton
was considered low, and began to buy

I the near options, more • particularly
I April, until he had*' cornered that

month. gradually advancing the
market till it stood 1 cent above
the lowest point. He took hold

of August at about 0.80 cents and pushed
it up on the shorts till the market

! touched 11.53 cents a few weeks ago.

August closed
on Saturday at 10.22c, but sank rapidly
on the first call -to 10.0S cents. As it
began to appear, however, that Mr.
Range's contract here had been settled
the market became stronger, and buying
by the shorts carried the price back to
10.12 cents. Later it was 10.09 cents.
Mr. Runge has had considerable success
in other speculations. He is understood
to have made $200,000 in the big coffee,
deal and also to have been behind the
recent June corner in wheat here by
which the price was forced
from 92 cents up to 51.07. •
Some of his friends in the grain trade
at the West went into cotton by his ad-
vice, though it is not known how heav-
ily. The syndicate, of which he was
the head, represented a capital, it was
claimed, of $15,000,000, and it was said at
one time that the clique held 20,000 bales
here and 10,000 in Liverpool. The
opinion here is that he had a good
chance of success if he had attempted
to corner New York only. He sought,
however, to put the screws on Liver-
pool, and the task proved too much for
him. and instead of the §4,000,000 or
£5,000,000 which the clique claimed they
would make on the deal it has fallen
through altogether, ami their cotton
was sold out in Liverpool to-day.

OHIO DEMOCRATS.

They Meet To-Morrow to Nomi-
nate a State Ticket.

Cleveland, 0., July IS.—Very few

of the delegates to the Democratic state
convention, which assembles on
Wednesday, are in the city, but 400 or
500 will arrive on the morning trains.
Up to this morning the indications were
that . presuming ex-Senator Thurman j
could not be induced to accept the |
gubernatorial nomination, the choice of
the convention would fall upon Con-
gressman Thomas' ('. Powell. During
the day. however, a decided boom for
Congressman M. A. Foran was devel-
oped, and as Congressman J. G. Camp-
bell, of Butler county, who claims to
control 200 votes, is also in the field, the
situation is decidedly complicated.
Foran left town to-night en route for j
Duluth, and his candidacy is in the
hands of his friends, who are leaving j
no stone unturned to improve his pros-
pect.. The nominations to be made are
for the offices of governor, lieuten-
ant governor, two judges of the
state supreme court, state auditor, and
treasurer, attorney general and one
member of the board of public works.
The eighty-eight counties willbe repre-
sented by 658 delegates, and nearly that
number of alternates will also be in at-
tendance. For the minor offices there
is the usual avalanche of candidates; i

and the unexpected development of
such a boom is likely to create some
animated dickering and wire-pulling to-
morrow. Telegraphic advices from the
managers of Powell's canvass indicate
that they are not at all alarmed by the
change in the situation, but his friends
here admit that it is not at all to their
liking, and that the argument that
Foran is strong with the labor element,
and would iircons equence run well in
many doubtful counties of the state, is
likely to have an important influence
with the convention. Beth Powell and
Campbell will be here in the morning,
and an effort willprobably be male to
bring about a coalition oftheir support-
ers in favor of the former.

Sir Alex-
ander Gall and Sir Charles Tapper have
made great efforts in that direction and
spent a lot of money over negotiating
for a treaty with Spain, but they have
accomplished nothing.

Washington, July IS.—The tender
of a United States vessel as a convoy to
the queen of the Hawaiian islands is
more than a mere courtesy. Our gov-
ernment will send trusted officers with
the ship and, undoubtedly, new instruc-
tions to the commanders of our naval
vessels which should now be at Hono-
lulu. Ifthere is any need for immedi-
ate communication with our authorities
the coast survey steamer Hassler. which
is to act as convoy, willat once return
to the United States as a bearer of dis-
patches. The government feels the
need of more .need of information than

'can be obtained by the regular steamers
and it is thought wise to have a small,
fas', sailing steamer at the disposition of
our representatives on the islands. The
absence of telegraphic communication
at this juncture will undoubtedly result
in a movement to secure cable connec-
tion with Hawaii at an early day.

