Chicago, July 19.—After trading was over

yesterday, news was received from the North-
west calculated to have a hardening effect on
grain. The dispatches told of discourage-
ment among farmers, especially corn
growers, and in some instances doubt was
expressed whether the aggregate yield would
equal the outlay for seeding without rain.
These advices advanced both corn and wheat
on the open boards, and this morning '"curb"
sales of the August option were
made at 70**8 C There were other considera-
tions which seemed to bolster the
bull side this morning. It was given out
that a heavy operator and a man of millions
was short a large line, and many bought

wheat under the impression that they were
there byhelping to harrow the soul of a man
well able to smile, and smile and lose a mill-
ion, still safe men who have given the exist-
ing situation careful investigation and who
speak from a Knowledge gathered from the
statistics or the world's food supply take a
decidedly hopeful view of the situation as
far as Chicago is concerned. They call at-

tention to the fact that within the past two

weeks this city has sold to outside parties
30,000,000 pounds of straight provisions in
the hogproduct, irrespective of lard. They
cite the continuous and

IXCKEASIXG FOREIGN DEMAND
for American wheat as a very encouraging
feature, and the conclusion which they draw
is one that points to a higher rate of prices.
The board was crowded to-day as it has not
been in two weeks, and at 9:20 the throng
around the corn pit atested the interest felt in
that cereal. Many were prepared to trade 111
wheat, but they lingered first on the outer

confines of the corn circle, waiting for some-
thing to turn up. They were not disappointed
something did turn up and that something
was com. ltwent up to 35% in the first
three minutes, while wheat, in sympathy,
vaulted to 71c. This carried the crowd "off
its feet*' so to esk, and there was
a season of lively buying. August
oats opened at '-'ti'-c. August short
ribs at J8.15, and September lard at £6.85.
Nearly everything on the board became
slightlyweaker after first opening spurt, re-
gaining strength, however, toward the noon
hour. There was a fair volume of country
buying, the recent hot weather having
moved many outsiders to investment. Corn
held nearly all its opening interest to the
close, but business dragged in the wheat pit
during the last hour.
