opening of the new mining regions
throughout the Lake Superior region,
the commereial relations to the North-
western  states of  Manitoba and
other Canadian provinees and other
collateral facts. The memorial reiates
the extraordinary growth of the busi-
ness of the Sault, and states that no im-
provement has yet been decided upon
which has not been outgrown betore
completed. The amount of freight pass
ing the canal has increased from 1.5
741 tons during the season of 1881 to 2.-
874,557 tons in 1886, an increase of 1.306.-
S16 tons, and points out that should this
rate or increase be maintained the eanal
will be insufficient to pass the commerce
Jong before it can be enlarged to meet
the greater demand upon it. In 1884
alone the inerease was 955.570 tons. The
memorial states that the region natu-
rally tributary to Lake Superior in-
cludes portions of Kansas, Nebraska,
Jowa and Wisconsin. and the whole of
Minnesota, Dakota, Montana, Wyoming
and the Canadian provinces. It em-
phasizes the fact that Duluth, instead of
Vhicago, has become the great wheat
market of the country.

TOO HEAVY GUNS
Provided for the New Steel Cruiser
Atlanta.

NEw Yorxk, July 20.—Private letters
from an officer and machinist on board
the new steel cruiser Atlanta, to friends
in the Brooklyn navy yard, say that
during the target practice in Garduer’s
bay. the day before yesterday, the eight-
inch bow and stern barbette pivot guns
recoiled with such foree as to tear loose
the track on which they turn and also to
rip up a portion of the heavy gun deck.
These guns are the heaviest guns afloat
in the service and those on the Atlanta
are the first of them to be tested on
board ship by our naval officers. Just
how serious the damage is could not be
learned. No official report of it has
reached the navy yard. The officers of
the Boston are anxious to know the
exact facts regarding the occurrence.
The Boston is a sister ship of the At-
lanta and the tracks for her eight-inch
guns are laid in the same way. Her
guns are not yet on board. The letters
say that the damage was done by a
charge of ninety pounds of powder.
During the firing a live sheep was used
to ascertain just how near men may
stand to the muzzle of these great guns
when they are fired without being killed
by the concussion. At one discharge,
the letters say, the sheep was blown
clean over a hatchway and Kkilled.
Officers on the Boston think this must
have been done to ascertain whether an
eight-inch gun can be safcl¥ worked
while a six-ineh gun next to it is being
fired almost across the eight-inch gun’s

When
1¢ had served his term he went to
America. He returned determined to
kill a French official in revenge for his
expulsion. The row with Retter was
the result, the whole affair being with-
out any politieal significance.

Zangerle has been imprisoned at
Nancy. A erowd tried tolynch him. In
his examination, Zangerle declared he
desired to kill a French official, It is
believed he is insane.

In Collision.

Loxpox, July 20.—Two more of the
great British ironclads have been in
collision.

The Afghan Boundary.

St. PETERSBURG, July 20.—The Af-
ghan boundary question was settled
to<day by the joint British and Russian
commission. By the terms of the settle-
ment Russia receives the territory lyin
between the Lausk and the Murgha
rivers, and aceepts the English frontier
line on the Oxus, renouncing her claims
to districts to which she would have
been entitled to by the terms of the ar-
rangement made in 1883, which she then
refused to accert.

The proctocols of the agreement will
be exchanged at a formal meeting of the
commission on Thursday or Friday, and
Sir West Ridgeway and his fellow com-
missioners will leave for London at the
end of the week.

At one time it looked
as if the office, several warehouses, the
dozen or more tanks in the neighbor-
hood, a large brick storehouse, the
docks along the river front and the
manufactories of the Boyonne Chemical
works, the Oxford Copper and Sulpher
company, and the Standard Match com-
gang and the large lumber yard of A.

OHIO DEMOCRATS.

They Meet To-day to Choose a
State Ticket.

Powell and Campbell Leading for
Governor.

Special for the Globe.

CLEVELAND, July 20.—The Foran
boom has spent its force, and to-night
the struggle for the gubernatorial nom-
ination is again confined to Powell and
Campbell. Hard work in behalf of the
Cleveland  congressman  was done
by his friends throughout the
day, but their efforts among the
county delegates were hamli(-ap]:ed by
the admitted force of Senator Payne’s
support of their eandidate and the usual
sectional difficulties incident to the
placing of the rest of the ticket.
As a result they have dropped
their claim that he would
be carried to the head of the ticket on a
wave of popular enthusiasm, although
they still contend that they will control
the balance of power. Between Powell
and Campbell the struggle is waxing
warm, and the adherents of the former
are strenously endeavoring to make it
appear that the mnational adminis-
tration is involved in the fight.
Silken badges with the inseription in
gold, “For the Administration and Pow-
ell” were distributed by the hundreds
from the latter's headquarters this after-
noon and all the talk was to the effect
that the nomination of Campbell would
be a direct slap at the president. The
Campbellites, however, say that this
assumption is not only purely gratuit-
ous, but unfounded, and the congress-
man himself, in conversation to-night
with the representative of the GLOBE,
spoke his mind very freely. “I have
not always voted with the administra-
tion,” he said, “and if my opponents
want to they ean make the most of
it. I am a Democrat, but not a servile
one. I represent the people of my dis-
trict and use my own judgment, and
when I am expected to blindly follow
any administration I will -hand in my
resignation and cease to be a congress-
man. On strictly party measures I am
a Demoerat, but  when non-party meas-
ures arise I propose to go on

MY OWN JUDGMENT.

