Chicago, July i2o.—"There will be no (55

cent wheat this year.'' said a trader to-

day, addressing a collection of members
gathered around the signal service mast.
"Not this year." said halfa dozen In concert.
"what"t the matter with wheat:"' "Wheat's
nil right. chorused the crowd. The day's
trading began with a healthier feeling in
every line. There is no longer much doubt,
uncertainty or mystery concerning the out-

come and "the leaders on both sides have
probably seen no period in six months when
the situation was so mutuallysatisfactory as
it is at present. For six or seven weeks men
have been buying provisions and grain at

reasonable prices. They have seen stocks in

all lines steadily reduced and the export

demand continuing. American railroad
stocks in London are well sustained
and there are numerous signs of encourage-

ment. On the Open board this morning wheat
sold at 70<sc and then at 71c, on the regular
board the first price paid was 71%e, after
which the cereal moved up to 71 and the
enthusiasts shouted:

"WHEAT'S ALL nioiiT.""
Corn was easier at the opening. It closed

tost night at 3s.«c, opened at 36*"ecand fell
to 38%e. August short ribs sympathized with
com. bringingbut $7.00. The first half hour

$6.2('<s. Wheat was "all right"" throughout

the day, but corn staggered badly. "It is rain-
ing in the Northwest."' was the wording of
telegrams; "weather cooler and showery,"

said another: "glorious rains for corn,"' read
another, and in half an hour August corn,
which closed at 3s.*sc was down to 37-4-.
August short ribs also took a plunge to
57.72%, or 35c under yesterday's closing.
Subsequently values steadied a little, but
most of the trading was done in the corn pit.

THE ItOI'TINK REPORT.
Chicago. July 20.—The destruction of

about 1.000.000' bu ofwheat by lire at Min-
neapolis and drought news had a buoyant
effect on the wheat market. August started
at 7i "'.-<-. %c higher. The fluctuations of the
first hour sent it down t070%@71c and up to
71V-. The latter figure brought out such
iiberal offerings that it took but a short time
to bring about a reaction to 7(>*Uc. Still later
it firmed up again to 7i",fec, principally on
private dispatches repotting damage by
chinch bugs in the southern part of the
state. At noon August stood steady at 71 %c,
subject to a fair amoun* of local trade
of a scalping character. The close was
slow at 70'Se. Corn was decidedly the
center ofattraction at the opening of the
board to-day. The crowd all at once woke
up to the fact that there was altogether too

much company in the long side of corn, and
that the drought had not yet assumed an un-
usually dangerous aspect. Nearly everybody
beSan selling-, and as nearly everybody was
low, the pit was soon a seething mass of
very excited brokers. The few bears in corn
saw their advantage and helped to fan the
-"xCitemeut into a fiercer flame. August com,
Which opened 'a'- lower at ySSfee, sold down
to 37*Uc before the excitement was stayed.
Additional drought news came in about the
\u25a0time August got down to-3/*Ue and a reac-
tion set in. which took it back to 38c. At
this figure the market became steady and
firm. A little alter noon reports were
circulated showing that the growing crop
in this state is not so seriously injured as was
supposed, and the longs began to sell freely.
-causing August to sell off "to 3.14 c. from
which figure it reacted to 37t_C and closed
at 371-C. Oats were easier, and with the ex-
ception of .Inlysold down %_>%cfrom yes-
terday's closing figures. August opened at
2('Uc and closed at 2."*>»i<c. Provisions were
quite active and the market was considerably
unsettled, prices being irregular and weak on
all the leading articles. Large receipts of
hogs and lower prices in the hog marKet, to-
gether with the improved prospects of the
corn crop, had a weakening influence on pro-
visions, and longs were disposed to realize.
The demand was quite active, mainly from
shorts. Lard was easier: August opened at
56.65 and declined to $<>.60.

Later developments
showed that the loss was only 950,000 bu,
and that there would be a large amount of
salvage, and values eased off aud trading
practically censed for lack of orders. Board
business is now almost nothing with Duluth
grain men, but shippers keep fairlybusy in
sending their wheat forward. From 11o'clock
to the close nothing was done. The close was
August opened at 75(4c, eased off to 74% c
and closed at 74*c.
