THE NOTORIOUS JOE FANT.
He is Held to Answer at Winnipeg
on Criminal Charges.
Special to the Globe.
WiNNireG, July 21.—The notorious
Joe Fant was brought back to the city
from Pembina, where he had been ex-

| tradited by Chief of Police Tupper, this

evening. A great crowd of people was
at the station to see him. A formal pre-
liminary trial was held, and he was re-
manded till next Wednesday. Fant was
arrested some time ago by Chief McRae
and made a bolt for liberty, shooting
MecRae, who was pursuing him. While
on the way up from Emerson Fant
asked Chief Tupper to request the news-
papers to say that if Chief McRae had
had a warrant for his arrest he never
would have tried to escape, but would
have submitted to arrest as willingly as
he had done to Chief 'Tupper. He de-
sired to state through the papers that
injustice had been done him in the ac-
counts of the shooting and stealing
affairs in which he was alleged to have
been implicated. Ile emphatically de-
nied that he shot MeRae, and repeated
iis former statement that he did not
have a revolver. He also desired to
state that he was perfectly innocent of
the charge of cattle stealing, and says

that he can  eclear himself on that
count. Ie will ask to be
i tried first for stealing cattle,

<o that he may establish his innocence.

a plot of Lis fellow prisoners to break
jail. His story was not at first believed,
but he repeated it at Emerson in the
presence of Chief Tupper and the war-
den of the jail, and from information
elicited it was discovered to be true.
The cell doors of the jail are locked
with bolts worked automatically, andas
soon as the deors are closed they be-
come locked, unless the lever control-
ling the bolts is arranged to prevent
it. The warden _does not_always lock
the lever after the prisoners retire at
night. and the plan anged Ly the
prisoners was for one of them to leave
his door slizhtly open, and ata time to
be fixed he s to open his door and
shiove the bolts, thus opening all the
doors. In order to aceomplish this task
easily the prisoners had taken coal oil

| from the lamps and oiled up the bolts

and all the machinery conneeted with
them, making them work with but little
effort. Fant claims he had no hand in
the plot.

Weak Milwaukee Milk.
MILWAUKEE, July 21.—A test of milk
is being made by the
health departinent. Prof. A. S. Mitchell,

assistant chemist of the Ann Arbor,
Mich., college, is the analyzer. Of

twelve samples thus far examined four,
or one-third contained less than 2} per
cent. of fat. which is about the average
for swill milk. The other eight were up
to or above the swill average. The
amount of fat in normal milk is about
3.65. Some of the samples which ran
very low in fat contained nearly 90 per
cent. of water.

Rescued From a Mine.

A TERRIBLE EXPLOSION

By Which One Person Was Killed
and Over 100 Injured.

SHEATOR, 111, July 21.—At 2:30 this
morning the entire city was aroused by
a most terrific explosion, which was im-
mediately followed by the ringing of the
fire bells. In a few minutes it was
learned that the powder house of the
Chicago, Wilmington & Vermi'lion Coal
company had been struck by lightning
and between 8,000 and 10,000 pounds of
powder had exploded. On arriving at
the scene a terrible sight presented it-
self. Every dwelling on the south and
west side of the powder house had been
completely shattered, and in most cases
entirely demolished. Nota vestige of
the powder house remains, while where
it stood is an excavation about sixty
teet long, forty wide and twenty deep.
Rescuing parties were formed and the
search for the dead and injured began.
Strange as it may seem, only one fatal-
ity has been reported, but a large num-
ber are seriously injured. Among the
wounded are:

MARY LOVE, right hip broken.

JAMES BLACKMORE, hurt in the back.

MRS, BLACKMORE, several ribs broken.

MRS. JAMES SHELDON, three ribs
broken.

MRS. THOMAS BRIDWELL!was badly cut
by flying glass.

MRS, HATTIE REASCHEN, an aged
widow, struck over the eye with a brick and
badly injured.

