THE LIAR ABROAD.
In addition to the fierce heat which was so

terrifvingly set forth in the St. Paul dis-
patches, Minnesota continues to be infested
with a plague of insects. Altogether as a
summer resort Minnesota is not panning out
very well this year, and may be considered
less" desirable "for tourists than the many
charming springs around Kansas city.

Similar paragraphs to the above have
been appearing of late in numerous
journals, notably in those published in
cities which have long viewed with
envious eyes the growth of the Twin
Cities' and the attention given to Minne-
sota by those who, tired of being
scorched in the pursuit of pleasure in
the South and East, have found in Min-
nesota the haven ofrest they long have
sought.

It is almost needless to say that tin-
twostatements contained in the above
paragraph are substantially false.
While for a few days the hot wave
which swept over the entire country
also effected Minnesota in a degree, at
no time was the heat "terrifyingly
fierce." Lv fact the mercury registered
a lower degree of heat in St. Paul than
in any Eastern or Southern city. In
Duluth. which our earning contempo-
raries may remember is in Minnesota,
the lowest temperature observed in the
entire country was reached.

In the large cities but two or three
cases of prostration from heat have oc-
curred during the entire summer
against scoresof victims in Kansas City,
St. Louis, Chicago and New York. More
than ever before have the merits of
Minnesota as a summer resort been ap-
preciated, ami a greater number of peo-
ple than ever before ill her history have
enjoyed Minnesota breezes and Minne-
sota hospitality. li is natural that places
such as Kansas City, which in summer
rivals a baker's oven in scorching quali-
ties, should envy Minnesota^- good for-
tune, but their people should instead of
trying to belittle it come up to her
woods and lakes and learn that there is
at least one place in the country where
life in the summer time is worth living.

As to Minnesota being infested with
a plague of insects. That charge needs
no extended refutation, It is simply
false. To use an expression ofwhich out-

learned contemporary, the New York
Sun, is fond, there is no need of either
bug or fly ointment in Minnesota, which
in all things is as nearly perfect as it is
possible for a section of this terrestia
ball to be. _
THE MANITOBA DIFFICULTY.

The summing up of the contention
between Manitoba and the Dominion
government is simple enough, but it
seems to 1> • imperfectly understood on
this side of the line. The Canadian
government, for the supposed purpose
of aiding the trade of British Columbia
and Ottawa, as well as for binding
those two provinces together substan-
tially,created the great monopoly known
as the Canadian Pacific railroad. This
road runs through Manitoba and exacts
tribute from the Man'tobans to an ex-
asperating and oppressive degree. The
people clam it is of no tommercial ad-
vantage to them whatever, but that they
do want lines to the North ami to the
South. It is in this endeavor to
secure a Southern route to the
bonier that they are meeting with
such strenuous opposition on the part of
the Canadian Pacific and the govern-
ment combined. But the Manitobaus
possess a good deal of the American in-
dependence of character and are not
likely to be turned aside from the ac-
co_-pli*»hm-.'nt of their plans by nionop-
olKtilc or even governmental bluster.
Itmay take more time than was at first
supposed to be necessary, but sooner or
later the Red River line is bound to be
an accomplished fact.

SEALERS SEIZED.

The -fcatory policy the government
pursued last winter regarding the ques-
tion ofthe jurisdiction over Behring's
sea and the right ofBritish and other un-
authorized vessels toinvade the sealing
waters it; the neighborhood of the Aleu-
tian islands, has had the natural result.

A recently arrived vessel brings the
inteU:— that a fleet of twentypre-
datory vessels is cruising in the vicinity
of the seal islands, and is only pre-
vented from the illegal taking of seals
by the vigilance of one small revenue
cutter. Already two vessels have been
seized by the cutter, one of them an
Englishman, and the chances are the
government will consequently be in-
volved in fresh international difficul-
ties which an early decision ofthe ques-
tion would have avoided. Not only
that, but immense harm will be done
the country's valuable sealing interests
unless aid is sent to the cutter now
keeping guard, and which, obviously,
cannot successfully watch twenty ves-
sels.

