AN INSURANCE SCORCH.
The editor of Insurance, a New

York journal published in the interest
of the insurance business, prints an

open letter in the last issue of his paper
addressed to Gov. Mct'ii.r.. of this state.
in which Insurance Commissioner
SnAXin.KW is drawn over the coals in
the liveliest sort of a way and the gov-
ernor himself gets a fewheavy digs in
the ribs. The cause of this open attack
upon the governor and his insurance
commissioner is the licensing of the
Old People's Mutual Benefit Society of
Elkhart. Ind., a company pronounced
by the editor of Insurance to be the
•worst kind of a grave-yard insurance
concern, and which is outlawed in every
state in the Union except in Indiana
and Minnesota. This open letter
is signed by S. H. Davis.
whose name appears at the head
Of Insurance as its editor, and
if the allegations contained in the
letter are true, he puts our state insur-
ance commissioner in a sorry plight, as
well as places the governor of the state
in a compromising attitude. From Mr.
Davis' showing of the ease it appears
that the Elkhart insurance concern is a

.society which writes policies of from
SI.OOO to -?4,000 on lives that have passed
the scriptural hounded three score years
and ten. In other words it takes up the
insurance business just at that point
where other companies doing a legiti-
mate business think it safe to leave off.
About the size of it is that the policy
hold, and the company make a bet on
how long it will take some old man or
some old woman to die. The policy
holders as a rule are not
the old men and the old
women, but are gamblers, who
who are patting up their money on the
short duration of the old folks' lives.
Such is the kind of a. concern Mr.
Davis says the Minnesota insurance
commissioner has licensed to do busi-
ness in this state. His specific charge
is that Commissioner Siiaxdrew lias
licensed a company to do insurance
business "which has no quality of real
life insurance in it; that the funda-
mental element, insurable interest, is
wholly lacking in its contracts: that it
does not intend indemnification for loss,

but that it tempts man's greed with the
hope of gain by another man's death."
This is a very serious charge against
our state insurance commissioner, and
if it is true, he not only deserves the
raking that the Insurance* gives him.
but he deserves to be removed from
office. The Globe does not aim to sit
in judgement on the truthfulness of the
charges, It simply gives to the public
the statement made by the editor of an
Eastern insurance publication, dis-
tinctly averred in an open letter ad-
dressed to the governor of the stale.

.<».— PERSONA IjPROPERTY.
Any considerable increase in the

amount of pergonal property assessed
for taxable purposes from one year to
another is probably a surer Indication
of the growing prosperity of a commu-
nity than a corresponding increase in the
value of real estate. The increase of
personal property means an actual in-
crease of business and an addition to
the stock in trade and to the number of
business establishments. The figures
taken from the assessor's books for the
current year and published exclusively
in yesterday's Globe, show a marvelous
condition of prosperity in St. Paul busi-
ness circles. An increase of 52,000,000
worth of personal properly in one year
is a record which, any city could be proud
of. It is a positive evidence that the
rapidity of our development, of which
all the world has heard, it no fiction.

Negroes Rendered Crazy By a Fa-
natic Preacher.

Atlanta, da.. July;2o—There is a
little colored church on the Green's
Ferry road leading out from Atlanta,

