Cormick & Kennel stood Sentinel Thomas J.
White, whose mission it was to see that too
curious people did keep away. Covering the
instrument in the office of Schwartz, Dupee
& Co.. with vigilance that would have put

Sheriff Matson to the blush, stood
Sentry George D. Emery. Those who
had no business around the ticker

did not fail to take in the injunction chalked
on the door, “Please move on,” and they

moved. Ail this bulletin business was very
unusual. It signified that “something was
up.” It meant that the authorities and

members of the regular board were acting in
concert inan attempt to prevent the open
board from securing quotations.

They had a tough experience and this was
all the more lamentable because when in-
formation was the most desirable it was the
most difficult to obiain. This was while
wheat was soaring. September wheat ad-
vanced a cent to-day. and to some of the
operators a cent never looked bigger. When
it was selling at 71lke some one shouted,
“what’s the matter with wheat*” and the re-
frain went up from a hundred throats,
“wheat's all right.” September corn re-
mained steady and ribs were in fair demand.
