NEBRASEA CiTy, Neb., July 30.—A
mob of citizens from Craig, Mo., have a
couple of horse thieves surrounded in a
forest in Iowa, sixteen miles from Ne-
braska City. The mob had the thieves
surrounded near Craig yesterday and a
battle ensued, in which one of the
thieves was killed. The thieves then
broke away, but were again pursued

.and surrounded at their present rendez-

vous. The mob is thoroughly aroused,
and there is no doubt but that the
thieves will be promptly lynched when
taken. A mob of twenty men left Ham-
burg, To., late this afternoon,toassist in
the capture, and Nebraska City has just
sent a delegation of determined men,
bent on bloody work: There is little
doubt that the thieves will be taken and
dealt with summarily before morning.
A reporter left for the scene of action
simultaneously with the Nebraska City
mob.

A Jealous Savage.

This
happened Friday afternoon, and early
this morning the surviving Lothario en-
countered the old man and son, killing
the young man and seriously wounding
the old one. This little domestic diffi-
culty has caused a division of opinion
in the camp, and threats of wholesale
slaughter are made by both factions.

Alleged Smuzgling of Opium Into
the States.

The Sawdust Swindle--M’Garigle
Still a Free Man.

Vicroria, B. C., July 30.—It ‘has
leaked out that 300 pounds of opium
was shipped by Tuesday morning’s
steamer in bond for Chicago. The bag-
gageman here has been given custom
bondage tagsin order to facilitate the
bonding through American points, and
by this means he was enabled to suc-
cessfully arrange the opium for shi;{;
ment to American cities. It
stated that previous shipments have
been successfully made, but this trip
the secret leaked out and came to the
ears of the reporters, and an exposure
was made. T'wo boxes were checked
for Chicago, and a man named McLean
held the checks. He was spotted, and
two other men followed for the purpose
of seizing the opium after crossing the
line. However, the railway officers dis-
covered the fact and mengl\ed to
have the boxes retained at Winnipeg.
An investigation will take place. The
baggageman has been discharged and
another appointed. Itis suﬁposed that
a large amount got through safely by

this means.

CHICAGO, J ulﬁ' 30—Special Agents
Crowley and Tichenor, who have been
making a tour of inspection through
this distriet, arrived home yesterday.
The customs house at LaCrosse, St.
Paul, Duluth, St. Vincent and Pemblgla
were examined. The report from Vie-
toria that large guantities of smuggled
opium are en route through British
America from the Pacific coast is veri-
fied by special advices received by Mr.
Crowley. It is said that Chicago is the
intended destination of a portion of the
opium, and the customs officers at St.
Vincent and other points along the bor-
der are on the lookout for it.

A SEDUCER'S FATE.

He Is Stabbed by His Victim's
Father.

New ORLEANS, July 30.—Rosario
Serima, an Italian, enjoyed the reputa-
tion in the circle in which he moved of
being a Don Juan. He was a magnifi-
cent looking young fellow, much
admired by the girls, and very
successful with them. The latest
victim was Julia Forestiere, a girl
of only fifteen, who was seduced or
outraged by him a week ago. The girl
told her father at once of it and Serima
was visited., pleaded with and threat-
ened. He admitted the seduction, but
would only marry the girl when paid
handsomely. All prospects of arrang-
ing the affair being abandoned,
decided to make an affi-
davit against Serima for rape. The
girl herself charged him with this erime
and an officer was sent for to make the
arrest. Just before he arrived Scrima
sent for the father, and the latter,think-
ing the gay Lothario was about to sur-
render, met him. It was quite the con-
trary. Scrima abused and spat upon
him, and the next instant Forestiere had
drawn a dirk and stabbed him five times,
inflicting mortal wounds.

The Sawdust Swindle.

NEW York, July 30.—The heads of
the five sawdust gangs in the city have
devised a new scheme to defraud un-
wary countrymen, and are again flood-
ing the mails with letters and circulars.
Instead of the old circular which offered
counterfeit money for sale, they have
prepared a circular in _which it is stated
that mone?' has been left to the person
to whom the letter is sent, by a distant
relative and that the legacy can be se-
cured by the payment of a certain sum
of money to an agent in this city. Aec-
companying the circular is a piece of
paper on which is printed the name and
address of the agent. After the vietim
has received several letters and has an-
swered them, he is invited to come to
New York. When he arrives in the city
he ismet by a*‘capper”who conduets him
to the “agent’s” office. Then if he has
the commission he is shown the money
which is afterward packed in a box and
he is advised to ship it by express. The
box containing the money is not taken
from the office, but one containing saw-
dust and bricks is substituted, when
the vietim is not looking. This is
shipped and when the victim arrives
home he is surprised to learn that he
has been swindled, The postoffice
officials have received numerous com-
plaints abaut these cireulars. A short
time ago a man named 0. B. Wisuer, of
Methel, Mich.. was swindled in this way
by a man by the name of R. Lang who
received his letters at No. 37 Stanton
street.

A Thin Excuse.

CuiCcAGO, July 30.—Commissioner
Khlem was seen at home last night by
areporter. In reply to a question he
said he did not admit his guilt. He was
anxious to get out of the case.

