Warrants for Sunday Players---
The Police Commission Waives
It.

The opponents of Sunday base ball
got in their deadly work yesterday by
swearing out warrants for the arrest of
five members of the Minneapolis team,
charging them with having played ball
last Sunday, in violation of the statute
in such case made and provided,
Manazer Foster was not Included,
the warrant calling for _ Elmer
Foster. W. F. Kreig, George Winkle-
man, John Shaw and W. J. Murray.
They will be arraigned this morning,
when the cases will be continued three
weeks, or until the team returns from
its trip. ‘The arrests caused considera-
ble amusement, as tlie sentiment, even
in the immediate vieinity of the zrounds,

is overwhelmingly in favor of the game. |

While the opposing petition centains
twenty-two names a petition with over
7,000 signers, asking for Sunday ball,
has been reccived. The prosecution
will come under the jurisdiction of
County Attorney Davis and in his ab-
sence Mr. Jamison will officiate.
THE POLICE COMMISSION WAIVES IT.
The petition from the South Minne-
apolis churches was presented to the
police commission at yesterday after-
noon’s meeting. It recited that the
base ball games played within the en-
closure near the South Minneapolis sta-
tion on the Milwaukee road “interrupts
repose and religious liberty.” It was
claimed that the South Minneapolis
branch of the Woman’s Christian Tem-
perance union, Twenty-thind
avenue south, the Twenth-fourth Street
M. E. chureh, Franklin Avenue
Presbyterian church and the South side
Tabernacle suffers from the annoyance,
and from the “‘evils resulting from a
disregard of the law of God and com-

men deceney.” The commission was
cited to section 251 of the penal code
prescribing  Sunday amusements,
pnd other sections of chaper
= title 10, of the code.
The commissioners began to breathe

hard and nerved themselves for the or-
deal, as a brief communication from
Asssistant City Attorney Rand in reply
to a request for his opinion, was read,
which stated that as Sunday base  ball
was a statutory offense, if an offense,
and does not come under any ordinance
of the city, that the county and not the
city attorney should be consulted.

LOOKING FOR FACILITIES.

Messrs. Manvel and Truesdaie In-
spect Elevaior A for Transfer
Grounds.

Since the recent discussion at Har-
monia hall by the business men of Min-
neapolis in regard to the lack of rail-
way terminal facilities in this eity, rail-
road men have been opening their eyes
and looking around to some extent. This
is particularly true of the St. Louis and
the Manitoba roads, and from present
indications it looks as though the two
roads. which have been fighting each
other for many years past, would soon
come to an understanding and make up
by joining hands in a scheme which will
be of great benefit to Minneapolis.
Allen Manvel. superintendent of the
Manitoba road, came up from St. Paul
vesterday morning and met W. H. Trues-
dale, vice president of the St. Louis
road. The two gentlemen were in close
conversation all the morning, and in the
afternoon wenrt to the grounas near Ele-
vator A, which they carefully examined
from all standpoiuts. From all tuat
could Dbe learned it is supposed that
steps are being taken to introduce bet-
ter terminal facilities, which will
greatly aid both roads, as well as the
business of Minneapolis.

Mr. Tuesdale was found at a late
hour last evening. andin relation to
the matter said: *“Yes, Mr. Manvel
and 1 were out looking at the grounds,
but that is all there is to it at present.
We shall, however, probably make some
arrangements there for transferring.
There is nothing positive as yet that 1
can state, but I will say that I was well
pleased with the grounds. The matter
is now in the hands of Mr. Manvel, who
will make further investigations and
write me his decission.”

TIMES HAVE CHANGED.

An Ex-Commissioner of Pensions
Treated to an Exhibition of Ald-
ermanic Dignity.

