NOTHING REACHED YET

In the Matter of Terminal Facil-
ities---Both Sides Firm.

The committee of fifteen, recently ap-
pointed to take action in regard to se-
curing better terminal facilities for Min-
neapolis, and to bring about a settle-

ment of the difliculties existing between
the Minneapolis & St. Louis road and
the St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba
road, met at the board of trade
rooms yesterday wmorning and con-
tinued in session nearly all day.
Ald. Cloutier and Ervin and Capt.
Cross were present  Messrs. Truesdale
and Springer, of the St. Louis road,
were on hand and in a general way
stated what they were willing to do.
Mr. Hill. of the Manitoba, was present
in the afternoon and expressed his side

of the question. The meeting was a
somewhat sharp one, and resulted in
nothing. So there the matter stands,

and according to members of the com-
mittee there seems no prospect of any-
thing definite being arrived at until the
matter is settled in the courts. The St.
Louis road, the management says, will,
under no consideration, give in and ac-
cept Mr. Hill’'s proposition, claiming
that the road has an absolute right to
the present site under the lease, which
enjoins the tracks from being removed.
This Mr. 1ill denies most emphatically,
and declares that if the St. Louis tracks
are not lowered and remain where they
are now he will not put in the £i,000.000
improvements he has talked of. The
meeting adjourned subject to the call of
the chairman.

It did not take
Mhe for the gentlemen ]]'l‘l‘jl‘lll to con-
clude that the ,000 authorized by the
Jegislature was a sum much too small to
warrant any improvement which could
be considered as permanent. The com-
mittee «d the lock-up, and after an

inspection, agreed that  something
should Le done at once to im-
prove its sanitary condition aud

capacity as well. The question raised
tl en was whether it would be better tc
atiempt to add another story to the old
rookery or to tear 1t down and put up a
new building. The feeling was that
witvin two or three years something
neeessarily must be done to provide de-
cent accommodations for the munieipal
court. The crowded condition of the
city also makes it secem likely that it
will be soon expedient to remove police
headquarters from the building. In this

1 took particular
care this afternoon, Aug. 19, 1837, to
wateh six teams load at the Omaha yard
and deliver to the Emerson school with-
out ever puiling on a scale. Now, as a
taxpayer, 1 would like to know if that
is the way to use the people’s money.
The board of education ignored three
responsible bidders, and gave it to the
Pioneer Fuel company with the under-
standing that they would get satis
faction. The board of education could
get as good coal for 10 eents a ton less
than the Pioneer Fuel company is now
putting it in for. 1 as a taxpayer de-
mand that all the school coal be
weighed on the city scales, with the sig-
nature of the sealer of weights and
measures on each ticket. The city has
gone to the expense of putting in scales,
and I do not see why all the coal that is
paid for by the taxpayers should not be
weighed on the city scales.

THE FARCE ISOVER AT LAST

The Latest Evidence in the Kelly Case
Proves Quite a Big Boom-
erang.

Testimony Prom the City Bank Coanfirms
What Kelly Has Said All
Along.

-

Col. Glenn Now Endorsed and His Little
Red Book Has Correct
Dates.

