Wholesale Poisoning.

Loxpox, Aug. 20.—Mail advices from
India bring the news of an attempt to
poison a regiment of English soldiers.
The India Railway Service Gazette says:

Very considerable excitement has been
aroused at Agra, owing to an attempt that
has been made to poison the Manchester reg-
iment, which is stationed there. It ap-
pears that some seventy members of the
regiment, shortly after visiting the can-
teen, were seized with violent at-
tacks of vomiting, which created a sus-
ririon that something was wrong with the
weer. The beeron tap was accordingly ex-
amined, when it was found to contain arsen-
ic. Several other hogsheads were then ex-
amined. and, to the consternation of all en-
gaged in the test, it was found that arsenic
had peen placed in every one. Every in-
quiry is being made and rewards have been
offered to try and discover the authors of the
diabolical plot.

A Mother and Daughter Commit
Deliberate Suicide.

NEw York, Aug. 20.—A disgusting
stench has filled the tenement, No. 31
Charles street, for the past few days,
and yesterday it grew so bad that Mrs.
Franklin, the housekeeper, notified the
police. She believed that the smell
came from a pail of decaying garbage in
the rooms on the second floor, occupied
by Mrs. Melvina R. W. Payne and
her daughter, Anna M. On Monday
last the women had been seen closing
up the shutters and it was thought they
had gone into the country. The report
to the police brought no response, and
this forencon the stench had grown so
vile that Mr. Hamlann, the owner of
the house, decided to make an investi-

gation. He got out on the fire
escape and peered through the shut-
ters i to the women’s room. lHe

saw both the women lying dead on
the bed which was bespattered with
blood. Maggots crawled over the
sheets, Horror stricken, the man
rushed for the police and a locksmith
was procured who burst open the door.
Disinfectants were spread about and
then an investigation was made.

A razor and an empty laundanum
bottle were on a chair beside the bed.