QUEER KAI'IOI.AXI.
SanFkax- isro. July IS.—The first

mails from the East since Saturday ar-
rived to-night in consequence of a wash-
out on both the Central and Southern
routes. Queen Kapiolani arrived in this
city on the regular overland train, at 11
o'clock. She is expected to leave on the
steamer Australia, which sails to-mor-
row, instead of waiting for the United
States steamship Hossler, which was
tendered her.

Xo additional information in regard
to the condition of affairs in Hawaii
have been received at the state or navy
department since the telegram of July
5, saying that affairs were then quiet.

sails from San Francisco to-morrow.

? . Counting the Cash.,
Washington, July 18.—The count of

the cash and securities in the treasur-
er's office which began May 23 will
probably be concluded this week. as only
the gold coin remains to be counted.
The funds on hand amounted to _*_,-
-5-0,000, of which 161,500,000 was in
standard silver dollars. .25,000.000 in
gold coin, §2,000,000 in fractional silver
coin and the balance in notes and cer-
tificates. In -.'. examining the silver
vaults several bags containing standard
dollars were found to be short two or
three pieces each. These were gradu-
ally recovered, however, as the count
progressed until all were found. So far
as is known not a single penny's der
ficiency has yet been found.

Jose Gareia's Case.'
Washington. July IS.—The Mexican

minister. Mr. Romero, has caused an
investigation to be made of the state-
ment published about a month ago, in
the shape of a telegram from Tucson,
Ariz., to the effect that Jose D. Garcia,
an American citizen, had been impris-
oned by the prefect Sahnaripa, Sonora,
because he would not vote for the latter
in an election. Mr. Romero has just re-
ceived a report from the Salmaripa pre-
fect stating that a band of robbers hav-
ing been seen sometime last Aprillurk-
ing around the village, he raised, for the
purpose of watching them, some men,
among whom was this Garcia, who re-
fused in a very insolent manner to per-
form the required service, but without
divulging his foreign nationality ; that
he was therefore sentenced either to a
$5 fine or to go to jailfor a week that
Garcia, having preferred the latter, was
imprisoned for eight days, and when
his sentence expired was ordered to
watch and guard some prisoners, a
service which he refused to perform on
the -round that he was an American
citizen. This was a fact entirely new
to the prefect, who bad known Garcia
for two years as a resident of the place,
but had never heard anything about his
citizenship. Gracia being the aggrieved
party he lias the right to instigate a
civil suit against the prefect before the
proper Mexican courts for his responsi-
bility in the matter, and he may be as-
sured. Mr. Komero says, that in doing
so full justice will be done him.

V Married Women's Rights.
p Washington, July IS.—Acting Sec-
retar_Muldrow, of the interior depart-
ment,' to-day, rendered a decision, ac-

: cording to married women the right to
enter and purchase timber and stone
hinds under the law governing the sale

"of such lands in the states of Missis-
sippi, Louisiana, California, Nevada,
.Oregon and Washington territory. This
law allows the sale of lands obviously,
unfitted for agricultural purposes at a
minimum :r price -of $-.50 per acre, in
tracts of not to exceed 100 acres jto any
one person or association. The coimnis-

sioner of the general land office, in the
case of Isabella F. Dudrea, involving an
entry of land in the Huinbolt district
of California, decided that the law did
not contemplate married women as
seperate from their husband in such
entries, and that but one entry by the
head of the family could be allowed.
The secretary reverses this decision and
allows a married woman to make entry
on the ground that she acts as a femme
sole in making the -purchase. About
forty cases governed by the ruling laid
down in this case are now pending in
the general land office.

Registration Refused.
Washington, July IS.—The commis-

sioner of patents has rendered an im-
portant decision in the case of an appli-
cation for the registration of a trade
mark for distilled spirits in which the
words "Knights of Labor" and "K. of
L." distillery appear. The commis-
sioner says that there is no pretense
that the manufacturers of this particu-
lar brand of whisky who apply for the
trade mark are Knights of Labor or are
engaged in business with them or under
their auspices. Yet the trade mark
points distinctively to this labor organi-
zation or to the members as a class, and
they refuse its registration.