It is true that 1 expressed myself as
strongly opposed to the president’sorder
regarding the return of the rebel tlags,
although I qualified it with an expres-
sion of opinion that his action was
perfunctory rather than purely original.
subsequent events proved that 1 was
right, but had they not I should have
adhered to my opinion and expressed
it for all it was worth. If my opponents
think that a Democratic representative
must blindly follow where a Democratie
president leads they are welcome.

Camp-
bell, moreover, has long been re-
garded as

and it is an interesting fact that while
Allen W. Thurman has publicly pro-
elaimed for Powell, Allen G. is said to
be as warmly in favor of the Seventh
distriet congressman. Efforts are being
made to-night by wire to obtain an ex-
pression of his preference for Campbell,
and the latter's friends are sanguine
that it will be forthcomiug. On the
whole the indications are that unless
Gen. Powell can secure a majority on the
first ballot Campbell will be the nom-
inee. Congressman George G. Zeney,
of the Second district, who will prob-
ably be the permanent chairman of the
convention, is one of the most bitter op-
ponents of civil service reform in the
state, and is expected to make a lengthy
address upon that subjeect. The com-
mittee on platform went into secret ses-
sion at 10 o’clock, with indications that
their labors would be protracted.

Fire at Cincinnati.

CINCINNATI, July 20.—Briggs Swift’s
old pork house, on the northwest corner
of Ninth and Sycamore streets, which
was recently remodelled for manufaect-
uring purposes, burned this forenoon,
involving a loss of $150,000. The fire
started in the ice-cream freezer factory
of the Gooch Freezer company, which
occupied the first and second stories of
the four-story structure. Their place
being filled with dry lumber, the fire
almost instantly communicated to the
whole building.

The other
occupants of the building were Wrigley
Bros., manufacturers of paper boxes,
and the White Star laundry.

CriNTON, Jo., July 20.—Four peocple
were shot during the Wild West per-
formance of Sells Bros.” circus Tues-
day night. George Harrington, aged
seventeen, was shot in the forehead and
will die. Mrs. W. A. Lambertson was
shot in the left breast, just above the
lieart, dangerously. Wallace Phillips,
aged sixteen, was shot in the top of the
head. He is seriously wounded. One
of the Indians was shot, but how badly
he is hurt is not known. He was imme-
diately taken away. Nocause was given
for using bullets, except that a cowboy
got the wrong revolvers. It was done
during an encounter of cowboys and In-
dians in the ring.

Another telegram says: No satisfac-
tory explanation was made. It is re-
ported that the cowboys wanted to kill
one of the Indians, and also that they
were drunk, but no arrests were made.
The extent of the affair was not fully
realized until the circus left town.

The Chicago Bumboats.

Cricaco, July 20.—The ¢ity author-
ities having failed to rid the harbor of a
collection of *bumboats,” run by various
persons, but prineinally by the notorious
“Black Jack” Yattaw, as floating
saloons, disreputable dance houses and
gambling dens, near the government
pier. the United States authorities yes-
terday called in all the owners and fined
them heavily for neglecting to display
proper signal lights on their various

cratts. This was the only way in
which  they ecould be reached.
All  agreed to abandon their

calling dnd take away the boats, except
“Black Jack,” who was obstinate. A
United States revenue cutter was called
down from Milwaukee, and to-day con-
fiscated Yattaw's notorious bumboat
and towed it into the river. At the last
moment Yattaw paid the $200 fine
assessed against him, but was surprised
to immediately receive notice of another
of the same amount for failing to dis-
play lights last night. After notifica-
tion of this he also managed to pay and
the revenue cutter withdrew for further
instruetions.

Riotous Strikers.

GREENSBURG, Pa., July 20.—A con-
fliet is reported between the miners at
work at the Mammoth coke works and
the strikers. A party of forty strikers
marched to the works this afternoon,
and after driving off Sheritf Byers and
six deputies, forced the fifteen men at
work to quit. In the melee three of the
non-union men were knocked down and
severely beaten. Sheriff  Byers has
called upon the governor for wmilitia to
rotect the men, as he says his force
1as declined to interfere, and destrue-
tion of property and perhaps loss of
life may result. The strikers are ugly,
and the impression in Westmoreland
county is that the strike is very far from
settlement, notwithstanding the action
of yesterday's convention.