A tramp whowas sleeping in a ear
near the powder house was probably
fatally injured. The number of minor
casualties will reach nearly 100. There
were forty-five dwellings almost totally
demolished and there is not a plate
glass window left in the business por-
tion of the city. It isimpossible at this
time to estimate the loss, but it will
probably reach $75,000 or $100,000.

An Important Land Case.

W asHiNGToN, July 21.—The commis-
sioner of the general land office has
completed the adjustment of the grant
to the state of Kansas for the Missouri,
Kansas & Texas Railway company,
under the act of congr of March 3,
1863, and July 26, 1866. The commis-
sioner finds that the company is not en-
titled to indemnity for losses within its
granted limits by reason of prior grants
and reservations to the United States
by competent authority for the purpose
of aiding in any object of internal im-
provement or other purpose whatever.
On this basis the commissioner finds
that an excess of 293,431 acres over the
amount legally due has been certified
and patented for the benefit of the road.
The company claims indemnity for all
losses within its granted limits, no mat-
ter how occasioned, and should this
claim be aliowed the company would
acres. The
commissioner recommends that suit be
instituted by the government to recover
the excess, as found by him. Should
this decision be sustained it will con-
trol in the adjustment of all grants of
like character.

The Campbell People Beaten by Hard
Work on the Part of the
Winner.

Senator Payne Congratulates the Nom-
inee--Full Text of the Platform
Adopted.

CLEVELAND, O., July 21.—The Dem-
ocratie state convention has come and
gone, and Congressman Tom Powell, of
Delaware will be the standard bearer of
the party in the coming campaign. It
was the hard work of his lieutenants in
the last hours that brought him the vie-
tory. At midnight last night he lacked
fully sixty votes of a bare majority and
the prospeet of a coalition between thé
Campbell and Foran forces made his
prospects look dubious. Then it was
decided to make a final sortie upon the
combined ranks of the opposition, and
through the darkness, the dawn and the
morning up to an hour after the time
when the convention should have been
called to order, the emmisaries of Pow-
ell were laboring in his behalf. 'The
result was a surprise to every delegate
and spectator who was not in the secret.
On the first ballot the Delaware states-
man came within nine votes of a major-
ity and during the next ten minutes a
suflicient number of Campbellites had
concluded to get in out of the wet to in-
sure his victory. Campbell

MIGHT HHAVE BEEN SAVED
on the second ballot had the Foran
men thrown him their solid support, but
fifty of them preferred to go down with
their candidate rather than to put them-
selves on record as deserters irom the
flag that they themselves, rather than
the candidate, had hoisted. The threat-
ened opposition ty the indorsement of
the administration failed to materialize,
simply beeause the great bulk of the
convention at the very outset evidenced
very plamly that it would not tolerate
the introduction of any fire brands.
The love feast between Senator Payne
and Nominee Powell, which occurred
on the platform in full view of the con-
vention, with Col. Tim Donavin, the
senator’'s mortal enemy and Powell’s
chief lieutenant, standing in full view
of both, was one of the most remarkable
incidents of the gathering. On the who'e
the ticket, while not composed of mate-
rial calculated to arouse any great enthu-
siasm, is solid and respectable, and will
command the full party support. Re-
publiean politicians, who have been
saying all along that Campbell would
be the hardest man to beat, express
themselves as perfectly satisfied with
the day’s work of their opponents. 4
THE DAY IN DETAIL. v