Since the government maintained, so
far as it maintains anything, that no
vessel- beyond those authorized by it

have a right to engage in -sealing in
Alaskan waters, itshould send sufficient
force to Alaska to keep the intruders
out. There would not have been a
single pirate in the waters ifthe govern-
ment had maintained a bold front last
winter as to the absolute ownership by
this country ofthe waters in dispute, \u25a1

As it is. the only thing to be done is to
keep the invaders away by force until
the state department can make up its

mind to protect American rights with-
out regard to foreign bluster.'

THE OHIO DEMOCRACY.
The Ohio Democrats have evidently

gone in to win. They indicated their
purpose to make an aggressive cam-
paign by calling their state convention
in advance of the Republicans. The
result of the Cleveland. convention yes-
terday is further evidence of this pur-
pose. Both the candidates and the plat-
form are suggestive of victory. Gen.
Powki.i., the nominee for governor, is a
clean man upon whom all factions of
the party can unite. The platform is
explicit and patriotic enough to suit the
most critical. There is now.no occasion
forDemocratic dissension in the Buck-
eye state. The ranks will be closed up
and the country need .not be surprised
at a big Democratic victor.* in Ohio.
In addition to the strength of
their ticket and the soundess of their
platform the Democrats of Ohio will
find a contributory cause to their com-
ing triumph in the state election in the
persistency with which Senator SllKH-
max continues to force himself upon the
Toledo convention. He is determined to
have an indorsement from the Republi-
can state convention when it meets in
Toledo next week, and he will get it.
But there is many a leading Republican
in Ohio who would prefer to see the state
go Democratic twenty times than that
John Shkumax should occupy the
presidential chair. If the Toledo con-
vention indorses Shei'MAx's presiden-
tial canvass and the Republican state
ticket is defeated on the strength of that
indorsement, Mr. Siikkmax will be
knocked higher than a kite.

PAYING THE PIPER.
One Victoria, by the accident of

birth, queen of Great Britain jand em-
press of India and nominal ruler of
those countries, comes before parlia-
ment with a monstrous request. She
has recently been holding a gaudy and
extravagant jollificationof the fiftieth
year during which she has posed as a
costly and useless ornament. To her
merry-making she invited numerous
other royal nincompoops and figure-
heads. After the usual style there was
an inordinate amount of feasting and
general entertainment of a costly char-
acter, all the more eagerly entered into
because it was free to all princely par-
ticipators. Naturally being the queen's
guests it was a natural supposition that
the old lady would pay for their jollity
out of her own private purse, which is
by all odds the most extensive owned by
any woman in the world.

But not a bit of it. The queen of
Great Britain and the empress of India
is too shrewd and thrifty to use her per-

INTERSTATE EXTRADITION. .

• The governors of New York.Vermont,
Massachusetts, Connecticut and Penn-
sylvania having united in a call for a
conference for the purpose of adopting
a uniform system of rules and practice-
to be adhered to and followed by their
respective states in cases of extradition
procedure, there is no reason why all
the states should not participate in the
conference. The difficulties in the way
of interstate extradition are a great
check on the proper execution of crimi-
nal law. These difficulties originate
from the different methods of extradi-
tion procedure in the different states.
Each state has its own rules on extradi-
tion, ami scarcely any two of- them ac-
cord. Shrewd lawyers are not slow
to take advantage of the variety
of rules which prevail, and thus by
hook, crook and device the execution of
the criminal law is retarded, and in
many cases wholly defeated. If the
prime object of government is to pro-
tect society from the violators of law
then there should be a uniformity of
interstate extradition laws so that .a
criminal could be arrested wherever

j found and removed from one state to
I another with tlie same facility that he

can be transferred from one county to
another in the same state, jMinnesota
is as much interested in this matter as

•New York or Pennsylvania. Anything
which smooths the way to a prompt
trial and imprisonment of a criminal is
of equal benefit to society in every state
in the Union.

where thoroughbreds originated. Three
oriental stallions are entitled to the credit of
being the scions ofall thoroughbreds.