midway between the Chattahoochie
river and Sweet Water creek, the con-
gregation of which is now in a perturbed
condition. The brethren are primitive
Baptists, greatly interested in the true
mode of entering the water, and zealous
for the washing of feet. Lately there
has sprung up in the congregation a
powerful exhorter named Simon Brown.
One day two weeks ago Simon, who is
an industrious tanner, was in the field
weeding the cotton, when all of a sudden
the scriptural injunction, "Seek and ye
shall find,'.! took complete posession of
him. That night he could not sleep for
thinking of it, and the next day.
which was foot-washing day
in the little church, he appeared
there being a very solemn look. He
announced that he had a very important
charge to deliver: that Christ had com-
manded sinners to seek and they would
find; that search should be instituted to
the abandonment of every other duty.
While he was speaking the Governor's
Horse guards, of Atlanta, passed by on
their way to Camp Grady. The sight of
armed men on horseback so unexpected,
and never witnessed there before, had a
thrilling effect on the worshipers.
Brown referred to it as a divine mani-
festation and urged his hearers to seek
at once and not to stop until they had
found the pearl of great price. For ten
days the members of the congregation
have left plows idle and houses empty
walking around anil looking in the hid-
den places for the treasure. Efforts have
been made by the farmers to these
people to get? them to return, but it is
useless. They declare that unless they
find religion they will be lost, and that
the only wav to find it is to look for it.
without ceasing. The women are wil-
der than the men. They go down in
wells and fish around to see what is in
the bottom. They turn over stones and
logs, look under houses, and even dur-
ing the long hours of the night strange
figures carrying lanterns can be seen
going about in the forest whicii fringes
the Chattahoochie, looking for the
unique object of their search. Brown is
looked upon as an oracle, and every
evening about sundown the supersti-
tious people gather about him to listen
to his latest revelations. Yesterday,
one of the white citizens threatened to
have Brown tried for lunacy, with the
result of nearly losing his life. The
maddened worshippers declared that he
was an agent of the devil who sought
to destroy the people's faith. There
appears to be no diminution of the
zeal.

DIED IN HIDING.

Demise of John Taylor, President
ofthe Mormon Church.

Salt Lake. Utah. July 20.— is an-
nounced to-night that John Taylor,
president of the Mormon church, died
at 7:55 last evening. The funeral will
be at noon Friday next at the taber-
nacle. The body will lie in state in that
building from 7 toll ::*0 a. m., and the
public will be permitted to view the
remains. John Taylor was born in
Milntborpe, Westmoreland county, Eng-
land. Nov. I,ISOS. He joined the Meth-
odist church in England, emigrated to
Canada in 1832, following his parents,
who went two years before. He got in
conflict with the Methodists in Toronto
and became a Progressist Methodist.
When Parley P. Pratt visited that city in
1£36 Taylor and others were baptized in
the Mormon church by Hill,and in 1837
went to Kirtland. In 1838 Joseph Smith
had the revelation naming Taylor and
others for members of the quorum of
twelve apostles to fillvacancies. He did
much missionary work for the church
for twenty years in the Isle of Man,
England, Scotland. France and Wales.
He was also editor of various church
papers; was with Joseph Smith
in the Carthage jail and re-
ceived four shots when the as-
sailants opened tire. Another bullet
lodged in his watch. which
saved his life. He published the Book
ofMormon in France and issued a paper
in New York city in 1854 called "The
Mormon.'' He" was president of the
twelve apostles when Brigham Young
died in 1877. and as such remained at
the head of the church till 1880,
when he organized the first presidency
anew, taking the place himself, which he
held till death. After the passage
of the Edmunds law of 1882 he
pretended to give up his wives, but in-
stantly preached that no Mormon could
do this, and nobody believed he had done
it. He was indicted early in 1885 last.
He last appeared in public on Feb. 1,
1885. Since then he has been in hilling

from the officers of the law. Taylor was
one ofthe earliest and firmest adherents
of polygamy. Yet after he dropped it
he took occasion to deny that such prac-
tice prevailed among the Mormons.
George O. Cannon publishes a long and
violent announcement of his death in
the Desert News this evening, charg-
ing his death to the cruelty
of the officers of the law in
not permitting Taylor to come out and
have his usual exercise. Cannon says
Taylor occupies the place of a double,
martyr; that he has been killed by the'
cruelty of the officials who have in this
territory misrepresented the govern-
ment of the United States;
again his blood stainsthe clothes
of those men. who with in-
sensate hate offered rewards for bis ar-
rest and have hounded him tothe grave.-.
History will yet calltheir deeds by their'
right names", but one greater than the ij

combined voices of all historians, will;

INTERNAL REVENUE.