000 of Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton stock

Interstate Complaints.
WASHINGTON, July 30.—A complaint

has been reeeived by the interstate com-
merce commission signed by Thomas

J. Green, manager of the
Merchant’s  Freight  bureau, of
New York, on behalf of 281

merchants of the states of Michigan,
1llinois, Indiana, Ohio, Pennsylvania
and Delaware, that the present classifi-
cation in use for west-bound traffic by
the New York Central, Delaware, Lack-
wanna & Western, Pennsylvania, Balti-
more & Ohio and Erie Railroad com-
panies as regards the unjust differences
now made in classification and freight
charges between carloads and less than
carloads on the same articles between
the same points is in violation
of the sections of the
interstate law fo'bidding undue prefer-
ences to individuals or localities. The
complainants ask for a restoration of
the principle of uniform rates without
regard to quantity which was in force
from the seaboard for t\\'emr ?'mu's pre-
vious to April. 1887. Complaints have
also been received from Franeis H. Leg-
gett & Co., of New York city, against
the trunk lines, charging that the pres-
ent classification in respect to the higher
rates charged upon less than carload
shipments is in violation of the pro-
visions of the interstate law and peti-
tioning for rclief.

The Cut in Freights.

CHICAGO, July 30.—The general man-
agers of the Western and Northwestern
lines were again in session to-day, giv-
ing further consideration to the threat-
ening freight rate complications. The
situation was generally discussed, more
with reference to the teriitory that was
to be involved than the direet question
of St. Paul rates. There is no indica-
tion of any attempt being made to com-
promise matters, it being taken for
granted that the Minnesota & North-
western has determined upon its poliey
and will pursueit tothe end. The rates
go into effect Monday morning and ten
days’ notice will be necessary of ad-
vance in any event, although - the pros-
pects are for continued low rates for
months to come. i

SANX FrANcisco, July 30.—At last
evening’s <ession of the Pacific investi-
gating committee, in speaking of the
value of the stock while the road was in
the course of construetion, Senator
Stanford said that when the line reached
Ogden they would have been glad to
have dispzsed of it at 10 cents on the
dollar.

A BANK FAILURE.

The Columbla, of Philadelphia,
Goes to the Wall.
PHILADELPHIA, July 80.—The Colum-
bia bank, which eclosed its doors this
morning, was a state instituuion. At
noon a notice was issued by the bank,
saying that an ass;inment had been
made to S. E. egargee and F.
P. Kernan, two attorneys. It is
believed the failure is a complete one.
At 2:30 it was stated by the bank
officials that they would not issue a
statement to-day, it being impossible to
get matters in shape to do it. Among
the bank assets are bonds and stocks
put down at $133,000, but their market

value is very doubtful. -

NEW YORK, July 30.—George-F. Stay-
nor, of the New York banking house of
H.S. Ives& Co., speaking this after-
noon with reference to the returns of
his bank with the Columbia bank, of
Philadelphia,; whose failure was an-
nouncd this morning, said: ‘President
Phelps, of the Columbia bank, was at
his office yesterday. Ido not believe
that at that .time he anticipated any
trouble to-day. The Columbia bank was
our corespondent in Philadelphia.
The statement that this firm
is in any way responsible for
the failure of the Columbia bank is un-
qualifiedly faise. We do not owe the
Columbia bank one dollar. There is a
letter from President Phillips, of the
Columbia bank, in which he states that
the failure was caused by the adverse
decision of the Farmers’ and Mechanics’
bank, of Philadelphia. Mr. Phillips is
a very fine gentleman, and I regret very
much the present trouble. He never
stated that the failure to honor the
$10,000 draft was a mistake. The state-
ment that we were responsible for the

failure by refusin(f to pay the
$10,000 is  absurd. An one
knows that $10,000 will not break a

bank.” In reply to the question whether
he had made a statement that the Colum-
bia bank owed H. S. Ives & Co. $67,000,
he said he had made no such statement
for puclication.

A GREEN OLD AGE.

How a Veteran Inventor Passes
His Daily Life.

NEW YoRrkK, July 30.—To-morrow will
be the eighty-fourth birthday of Capt.
John Erriceson. He lives as he has lived
for more than thirty years, at 36 Beach
street. There is no busier man in the
whole city than he,and yet noman lives
more remote from its turmoil and con-
fusion. His whole life is devoted to
scientific and mechanical studies. His
only visitors are those who have busi-
ness with him. His time is divided ac-
cording to rigid rules which make the
most of the twenty-four hours in eac hday
He has shown himself able to devote
himself to sedentary work twelve hours
a day for 365 days in the year for thirty-
seven years together, with scarcely the
loss of a day. This is because since he
was forty years old Capt. Erriceson has
followed the most exacting rules of tem-
perance in eating, as well as in drink-
ing. One day with him goes like anoth-
er. He is called at twenty minutes be-
fore 7 summer and winter. On rising
he rubs his skin thoroughly with dry
towels previous to a vigorous scouring
with cold water, crushed ice being add-
ed to the water in summer.
Gymnastic exercise follow before
dressing. At 90’clock a frugal breakfast
is taken, consisting of eggs, tea and
coarse brown bread. At half past five
he dines. The dinner invariably con-
sists of chops or steaks, a few vegeta-
bles and brown bread and tea again.
Tobacco he never touches. The hours
from dinner until 10 o’clock at night are
uswally devoted to work, and from 10
o'clock until midnight Capt. Erriceson
seeks exercise in the open air. During
working hours his time is divided be-
tween the drawing table and the writ-
ing desk. The day’s labor concludes
with a record of its occurrences in a
diary which has one page devoted to
each day, never more and never less.
He has reduced life almost to a science.