Hon. W. W. Dudley, of Indianapolis,
who represents the syndicate thatis
putting in the eable line at St. Paul,
waited upon the council committee on
fire department yesterday afternoon.
He is the man who carried Indiana for
Garfield, and when he was commissioner
of pensious a Minneapolis alderman
would probably have experienced con-
siderable difficulty in cbtaining a
five minutes’ audience with him. Now
times have changed,not that the colonel
las suffered from cither financial or
political reverses, but he was in Minne-
apolis, not Washington. One of the au-
gust aldermen was chewing gum and
the other statuesquely posed with his
feet on his desk and his hat over his
eyes. Col. Dudley removed his hat and
waited patiently until some fire depart-
ment claims had been turned over and

then explained his  business.
Some Eastern parties with
whorm he was acquainted had

informed him that the Minneapolis fire
department had been infringing upon
patents owned by them, and ey
claimed damages. lle had iven a
statement to that-effect to the city clerk
and supposed it had been submitted to

the committee. He desired to learn if
the matter had been investigated, and if
so whether the committee was inclined
to adjust the claim or to stand suit.

Col. Dudley i1hen explained that th®
patents covered the arrangement of the
stalls in the engine houses and the
automatic device which sounds a gong
and throws open the doors of the stalls
at an alarm so the horses can run cut.

At this Col. Dudley very quietly in-
formed the grumpy alderman that he
did not desire to be understood as in-
strueting the committee in regard to its
duties, but simply wished to ascertain
whether it would be necessary to bring
a suit or whether a compromise could be
effected. The committee indicated that
it would attend to the msatier, and the
man upon whom senators, congressmen
and governors once waited obsequi-
ously and before whom the pension
office cierks humbly bowed the knee,
withdrew, probably deeply impressed
with the awful dignity of a Minneapolis
alderman.

AWAY UP IN ART.

Some of the Latest Additions to
the Coming Exposition.

One of the most interesting and valu-
able features of the art department of
the Exposition will be the exhibition of
the School of Industrial Art for Women,
of New York c¢ity. The exhibit will in-
clude a number of different designs for
carpets, oil-cloths, wall papers, stained
glass, calico and prints, table oil-cloth,
carved and inlaid wood, sets of draw-
ings from elementary drawings, portiers,
Easter and Christinas cards, linen, book
covers, worsted work, fan covers, lace,
silk, still-life studies.

The special object of the exhibition
will be to give an idea of the amount
and kind of work that is done at this
school, which e¢laims to be the only
school of design in the country that

gives the sort of practical in-
struetion  that will enable a
woman to earn an easy living.

As a sort of appendix to the catalogue is
the testimony of Mrs. Florence E. Cory,
the founder of the school, before the
senate committee on education and
labor. In this report Mrs. Cory relates
her experience in trying to find an op-
portunity to study practical designing,
and tells how it was she came to estab-
lish the school of which she at present
is the principal. As tothe opening that
offers women for employment, she says:
“Itis one of the best openings for
woman’s labor in this countrey; is re-
munerative, is easy work, as easy as for
a woman to sit down and paint for
amusement, besides there is a large de-
mand for painters, so large that it can
not be filled by designers already in this
country. Women are better fitted to do
this work than men, because they have
better taste. 1 am sure thatl could
teach any girl of average intelligence
to become a designer in two school
years. A girl with natural aptitude
and genius for this work would do much
better as to remuneration. A first-class
designer for body brussels will receive
a regular salary of $4.500 or $5,000. and
ingrain less. 1 do not think a good de-
signer could be employed for less than
£2.500. Some designers receive as high
as £10,000.” 'This exhibit will be of es-
pecial interest to people in Minneapolis
because, besides showing what oppor-
tunity there is for women in the indus-
trial aris. it suzgests a new manufae-
turing industry that might be opened
up in this eity.

A number of water-colors from Henry
Farer, president of the Water-Colors
society, of New York, are the latest ad-
ditions to the art gallery. It is expected
that the artgallery will be arranged and
in order for the opening of the Exposi-
tion by the end of next week.

CHANGE OF ASSIGNEE.

The Architects’ Schedule—Injunc-
tion Dismissed—Court Notes.