The Kelly ease is over. Practically
tLere is nothing more to it, though in
reality there is a finishing stroke to be
given when the distriet court receives
the report and throws it out. The poli-
ticians have done their worst and have
lugged into the case all the matter their
jealous and partisan hatred could sug-
gest, without a word of rebuke from the
referee. All that was wanted to make
the potpourri of nonsense complete,
was a little testimony on
the mnebular hypothesis and the
doctrine of natural selection. Nothing
has been shown that is of value. Of
course nothing in the way of disclos-
ures of Kelly's property was made, for
it was not wanted ; but nothing else was
shown, except something which acei-
dentally came out yesterday, and proved
a  serious boomerang—something in
which the astute Mr. Johnson and the
profound Mr. Reed decidedly over-
reached themselves. The public
will remember that by the tes-
timony of the witnesses them-
selves, every cent received by Kelly
was for campaign purposes, except that
paid by Mrs. Graham. She averred this
was for a licensz2, while Kelly says he
turned it over to Col. Glenn for the cam-
paign fund. Johnson thougln he had
made a great point, for thé Grahams
were positive they paid this money on
Oet. 29, 1886, and Col. Glenn swears
Kelly never paid him anything after
Oect. 28, The Grahams all swore they
paid Kelly 250 on Oct. 29, be-
cause they had a lease that day and
knew it was the same time: and they
swore Kelly was paid at the City bank
and then and there deposited the money.
But how is this? Johnson yesterday
put Mr. Gould, of the City bank, on the
stand and he says the books of the bank
show Kelly made the deposit on Oct. 27,
twodays before the time the Grahams
swear they paid the money and
one day before the time Col. Glenn
swears he received the lost money
from Kelly. What is Johnson et al.
going to do about it? Their own testi-
mony is upset by their own witness.
Mr. Gould and the books of the bank
will stand cross-fire; will the other tes-
timony? This was all that was devel-
oped yesterday, and it was a big spike
in the gun of the *‘greatcompany.”
There was much other testimony and
many questions which witnesses very
properly declined to answer, but this
point was about the only thing brought
out. It was a fitting finale of the farce.
At the last moment the snap is given
away and the curtain rings down.

YESTERDAY'S PROC EEINGS
opened with Mary Schilling on the
stand. She kept a saloon at 1220 West-
ern avenue, but never paid Kelly any
money. She did not know anything of
this case, and though the attorneys tried
to get her to say something that might
implicate another, it was a failure. B.
Brown, who kept a saloon at 1923 Wash-
ington avenue, had paid Kelly £50 for
the campaign. He had a license and
there was no occasion for paying ;any
way but  voluntarily. Badgering
by the attorneys failed to elicit anything
further. C. Bayha was a blind pig
man on Riverside avenue and was
threatened with the vegeance af the dis-
triet court if he didn’t answer. He said
he paid Kelly £0, which he understood
was for eampaign purposes. Ile had
run his “pig” for four years and knew

of mno other money going to
Kelly. F. Kuphal, who has an un-

liscensed saloonat 2101 Riverside avenue,
was sworn, and testified to having been
selling for six years. He paid Kelly 875
for the campaign fund, of his own voli-
tion, and said Kelly had never threat-
ened him. He had once been arrested
by Kelly. Gustaf Deisting, a confee-
tioner on Twentieth avenue south, testi-
fied to having paid Kelly &80 of cam-
paign money, but as he was not selling
liquor and did not ever know -what
Kelly's business was, it was a matter of
amusement that he had been called.

Peter Harff, of 119 Cedar avenue, had
paid 8300 at the city hall, but never a
cent to Kelly. For the £300 he got a re-
ceipt, not signed by Kelly, and as he
had a ecity license, his examination
quickly ended. Fred Haase, 2006 Wash-
ington avenue, also a licensed saloon,
paid Kelly 850 for the campaign fund,
as a voluntary contribution, and was
dismissed with a smile by Attorney Pen-
ny. Herman Sandhoff, 1200 Nineteenth
avenue north,testified he had paid Kelly
£75, but the next question revealed that
it was a five he paid. He was dismissed
after the several attorneys had a
wrangle over the relevaney of the mat-
ter. Then came

THE PRINCIPAL WITNESS,

J. E, Gould, of the City bank, who tes-
tified to the matter given in the intro-
duction to this article. He was asked
if Mrs. Kelly ever deposited any money
there and went to see, but as he was not
put on the stand on his return, the pre-
sumption is she had not.

J. 1. Sexton, 116 Washington avenue
north, testified that he had never paid
Kelly a cent. Johnson asked some
questions about a check for 250 on
Hush's bank, drawn or cashed by the
witness: the latter admitted it, but said
it had no connection with Kelly, and re-
fused to answer further impudent ques-
tions. Mary J. Quady. 2113 Minnehaha
avenue, testified to having kept an un-
licensed saloon and to having paid $60
to Kelly for the campaign, but beyond
this no answers were returned to the
dozen questions asked her. This con-
cluded the examination, and the referee
said he would report to the court. The
case ended.