Yields to the Wiles of an
Italian Rone,

And Learns Too Late That Her
Seducer is None Other Than

Assassin Pranzini.

Extracts from Some of the Letters
She Wrote to Her "Heart's

Best Love." 4

The Boston Photographer, Who Took
Indecent Pictures, Held for

Further Hearing.

New Yo«k, July 18.—The Paris cor-

respondent of the World, writing under
date of July 9, says the novel side of the
character ofthe American girl abroad
is disclosed to the public view by a
packet of letters found in the possession
of Pranzini, the dastardly murderer of
poor Marie Kegnault, whose trial com-
menced to-day. From these letters it
appears that the writer, the daughter of
a New Yorkbacker, became acquainted
with a plausible adventurer while spend-
ing the fall of 1886 at one of the large
hotels of Paris. The acquaintance soon
ripened into something warmer, as will
be revealed by the passages -from corre-
spondence which I give below. There
seems to be no reasonable doubt that the
murder of Mary Kegnault was planned
ami executed with the purpose of ob-
taining sufficient money to carry the
Italian adventurer to New York, where
a young girl with more money than
brains was waiting to throw herself into
his arms. If, after he had killed and
robbed young Marie, who had placed
such trust in him, the scoundrel had not
in the hurry of his flight left behind
him on the scene of the murder a pair of
cuffs, which resulted in his arrest, there
can be no doubt that Pranzini, under
some other perhaps more noble name,
would be

her arrival in New York from Paris
Miss E. writes:

I should have waited until, as you prom-

ised, you had made me your wife. I have
made a terrible mistake, that is, unless you
come to .New York and reassure me that it is
not so terrible after all. My mother is sur-prised at the depth of my love for you. She
believes, however, in fatality, and thinks Ido
well in obeying the impulse of nl'y heart. You
told me the last night we spent together in
Paris that when you were young your father
told you to grow up strong and athletic,
and not be too intellectual, but have
lots 01 muscle aud common sense.
You also told me you were very
sensitive and impressionable, and that often
the least tilingwould quite upset you, a littlenothing about which most people would
not think an instant. -Ml this tells me you
have it refined nature, and 1 do so love sensa-
tive impressionable people.. Ialways wear a
veil now. anil lower my eyes when men are
around me, for I wish to keep my eyes for
you alone. Iwas so glad to see that you were
so strong and fearless that evening you spoke
to me of enemies that harassed you.

Paris is the most vicious cityon the face of
the earth, there is such a low standard of
morality. There is one good thing about
Parisians, however, they conceal nothing.
There is much depravity and dissi-
pation here, but not the same hardi-
hood is shown in the committing of
it. Besides there are many societies for the
suppression of vice. I wish very much to
have you leave that great corrupt city. Itis
so full of adventurers, rows and all manner
of temptations. I would like very much to
study Italian, but the accent is too much for
me, hut I sing an Italian song every day, in
my imagination at least. As Ising "To Tamo
Tanto" I kiss your photograph. I went to
church last Sunday and came home so
greatly edified that my family hardly

are not answered. Pranzini, who doubt-
less at the time was fully occupied with
other intrigues, at last resorts to heroic
measures which at once saves him from
the displeasures of his mistress and

about his life. He dictates to a friend a
cablegram which announces that he lias
been desperately wounded in a duel,
but is now out of danger. On the lsth
Of March, the day before Pranzini com-
mitted his dastardly crime, Miss E.
writes :

This morning Iwas playing on the violin
when your dispatch arrived. I was so happy
that Icould have sung on all day with this as
the burden of my song: "My darling is out
of danger, out of danger." My father has
learned that we correspond arid has taken
mother severely to task for it. She told him
all about our little romance of last winter
that is as much as poor, mamma knows
about it. -'This is the last of the American let-
ters. Probably before another was
written some morning in the bosom of
her family through the cable accounts
Miss E. learned the sinister character of
her adorable Don Juan.