CLEVELAND, July 21.—The spacious
music hall of the Forest City was
crowded in every part at 11 o'clock this
morning, when Chairman Henry Bohl, |
of the state central conimittee, ravped
the Democratic state convention to
order. Six hundred and fifty delegates
and as many alternates occupied the
seats upon the ground tioor. The wel-
coming remarks of Chairman Bohl were
brief and to the point. Just as he had
commenced Senator H. B. Payne was
escorted to a séat upon the stage, and
his appearance was greeted with feeble
and short-lived applause. The commit-
tee on permanent organization sub-
mitted the name of Hon. George G.
Seney for chairman, and the popular
representative of the Fifth congres-
sional district was received with round
after round of applause when he as-
sumed the position. Mr. Seney said
they had met to inaugurate a political
campaign which he confidently believed
would result in taking from the Repub-
lican party the control of the govern-
ment of the state. Happily the party
had no quarrel upon its hands. Demo-
crats everywhere were at peace among
themselves: they were never more
firmly united than at this time, and
every Democrat seemed to know who
would be his leader in 1888,

AFTER EULOGIZING THURMAN
and making a passing reference to the
Republican convention which assembles
next week at Toledo, the permanent
chairman sailed boldly into the eivil
service law. He said that while all
Democrats would give the administra-
tion a hearty support, there were many
who would be better satisfied if all Re-
publicans remaining in office were
promptly turned out and their places
filled with honest and capable Demo-
crats.

Labor being the
chief factor and great conservator of
free and liberal institutions, should
enjoy its full share of the common ben-
efits derived therefrom: therefore we
favor such restraints of the centraliza-
tion and encroachment of corporate
power as will bring the best possible

protection to honest labor, and
at  the same time  conserve
the interests of honestly employed

capital. We favor such legislation on
the question of immigration as will pre-
vent the landing, for permanent resi-
dence, of aliens who are not willing to
declare their intention of becoming
citizens of the United States. We de-
clare our opposition to the importation
of contract labor,and we demand speedy
punishment of all persons ineciting riot
and revolution against republican in-
stitutions. We denounce the present
Republican state administration as
weak, partisan, personal and unbusi-
We call on the people of
Ohio to turn out of power a state gov-
ernment whose only apparent mission
is to augment expenditures, multiply
deficiencies and increase

We de-
nounce the late Republican legislature
for its cowardly and hypoeritical alli-
ance, through intrigue with the Re-
publican board of pablic works and Re-
publican attorney general, in a scheme
whereby millions of dollars’ worth of
property of the state is to be transferred
to corporations interested in creating a
monopoly of transportation, without the
state or the people thereof re-
ceiving any benefit therefrom. We
demand the fullest safeguards for
the ballot box, the punishment of all
who choose to corrupt it and the enact-

.ment of a law making ita felony for

corporations, capitalists and employers
to intimidate or attempt to control the
political action of their employes. We
favor home rule in the management and

.control of municipal affairs, and de-

nounce the partisan acts passed by the
late Republican legislature to subserve
the interests of scheming }mliliuians.
We demand the repeal of all laws which

. deprive the electors of ‘the exercise of

their constitutional privileges. The
commercial and industrial interests of
the state require that equal use of all
transportation facilities be secured to
all on equal terms, and demand that fa-
voritism by eommon carriers and the
employment of corporate franchises to
foster monopolies and oppress the people
be prohibited by law: and that pools,
combinations, trusts or conspiracies to
corner or forestall the market and to
fetter or erush free competition be sup-
pressed by legislature.  We declare in
favor of a proper regulation of the lig-
uor traftie, and believe it to be the duty
of all good citizens to aid in reducing to
a minimum the evils resulting there-
from, and to this end favor the submis-
sion of an amendment to the constitu-
tion providing for the license of such
traflic.

The paragraph referring to Cleve-
land was well received and the other
sections were heartily indorsed, and the
platform was unanimously adopted.