* **The first of these was ByerlyTurk, a sor-
rel stallion captured in 10-: from the Turks
by a low Dutch dragoon and afterwards pur-
chased by Capt. Bteely, of the English
army. He was used as a cavalry horse during
the Irish campaign in 1089.

* *
The second was Darly the Arabian, also a

sorrel stallion who was a horse of the Desert.
His superior qualities were first discovered
by the English consul at Aleppo, who rode
him on a hunting expedition. On the recom-
mendation of the consul the horse was pur-
chased by Mr.Dari.v, of Yorkshire, and was
imported to England in 1713.

The third was Sham, a bay horse, who was
sent as a present from the Bey of Tunis to
Ludwig XV.,and was brought to France in
the beginning of the eighteenth century. He
was thought to be of too slender a frame to
be valuable for a breeding horse and was de-
graded to the rank of a common kitchen
wagon horse. Afterwards by a chain of pe-
culiar circumstances he came into the pos-
session of Lord OoD.iLi'inx. who _e_og___eJ
his excellent qualities and elevated him to
the front rank in the horse kingdom. His
Bane was changed to Godolphin Arabian in

1731, and he proved to be the noblest scion
ofour present horse aristocracy*.

MILLIONS ARE AT STAKE.
The Proposed Baltimore & Ohio Deal

Culminates in a Couple of Big
Lawsuits.

Messrs. Ives and Staynor Bring Two
Actions Against Garrett for

Breach of Contract,

And the Papers Were Served on the De-
fendant in New York Last

Evening.

The Interstate Commission-The Pacific
Roads Inquiry-General Rail-

way News.

New York, July 21.—Henry S. Ives
and George N. Staynor have sued Rob-
ert Garrett. To-day they commenced
two actions in the supreme court of this
state, and the summons in each was
served on Mr. Garrett to-night at the
Victoria hotel. One action is for the
specific performance of Mr. Garrett
on a contract made between him
and Henry S. Ives and George
N. Staynor for - the delivery to
the last named at a fixed sum of a con-
trolling interest in the stock of the
Baltimore & Ohio railroad, which car-
ried with it both the telegraph and ex-
press companies. The other suit is for
pecuniary damages for the breaking of
this contract. This action on the part
of Ives and Staynor was hastened on
account of Mr. Garrett's

CONTEMPLATED departure
for Europe Saturday. The complaints
in the two csuits will be drawn and
served as soon as possible. Ex-Got.
Hoadly, of Ohio, is Ives and Staynor
counsel. A gentleman who has* been
conversant with the matter from its in-
ception said to-night: "Mr. Garrett, I
kno\i_ entered into a written
contm-t with Ives and Staynor,
by which he agreed to deliver to
them a contracting interest in the
Baltimore &Ohio company. This con-
tract was carefully drawn under the su-
pervision of lawyers representing all
the parties to it and was the subject of
numerous conferences before it was
gotten into shape. Itwas not a contract
that called for a specific payment on a
fixed date, for necessarily the carrying
out of such a sheme was
subject to many incidental
delays, contracts with other parties and
the perfecting of arrangements with
other lines so as to complete a powerful
trunk line system. The conferences
with Mr. Garrett have all been very
pleasant, and with the Last one with him
on Tuesday, I understand that
owing to some unforseeu delays
Mr. Garrett himself made a
proposition whereby he could
go abroad and still close the matter be-
fore hand, and 1 am told that, acting on
his suggestion, arrangements had
practically been consummated by which

AN ATTEMPTED OUTRAGE.