Interesting* Statistics From the
Report for Last Year.

Wasiiixotox, July 26.—Hon. Joseph
S.. Miller, commissioner of internal
revenue, to-day submitted to Secretary
Fairchild a preliminary report of the
operations of the service during the
fiscal year ended June 30. ISS7, from
"which the following facts and figures
are taken. The total collections from
all sources of internal revenue for the
fiscal year just ended were 8118.8:55.757.
which amount has been accounted for
and covered into the treasury. This is
$1,932,888 more than the collections for
the previous fiscal year. The cost of
collection to be paid out of appropria-
tions made to the revenue bureau for
the fiscal year ended June 30. 1887. was
about $4,070,000. ln order to ascertain
the exact cost of collection it willbe
necessary to add to the foregoing
sum the amount expended for the
printing of internal revenue stamps, the
appropriation for that purpose for the
year ended June 30. 1*387, having been
included in the sum appropriated for
the bureau of engraving and printing.
The amount expended for this purpose
willbe stated In a subsequent report.
During the year the offices of the sev-
eral collectors of internal revenue have
been examined as frequently as possi-
ble, and the reports received of these
examinations indicate a very generally
satisfactory state of the internal reve-
nue service throughout the country.
The receipts from the different objects
of taxation, as compared with the re-
ceipts for the previous year, were as
follows: Spirits, 185,829.533, a decrease
of 13,262,944; tobacco. -530,108,007. an in-
crease of $2,200,700; fermented
liquor, 821,922,187, an increase of
82*245,456; oleomargarines723,94B, an in.
crease; banks and bankers $4,288, an in-
crease; miscellaneous $247,945, an in-
crease of $21*435. The quantities of dis-
tilled spirits, fermented liquors, manu-
factured tobacco, snuff, cigars and
cigarettes, on which tax was paid during
the year were as followsV Spirits dis-
tilled from napes, apples and peaches,
1.211,532 gallons, a decrease of "344,402;
spirits distilled from other materials 66,-
--188,859 gallons, a decrease of 5,120,502;

'•number "of cigars 3,788,805,443, an in-crease of 277,400,955; number of
cigarettes 1,584,505,200, an increase of
273,543,850; snuff 0,501,87," pounds, an in-
crease of 305,820; tobacco 199,937.648
pounds, an increase of 14,511.455; fer-
mented liquors 23,321,520 barrels, an in-
crease of 2,410,593 barrels. The above
figures indicate a decrease in the con-
sumption of spirituous liquors and a cor-
responding increase in the consumption
of malt liquors.

A Muddle Threatened Regarding

\. ; I the Matter ofTitles._ Washington. July 26.—1t is ascer-
tained that the object of the visit of Sir
John Thurston, governor of the Fiji
islands, is to confer with the state de-
partment 00 some features of affairs in
the Samoan islands, in which civilized

'countries have a common interest. It
is by virtue of his position as special

'commissioner to Samoa and not because
he is governor of the Fiji islands that
'he has special knowledge with respect
to Samoan affairs. He is now on his
way to Emrland to confer with the for-
eign office" as to Samoa, and to make a
personal report. The. one subject in
which the three countries, the United
States, Great Britain and Germany.have
a common interest is the title to the
lands. Large tracts have been sold by
the natives to foreigners (75,000 acres
having been sold in one hotly to Ger-
mans) at a very low price. In some in-
stances for not more than 81
in acre. The consideration has
often been ammunition and ar-
ticles of barter, r but the - title "to
the ilands, owing to the communistic
system in which families frequently
live, are not clear. There has been a
disposition to postpone the evil day, but
as foreign countries, . rivals -to each
other, are. constantly acquiring larger,
possessions in the islands, it is deemed
ofimportance that there should be some
adjustment of the difficulties.; So great
have been: the \u25a0 complications that -the