In the distriet court yesterday after-
noon was filed a schedule of the assets
and liabilities of Baldwin & Bruce, pub-
lishers of the Northwestern Architect,
who made an assignment a few days
ago. The total assets are given at $6,-
685.43, of which amount £1,195.37. the
value of the printing material, is claimed
as exempt. Of the assets $660.02 is due
on open aceount: $513 the yalue of the
office fixtures, and $231.50 due on sub-
seriptions. The rest is_due on adver-
tising contracts, deposited with H.
Stein as collateral security for notes
given. The liabilities amount to $7,-
962.61. The main part of the money
owed is for printin%(;lnne, labor per-
formed and money rm\\'gd. When
the schedule was filed a petition accom-
panied it asking that F. G. Corser be
made assignee in place of H. H. Hods-
don, and this petition Judge Lochren
granted.

ONE MAN'S BRAVERY.
A Neatly Caught Runaway Horse
Averts an Accident.

What might have been a serious acei-
dent, even causing loss of life, was hap-

pily averted by the heroic eonduct of

six miles from town. As Mr. Sunwall,
a gentleman living at 235 Franklin ave-
nue, was passing the new postoffice
building in a puggy on Third street
south, at about 2 o’clock yesterday, ac-
companied by his wife and little child,
the horse took fright just by the motor
line. At the first promonition of dan-
ger Mrs. Sunwall jumped out, shriek-
ing and sereaming in a fearful manner.
This gathered a erowd, and among them
was James Carey, one of those cool and
collected men invaluable in all emer-
gencies. Seizing the now thoroughly
maddened horse by the neck and
mouth he resolutely held on to him in
that position for the distane2 of half a
block, till he mastered him, thereby
averting what might have caused a
zood deal of damage to life and property
in the then crowded thoroughfare.

in blaming the flagman of the moter
line for the whole affair. After the
crowd separated Messrs. Sunwall and
Carey departed in company, when it is
hoped the latter received something
substantial for his brave service, as
every one agreed that he richly de-
served something of the sort.

ETERNAL VIGILANCE

Is the Price of Coal at Watertown,
Dak.

They are having a regular monkey
and parrot time of it at Watertown,
Dak., in which W. H. Truesdale, vice
president of the Minneapolis & St
Louis, his, freight agent, Mr. Kimball,
and the Lehigh Valley Coal and Iron
company are implicated. It appears
that in violation of the interstate com-
meree law these parties have made a
little deal amongst themselves in regard
to a certain 1,000 tons of coal that had
to be delivered. The other roads got on
to it that the coal had been carried at a

reatly reduced rate, and had Messrs.
Truesdale and Kimball in Chicazo the

past three weeks  set tling the
matter up, where it is reported
there was the deuce to pay for

the gentleman in question. Watertown
is quite an important place in the coal
line, a good many roads center here—
the Chicago & Northwestern railway,
Burlington & Cedar Rapids, St. Paul,
Minneapolis & Manitoba being roads
that made the kick and threaten to re-
duce their freightage in consequence.
It is understood that Mr. Truesdale
temporarily reduced his rates over the
Minneapolis & St. Louis to the coal
company, and was to allow them to
ship 100,000 tons, after which the rail-
road rates would be raised, and a neat
margin would have been realized.

“IN GREEN PASTURES.”
The Police Commission Thinking
About a New Central Station.

At the meeting of the police commis-
sion yesterday afternoon Surgeon Kelly
stated that Cells 2 and 3 at the city lock-
up are totally unfit for the confinement
of human beings, and the clerk was in-
structed to make arrangements for a
joint meeting of the commission with

the council committees on lice
and public grounds and uild-
ings for the purpose of consult-
ing as to the advisability

of proceeding with the construction of a
new central station at once. A com-
munication was received from Dr.
Charles A. Chase asking that Néw Bos-
ton should have better police protection
than that afforded by a solitary mounted
patrolman. ‘The commission then went
into close commuifion in regard to the
selection of a new style of fall hats for
the patrolmen. Asfarascould be learned
no reference was made to the painful
subjeet of Franklin’s excuse, nor were
any steps taken towards arresting his
accomplice. No action was taken to-
wards reinstating the jailers and the
patrol drivers who are suspended,
probably for the reason that Detective
Quinlan captured Franklin after he
escaped.

VALUE OF A BLOCK.

Different Estimates Placed on the
Court House Site.