THE NOMINATIONS,

At 11:40 nominations for governor
were declared in order, and Hon. James
G. Neal, of Butler county, took the
platform for the purpose of submitting
the name of Congressman J. E. Camp-
bell. He eulogized his candidate as the
tavorite son of Ohio, who had never yet
met defeat, and who, though young in
vears, had already achieved a famous
record for ability, efliciency, faithful-
ness and honesty in the public service.
He claimed for him the support of the
aboring element, and the cordial co-op-
eration of the junior senator for Ohio.
Campbell’s name was received, as was
also that of Gen. Powell, who was

laced in nomination by Charles W.
i)ial'-er, of Cincinnati, in a speech which
was a general arraignment of the Re-
publican party, state and national. The
third and last name to be placed in
nomination was that of Congressman A.
Foran. Hon. Echo M. Heisly, of Cleve-
land, was his eulogist, and his speech
was flowing and ornate. The applause
which greeted Forau’s name was the
most pronounced of the day, but it came
largely from the balconies and that see-
tion of the hall oceupied by the Cuyahoga
delegates. Ex-Congressman Isaac M.
Jordan, of Cincinnati, seconded the
nomination of Campbell. After the re-
sult of the first ballot had been declared
the Campbell men made an unsuccess-
ful attempt to force an adjournment.
Balloting was immediately recom-
menced. Contrary to expectation, the
Powell men held firmly in line while
1hey received accessions from the Camp-
bell column. When this was recognized
by the Foran men, they made an effort
in the direction of sustaining Campbell,
but it was toolate. Had the anticipated
@oalition of the Foran and Campbell
delegates gone into operation earlier on
the second ballot, the latter would have
received seven more than the necessary
majority.

MEN MOWED DOWN.

A Terrible Accident on the Erie
Near Hohokus.

NEw Yorx, July 21.— A frightful
railroad accident occurred this morning
on the Erie railrcad between Allendale
and Hohokus. A gang of Italian la-
borers were at work ballasting on the
railroad a little distance from a sharp
curve on the road about three-quarters
of a mile above Hohokus. The Chica-
go express, which was due an hour be-
fore, had not arrived, and these men
were busy at work, unconscious of the
terrible fate that was in store for them.
At a quarter past seven o'clock train
No. 12—the express which was due an
hour previous—dashed round the curve
before the men had the slighest warn-
ing, and struck the gang of wmen, kill-
ing twelve or fifteen on the spot, and
wounding many more. The shrieks of
the vietims were heart-rendering, and
the track presented a sickening sight,
being covered with mangled bodies.
The rails were spattered with blood and
strewn with broken bones and

PIECES OF RAGGED FLESH.

Some of the bodies were mangled be-
vond deseription, and crushed out ot
semblance of humanity. The most of
the victim’s deaths must have been in-
stantaneous, but some of them seemed
to Le in the last throes of death when
the train was brought to astandstill. W.
L. Hudson, a passenger on a loeal train
following the express, said that the
seene at the place of accident was the
most sickening he ever saw. “All along
the track,” continued Mr. Hudson, *are
strewn arms, legs, trunks and other
parts of bodies, end the track for a l":n:
distance is slippery with blood. The
train must have dashed into the midst
of the men before they were aware of
their danger. The conductor of the
train upon which I rode said that the
train hands of the express were not to
blame, and that the foreman of the gang
should have been on the lookout and
warned the men.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT
of the terrible accident says that about
100 Italians were at work on the road-
bed, when a train ecame along and the
Italians stepped on to the other track to
allow it to go by, but just then the Chi-
cago express thundered down on them
at the rate of fifty miles an hour and
literally mowed its way through them,
throwing - them right and left, tearing
arms, legs and heads off and grinding
flesh into the ground for 200 or 300 feet.
So fierce was the shock that although
the engine struck nothing but human
beings, the coweatcher was torn, twisted
and broken into pieces. Some of the
Italians were crowded against the rocks
in a very narrow space, and they
crouched down in terror. The engineer
reversed his engine and was coming to
a stop, when the passengers told him to
go aliead. Looking back they saw the
uninjured Ttalians
ACTING LIKE MANIACS,

They were yelling, gesticulating and
tearing their clothes. Some were
kneeling and others dashed about in the
middle of the ghastly pile of mangled
bodies. When they saw the train stop-
ping they made a rush for it, and had
they reached it undoubtedly the en-
gineer, fireman and conductor wounld
have been murdered. For this reason
it was deemed best to come on to Jersey
City, where the engineer and conductor
were closeted with the officers of the
road and away from where they could
be interviewed.