A Negro Climbs Into a Lady's
Chamber, But is Frightened
Off. y?p
A dastardly attempt was made at

Elkton, Md., recently by a negro boy to
commit an indecent assault on the per-
son of Mrs. Emma Silverberg, who was
awakened in her sleep by some one
placing a hand on her breast. The lady
and her mother and child retired about
10 o'clock, and the night being very
warm the window was left open and the
lamp burning. When she awoke she saw
the negro squatting down by the side of
her bed. thus trying to hide himself.
Mrs. Silverburg jumped up and grabbed
for him, but he was too quick for her.
He sprang to the window and attempted
to get away, when Mrs. Silverberg
caught him by the foot and screamed
for help. The negro kicked himself
loose and fell to the ground. Charles 11.
Smith, a merchant of Elkton, had been
out driving that evening and had just
returned his team to the Howard house
stables, and started to leave the stable
yard, when his attention was attracted
by Mrs. Silverberg's screams. A mo-
ment later Mr. Smith saw a negro man
running toward him, anil halloed to him
to stop. The man jumped a fence and
went behind the stables. Mr. Smith did
not pursue him, but went to ascertain
the trouble. There were but few
around at the time, and after findingout
what had happened Mr. Smith returned
to the bar room of the hotel and gave
the alarm.

He had not been there very long be-
fore in walked a negro boy. whom he atonce recognized as the one he had seen
running from the house of Mr. Lieber-
man. Mr. Smith told the clerk in the
hotel to shadow him until lie returned.
Mr. Smith returned to the house of Mr.
Lieberman and asked Mrs. Silverberg
ifshe would go with him to the How-
ard house to identify the party who was
in her room. She consented, and as
soon as she saw the boy she recognized
him.

The negro boy was Eugene Salisbury,
aged about eighteen years, who was em-
ployed about the hotel to drive cows,
run errands, etc. The back yard of the
hotel and that of Mr. Lieberman ad-
join, and Salisbury got into Mrs. Silver-
berg's chamber by crawling on the roof
of the icehouse in the Howard house
yard and taking a piece of plank about
six feet long and placing it on the win-
dow-sill, thus making a very easy en-
trance. When Salisbury was" accused ofbeing in Mrs. Silverberg's room he de-
nied it. saying he had been out of town.
This was not true, for he had been in
the bar room sweeping the floor. There
being no constable around, the coroner
arrested him ami hurried him off to
jail. When the news spread public
opinion was very bitter against the
negro boy. and the ''false-face brigade
was freely and openly talked of. Salis-
bury often slept on the back porch of
the Howard house, facing Mrs. Silver-
berg's chamber window, and has been
caught several times watching her pre-
pare for bed. Mrs. Silverberg is a lady
of very fine physique, will weigh about
105 pounds, and had she gotten hold of
the boy no doubt could have managed to
have held him until help arrived.

The Frightful Experience of a
Little Boy in Pittsburg.

The lad was playing in Carson
street with Charley I-'riel, a younger
boy of the same neighborhood. In the
course of their childish sports Charley
began playing pranks upon a large and
seemingly good-natured tom-cat of the
Maltese breed. Pat stood in front of
the cat no more fearful than chil-
dren usually are with familiar
domestic pets. All at once, after
Charley had annoyed the eat beyond en-
durance, the animal sprang upon little
Pat with the ferocity ofa young panther.
Planting its teeth in the tail's right
hand the cat locked its jaws firmly, ami
began in a rapid and ferocious applica-
tion ofclaws to the wrist and arm. Un-
able to shake the vicious brute off, the
suffering child stood still and screamed
until he fell upon the sidewalk from ex-
haustion. Still the eat hung on. Mrs.
Keating, a neighbor, Hew to the lad's
rescue and kicked ami beat the eat, but
all in vain. Then several men, among
them a Mr. Titus, tried to relieve the
lad from his distressing situation.
Clubs were brought into requi-
sition, and the ferocious feline
was beaten furiously. This only
seemed to set the brute's ugly determin-
ation more desperately towards his
young victim. Finally a bad blow on
the cat's neck opened his jaws, and
the child was hastily taken into the
house, but not before the animal had
made another spring to catch him.

The wiry brute was at last firmlyheld
under the boots of John Danehy, while
that young gentleman applied the sharp
side of a hatchet to it. Six blows from
the weapon were necessary to dispatch
the brute, and then the latter was de-
capitated.

A large crowd of spectators congre-
gated and witnessed the really distress-
ing affair. Little Pat's hand and wrist
were frightfully lacerated, and it is
feared by some that, inasmuch as the
cat's teeth were set in his blood forfully
five minutes, hydrophobia may result
from the attack.