\u25a0natives have been, forbidden by the
Samoan government to sell their (lands,.
but they nave not strictly obeyed this

order. The United States, ifit desire^
to retain the. advantage which it now
has in Samoa, will be obliged soon to
renew the treaty with that government.
The present treaty, which was the. first
which Samoa ever negotiated with any
government, will expire July 3. 1888. It
is not probable that Sir John Thurston
is anxious to assist our government to
secure the negotiation of a new treaty,
but Great Britain.and Germany, will un-
doubtedly co-operate to improve the
basis of..the development of commerce
by coming to some understanding as to
land titles, and it is admitted by those
who have visited the islands that the
government of Samoa will do whatever
the three governments named willunite
in asking it t0.d0.._ _j

PERTINENT FACTS.

Some Data for the Grand Army
Men to Think About.

The Administration Compared
"With Its Republican Predeces-

sors.

Washixgtox, July 26.—-The pension
bureau has prepared statistics relating
to the number ofpension bills signed by-
President Grant and his successors in
office that willprove interesting to the
Grand Army men and others.

From this statement, which was com-
pleted to-day, it appears that during
Grant's first administration 321 special
acts were approved, and during his sec-
ond term 254.

President Hayes approved :0:* special
acts and President Arthur 25.

In the first two years of President
Cleveland's administration he approved
820, or 275 per cent, more than during
Grant's first term, 240 per cent, more
than during his second term, and nearly
double the number or 100 per cent, more
than in Grant's two terms.

BILLS APPROVED.
President Cleveland has approved 183

per cent, more bills than Hayes, and
over 170 per cent, more than Garfield
and Arthur combined.

As a still further manifestion of the
attitude of the present Democratic ad-
ministration toward the Union soldiers,
the pay-rolls of the pension office, a
bureau more closely connected with the
soldiers of the country than any other,
show that out of 1,531 employes, B*sl, or
51 per cent., are either soldiers or sail-
ors, willows, sons or daughters of sold-
iers, while only 700 are civilians, most
of whom occupy the minor positions as
messengers, watchmen, etc.

Three hundred and seventy soldiers
or their kindred occupy the higher
positions, the income of which is 61,200
per. annum and upwards, against 298
civilians, a difference in favor of the
soldiers of nearly 27 per cent.

XTMEXTS MADE. ;?"
In reference to the appointments

made by Commissioner Black, itappears
by the same statement that out of 410
appointments made from March 17,
1885, to June 30, 1887, 200 were soldiers
or soldiers' kindred and 180 were civil-
ans, a net difference in favor of the sol-
diers of forty-four or nearly. 28 per
cent.

Fifteen out of the eighteen United.
States pension agents are among the
number of ex-Union soldiers appointed,
and one is the widow of the brave Geu.
Mulligan, whose lame is associated
with the battle of Lexington, Mo.

The only two agents who held over
from the previous administration are
distinguished ex-Union soldiers, who
have been severely wounded. Gen.
Black has .appointed twenty-nine ex-
Union soldiers in excess of the. total
number dropped from the roll by death,
discharge, resignation, or otherwise.
This, with 150 employes less than on
the rolls of the last fiscal year of the
previous administration, would make a
net difference in their favor of seventy-
nine, which, upon the basis ofthe total
number upon the pay-rolls, of the last
fiscal year, would leave at present al-
most 12 per cent, more soldiers, sailors,
or their widows and kindred, than
were ever before upon the pay-rolls in
the history of the office.

Manages to Elude the Officers
of the Law.