The board of appraisers appointed by
the court house commission to ascertain
the value of the southeast half of the
block on Fourth street which has been
chosen as the site for the new court
house met yvesterday morning and list-
ened to the testimony of L. B. Elwood,
S. C. Gale, S. C. Seeley and James Me-
Mullan as to the value of  the
property. Mr. Elwood placed the
value of the whole Dblock at $14,-
500. In his opinion the north half
was worth at least $50 a foot more than
that. He gave the following valuations
upon each piece: Vincent, $33,000; War-
ner, $22,000: Russell, $21,000; Sawyer,
$37.850; Valentine, $11,000; Harrison,
$11,000; Cootes, $275 a foot; alley, $275
a foot. He thought the Fourth street
frontage worth somewhat more than
Fifth street, and he considered $425 to
£450 a foot on- Fourth avenue a fair
value. Mr. Gale regarded $450 a fair
value on all the street, but declined to
give the valuations, as he had not
figured it. lle did not con-
sider  that there was  much
difference between the values of

- %

of the Fourth and Fifth street frontage.
He considered Third avenue from as
much more valuable than Fourth, be-
cause he expected to see the river
bridged at that point within three or
four years. In his opinion it would be
fair to allow 10 per cent. for corners of
forty-four feet and deduct ag much on
inside lots making the average $430 a
foot, A fair price for the Sawyer cor-
ner would be $550. ¥
J. C. Suley said that he bases his esti-
mates entirely upon his judgment
as he had no figures. In his opin-
ion the frontage on Third avenue Was
worth $100 a foot more than Fogrth
and Fourth as worth $100 more a foot
than Fifth avenue. He would put the
value of inside property on Fifth ave-
nue at £300 to $350 a foot and cornems’at

James McMullen valued property. of
Fourth avenue at $450, the corpers
worth 15 to 20 per cent. more than in-
side lots. The Sawyer corner was
worth $275 to $300 per foot on Fourth
avenue. E

Quite a number of the property awn-
ers were present, but introduced no tes-
timony and probably will not do so.

LIGHTING THE CITY.

The Districts Awarded to Differ-
ent Companies Holding Oon-
tracts. y
The council committee on gas spent

vesterday afternoon in overhauling the

street-lighting system and rearranging
districts in accordance with the recent
contracts to the Brush Electric Light,
the Northwestern Globe Light com-
pany, Wheeler Reflector company and

the Sun Vapor and Light com-
pany. The arrangement tends to
solidify the districts so as to

give the different lights continuous ter-
ritories. Some of the principal changes
are as follows: The electric lights are
practically removed from the East side,
save on Central avenue. Gas goes in all
territory east of Marshal to Monroe and
tesouth of Broadway, excepting Jefferson,
up to Thirteenth avenue and around the
arks all territory is excluded east of
fonroe, excepting Third avenue north-
east. Gas also goes on Fifth and Sixth
avenues north between Piymouth and
Twentieth avenues north. The globe
light is to be put in the First and Ninth
wards, outside of gas and electric light;
also in the Eighth and Thirteenth
wards, excepting territory awarded the
Wheeler and sun vapor, and on Hen-
nepin boulevard and Blaisdell avenue,
and on Quiney, Jackson, Van Buren,
Harrison to Broadway, and on all
streets between the river and Monroe
street, Broadway and Eighteenth ave-
nue. This latter new territory, and the
lights are to stand 200 feet apart. The
third and Fourth wards willi have the
globe light, outside of electricity and
gas. The sun vapor goes into the See-
ond ward. The Fourth ward will be
lighted by the electric, saving Washing-
ton avenue and Second street between
Twentieth and Thirty-second avenues
north, the balance to go to the sun
vapor and the Globe. The Wheeler re-
flector lights go into the TFifth, Sixth,
Seventh, Eleventh and Twelfth wards
and Six-and-a-half, Park, Fifth, Seven-
and-a-half and the Eighth ward.

Gas was also ordered on Chicago,
Park, Nicollet, First. Third, Fourth and
Fifth avenues to Lake street, and on
University avenue between Fourth and
Oak streets.