Eleven men were killed. Conductor
Bamper, who was on the counstruction
train behind the express, states that he
never saw

S0 HORRIBLE A SCENE.

One unfortunate, whose brains were
scattered for twenty yvards along the
track, jumped up three times after he
was thrown aside by the coweatelier:
and another man, whom he went to lift
up by the hand while he was yet quiv-
ering, caught his wrist in a convulsive
death grip, from which he was with
difficulty released. He saw many simi-
lar cases, and describes the shrieks and
moans of the wounded and dying as
something awful.

A Big Blaze at Buffalo.

BuFrrFaLo, N. Y., July 21.—An exten-
sive and destructive fire broke out this
afternoon, resulting in the destruction
of Zeigler's brewery, corner of Main
and Virginia streets. The fire spread to
the extensive car barns of the Buffalo
Street Railway company. on the oppo-
site side of Virginia street, and these
were soon destroyed. No one seemed
to know anything as to the origin of the
disaster. The fire was first scen burst-
ing through the roof of the brewery ice
house, on Washingion street. Zeigley’s
brewery plant, which is the largest of
the kind 1f the city, was recently pur-
c¢hased of Albert Zeigler by the Zeigler
Brewing company, of which J. Adam
Lautz is president. The price paid was
£250,000. It is thonght the property is
fully insured. The fierce flames leaped
across Virginia street and attacked the
roof and upper stories of the car barn
building. Streams were brought to bear
on it without effeet, and by 1 o’clock the
flames burst furiously through the cu-
pola of the struciure. All the horses
and considerable property in_the build-
ing were saved. There is $25,000 insur-
ance on the brewery building, which
will cover the loss. On the car barns the
loss is estimated at $50,000,

SIMON IS STILL HEARTY.

Gen. Cameron of Pennsylvania, the
Aged Politician, Now Making a
Tour of Europe.

An Unconfirmed Report That Stanley,
the Explorer, Has Met Death
in Central Africa.

Russia and France Evidently on Good
Terms and Ready for Prompt and
United Action.

Dr. Tanner Tells Why He Called a Tory
a Snobh--General Foreign
Intelligence.

QUEENsTOWN, July 21.—Hon. Simon
Cameron and party arrived here to-day
from New York on the steamship
Britannie, and proceeded for Liverpool
on the same vessel. Mr. Cameron stood
the voyage well, and found himself at
its termination in the enjoyment of full
vigor. lle said he ealeulated on remain-
ing in Europe until the end of Septem-
ber, and expeets to spend most of his
time in making a tour of England,
Scotland, France, Switzerland and Ger-
many.

EXPLORER STANLEY.
Unfounded Rumors Regarding
His Death in Africa.

By Cable to the Globe.

Lonpox, July 21.—The report of the
death of Henry M. Stanley created an
enormous sensation here. All of the
newspapers published the dispatches
annonncing the event with voluminous
obituary notices and sketches of his ex-
peditions.  His rescue of Dr. Living-
stone is dilated upon with great precis-
ion in detail, and the eminent services
of the supposed dead explorer are re-
counted at length and in laudatory lan-
guage. In spite of these elaborate trib-
utes to the famous traveler and author,
however, the reports of his death are
diseredited by the papers publishing
them, and even the West African Tele-
graph company, through whose agency
the news was brought, unable to
verify the statements. A various nam-
ber of theories are advanced to aceount
for the report, but none of them has
even as piausibie a foundation as the
rumor itself.

THE STORY DISCREDITED.