Chicago, July 26.—The most sensa-
tional thing in the McGarigle case to-day
was the rumor that Sheriff Matson had
received pretty positive information
that McGarigle is at present in Chicago.
This caused a general rush to the. sher-
iff'soffice, but that officialwas the hard-
est man in Chicago to see. He was
locked up in the inner office all day and
strange, mysterious visitors were going
back and'forth every moment. The
force of deputies at the disposal of the
sheriff are working night and day. and
already the strain is beginning to tell on
some of them. Hints, suggestions and
theories were floating around all day
with the most confusing and perplexing
plentitude. Everybody that had a the-
ory was listened to and whenever a sug-
gestion was considered a good one it
was immediately acted upon.* All this
effort, however, has not, as yet, pro-
duced a single tangible clue as to the
whereabouts of McGarigle. Sheriff
Matson, as a forlorn hope, has offered a
reward of$2,500 for the capture of the
fugitive, but little faith is put in its
efficiency.

THE CHICAGO BOODLERS.

A Contractor Testifies Regarding
the Way He Was Blackmailed.
Chicago, July 26.—The usual crowd

was present in Judge Jamieson's court
this morning when the proceedings in
the boodle trial were resumed. One of
the witnesses to-day was F. W. Bipper,
the meat contractor, who was generally
supposed to have very sensational testi-
mony to disclose. Bipper testified that
he had been supplying the Cook county
institutions with meat since 1880. The
second year he was obliged to pay the
commissioners $3,000 for the contract.
The next year he paid the chairman of
the board $500 for voting for his con-
tract.

--200, to Kleim $*00, to McClaughery $800.
Bipper said a grocery firm, for whom he
secured a contract, paid him 10per cent,
of all the sales to the county.

AfterBipper came to Commissioner
MacDonald and Elisha Bobinson, a
wholesale grocer, each of whom had
turned state's evidence. MacDonald
has always posed as a "reform" mem-
ber of the county board, but had not
taken the oflice sixty days when he com-
menced receiving money for his vote.
The evidence of MacDonald directly in-
volved Commissioners Wren, Cassel-
nmn, Van Pelt, Ochs and McCarthy
in similar practices. Grocer Bobinson
gave a complete list of the enormous
sums he had paid in brives from month
to month for years. Until 1885 he gave
regularly Id per cent, on all gales, then
the rate was increased to 12 per cent,
until the company became unable to
cash any more warrants. The state has
still in reserve over 100 witnesses, many
of whom have revelations fully as start-
ling as any yet produced.

New 01:i.i:ax.Jul 26.—80b Jones,
an aged colored man of Sunflower
county,was murdered by his son-in-law,
Lloyd Martin, while trying to prevent
Martin whipping his wife. Martin.who
was always considered a hard man, was
taken from the officers by a mob of col-
ored persons and lynched at Jackson-
ville to-day.

A FATAL DUEL

Fought at Two Paces by Colored
Men.

A DESERTER'S RECORD.
His Story of 111 Usage Branded as

a Fairy Tale.
New York, July 26.— story of

William Manning, telegraphed East
from Chicago yesterday, in which he
claims that he was arrested for deser-
tion, tried by court martial and finally
imprisoned for a Jong time, all for an-
other man's crime, has created consider-
able excitement in military circles here.
At the recruiting station in Wall street,
Sergt. Thomas Hartley* was found in
charge last night, and after being madeacquainted with Manning's story, said:
"That man can-lie as fast as a horse can
trot.: Ifthe man is really the same fel-
low that Iarrested for desertion under
the name of Ernest Barry 1 can tell you
all about him. His right name is Ernest
De Bicqualle, but he enlisted as Ernest
Barry. That was Aug.4,1884, at the
rendezvous at Cincinnati. He and i
were in the same comyany—in the
mounted service. We got well ac-
quainted. On the trip to Jefferson Bar-
racks, Mo., whither we were ordered,
Barry and Islept in the same seat in
the ear. On Aug. 7, 1884, we arrived at
the barracks, and on Aug. 16 Barry de-
serted and was dropped from the com-
pany roll. 7 His desertion was reported.
Afterhe left we found some letters in
his effects and these showed that he
lived in Cincinnati; that his name was
Ernest; De Bicquelles, and that his -
father was a piano agent and professor
of music. I never expected or thought
of seeing the man again, but on Nov. 17,
last he clime into the office here. He
spoke to me and Ilooked him over. His
face was familiar to me. Itwas too late
forhim to enlist, but Iwent inside and
asked Dr. Orton if he would ex-
amine the man, Orton said he .
was • too i-. young. Then •'. -he was
brought 1 before Lieut. Wheeler -and
they had some conversation. The man