LoNpox, July 21.—A rumor is in eir-
culation here that Henry M. Stanley,
the African explorer, has been killed in
a fight with the natives. The St.
Thomas, West Africa, company has re-
ceived a report stating that Stanley was
shot dead while fighting the natives in
an effort to obtain supplies. Another
report is to the effect that the steamer
w.th the Stanley party on board was
sunk, and that the explorer lost his life
by drowning. 'This last report comes
from a missionary at a place called Ma-
tadi, who says he received it from a na-
tive from up country. No direct mes-
sage from the relief expedition has been
received. The rumor is utterly disered-
ited here. The latest authentic news
from him ‘vas from Armvimi, and was
sent under date of June 2. It would be
impossible for a native to reach Matadi
and then St. Thomas since that time.
The distance between Matadi and Arm-
vimi alone is 1,000 miles, through the
roughest country.

HAVE NO NEWS.

LoNpox, July 21.—Gen. Straueh, ad-
ministrator general of the* Congo free
states, telegraphs from Brussels to the
London ageney of the Associated Press,
that the central government of the
Congo, having its headquarters at Brus-
sels, has not received any unfavorable
news from the Stanley expedition.

RUSSIA AND I‘E;\NCE.

Indications That They Have En-
tered Into a Close Alliance.
By Cable to the Globe.

Loxpoxn, July 21.—The Pall Mall
Gazette prints a sensational article this
evening beginning with the caption,
“What Does This Mean?” and straight-
way goes on to tell what the man in the
Gazette office thinks it means. The at-
titude of France in regard to Egypt, the
article says, is extremely menacing.
Hitherto the claims of the French gov-
ermuent, while they have been extrava-
gant and unwarranted,have been models
of modest requirement compared with
those she now puts forth, and the basis
of her access of arrogance is easily dis-
cernable.

other incentive than the influence of
Russia since France has at no time
prior to this evinced any concern in the
genuiness of the Bulgarian assembly as
a1epresentative body, or questioned the
validity of its proceedings. The sud-

Georga
Hawksworth Pond (Conservative), mem-
ber for East Dorsetshire, and James
Pigwood (Conservative), member for the
Brentford division of Middlesex, were
present, and they could econfirm his
statement. Both gentlemen confirmed
Mr. Long’s statement. Patrick O’Hea
(Home Ruler), member for West Don-
ecal, said he also was present and that
he heard Mr. Long say *That was a nice
sell you got.” Mr. O’Hea added that
Dr. Tanner was jeered at by Mr. Lon
and his comrades. Sir Julian (inldsmiﬁ
(Liberal Unionist), member for South
St. Paneras, urged that the house let the
matter drop. William Henry Smith,
the government leader, said he regretted
that he was unable to accept Sir Julian
Goldsmid’s adviee. Dr. Tanner had
offered no explanation of his failure
to attend the house last Monday,
when the matter was first brought on.

ViENNA, July 21.-—-The Bulgarian
delegates who were sent to notify Prince
Ferdinand, of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, of
his election to the Bulgarian throne,
and to urge his aceeptance, are leaving
Vienna. 'They are disappointed with
the result of their mission. It is the
general opinion in Vienna that Prince
Ferdinand will formally decline to
ceupy the thione. )

Bodies Recovered.

GENEVA, July 21.—The bodies of the
six Swiss tourists lost while attempting
to ascend the Jungprau without the ase
sistance of guides have all been recov-
ered. They were found at the bottom
of the precipice.

A Water Famine.

Loxpox, July 21.—Drouth is causing
a water famine in Manchester. The
corporation has ordered a limit placed
on the ¢ity supply, having directed that
the flow be stopped every evening at 8
o’cloek.

A Fight in the Soudan.

CA1ro, July 21.— A report has been
received that a tribe friendly to Egypt
attacked the Mahdists under Osman
Digna, near Kassala, recently and that
heavy fighting ensued, during which
1,200 men were killed.

A Destructive Fire.

StT. PETERSBURG, July 21. — Three
hundred and fifty houses have been de-
stroyed by fire at Svensjang, in the
government of Vilna, Russia. Four
thousand people were made homeless,