gave the lieutenant his name, spelling
it out. He then took his hat and then
recognized him. I touched him on the
shoulder and . said, 'You are my pris-
oner. You are a deserter. ..Your name
is Ernest Barry, that _ is, -you enlisted
under that name, but your right name I
don't remember.' \u0084 1 hunted in my
trunk for a irb'te book, found written
there his right name and also his en-
listed name. Sure enough, the man had
given Lieut. Wheeler the name of Dc
Bicquelles. Private John IL Wood,
who is also stationed . here, ..witnessed
the affair. As for my meeting the fel-
low in Delmonico's, that's all bosh. He
simply came in here, recognized me be-
fore 1 did hint and was afraid to back
out. He gave the name of De Rife*
quilles. thinking that name would not
identify him to "inc. He was convicted
of desertion, but how he got out of
prison Idon't know."'

A Cold-Rloode'd Murder.
Nashville, Term., July 20.— foul

murder occurred at Lebanon, Term.,
this morning. Lieut. J. T. Lane, a law-
yer and one ofthe most prominent citi-
zens was shot anil instantly killed by
S. B. Lester. Lane's officewas on East-
man street, about a block from the pub-
lic square. He had risen this . morning
and was sitting outside of his office,
when Lester came out three doors above
with a shotgun. He advanced to within
about six steps of where Lane was sit-
ting and shot him, the charge taking
effect in Lane's left side. When
he received the charge Lane
fell from his chair and said: "Don't
shoot again." Lester stepped up
close to Lane, saying: **G— d—
you, I'll kill you!" anil emptied the
second barrel of the gun, aiming di-
rectly at his left side, killing him in-
stantly. The shooting was witnessed
by several gentlemen. The coroner's
jury held an inquest., the verdict being
murder in the first degree. Lester was
committed to jail without bail, and
brought to Nashville for safe keeping.
Lester married a Mrs. Gibson. Gibsonwas a Knight of Pythias and had $2,000
insurance in that order. The money
was secured to Gibson's children and
Lester coula not get hold of it. Lane
was the agent who had the handling of
the money. Lester was very jealous of
Lane and his wife, and had threatened
tokill her several times on that account.
Lester was a former resident ofNash-
ville.

A Sensational Charge.
Mai.dex, Mass., July 20.—There is

considerable excitement here occasioned
by a strange story printed in a Jackson-
ville, Fla., paper to the effect that Hat-
tie F. Lewis, of this city, who died sud-
denly at Jacksonville was a victim of
foulplay by a woman who accompanied
her. Itis said the girl was poisoned by
her father's mistress, the latter hoping
to gain more influence over Lewis.
The eirl was buried here, but her father
would not allow the casket to be opened.
It is intimated that the facts in the case
willbe given to the legal authorities.
Lewis had trouble with his wife last
winter and left her.

Stolen Goods Recovered.
New Yoiik, July 26.—At 11 o'clock

last night a canvas covered truck laden
with fifteen huge cases of hosiery, un-
derclothing and silks stopped in front
of the police central office. The cases
were carried through the "alderman's*'
gate into the court yard. All that could
be learned was that it was stolen prop-
erty recovered. It is believed that the
goods were stolen from a wholesale dry
goods house on Broadway. There is
said to have been a conspiracy between
the entry clerk and the porters of the
firm.

A Rrutal Husband.
East Tawas. Mich., July 26.—Mrs.

Walter F. Travis playfully slapped her
husband's face in the "presence of a
neighbor the other day and Walter re-
sented.
