SHOT HIS WAYWARD WIFE.

Nicholas Feneran Puts a Bullet
"Through His Eloping Wife's
Cheek.
The Feneran-Priest elopement ended

in Ferieran shooting his wife at 10
o'cloclqlast night. He evidently meant

tokill, but she escaped with a hole in
her cheek through the fortunate inter-
ference of a gold ear-ring. Mrs. Fen-
eran and Priest returned to the city yes-
terday in charge of Sheriff Richter.
Mrs. "Feneran returned to her mother's
house, located close by the house of her
husband, ill the ravine, at the west end
ofthe East Seventh street bridge. Her
husband came there early in the evening
and gave her a -tongue lashing" that
resulted in her fainting away. Her
little sister ran for help and brought a
cousin, a lithe young man. who threw
Feneran out *of the house bodily
about 9:30 o'clock. In a half-hour
he came back again, forced an entrance
and went to the room where his wife
was lying in bed. attended by her thir-
teen-veaf-old sister. They had some
word's, and she refused to
listen to him any more. She
turned away from him and assumed a
position lying on her left side with her
back toward him. As she turned
away he whipped out a 32-caliber
revolver, and placing the muzzle within
a foot of her upturned right ear, tired
once and ran. By the merest accident
the shot was not fatal. The bullet
struck a small gold ear-ring which she
wore and was deflected from its course,
entering the cheek at the point of the
lower lobe of the ear and pursuing a
course downward and a little inward, i!
came out of the cheek about an inch
from the corner of the mouth, having
passed only through the fleshy part of
the cheek.* The wound is painful, but
not dangerous. Feneran did not remain
to know the result of his shot,
but jumped through the win-
dow and fled in the darkness.
The police were notified and Dr. Whit-
comb was called. While the physician
was dresshig the wound Sergeant
Sweitzer found the bullet in the bed-
clothes, where it had fallen.

ITHAD BEES SETTLED.
Mrs. Ellen Feneren and her run-

away lover. Jack Priest, who were
arrested at Brainerd. returned to
St. Paul .in charge of Sheriff
Pichter yesterday. County Attorney
Egan decided that they could not be held
on any criminal charge, and the pair
were arraigned before Judge Cory in the
municipal court for disorderly conduct.
When they eloped on Saturday Mrs.
Feneren drew ._.".> from the Bank of
Minnesota, which Feneren claimed was
his money. The sheriff found .1-7 on
the person of Mrs. Feneran and

Priest, and a compromise was effected
whereby the two deeded this money to
Rev. L.Cailict. the parish priest of St.
Mary's church, where the Feneren"s
worshipped, tobe held in trust as an
educational fund for her two children,
Mary, aged seven, and Willie, aged two
and a half years. Judge Egan drew up
the papers, which were duly signed and
witnessed, and the case against the
naughty pair was dismissed. Mrs.. Fen-
eren declared that she never would go
l_s_k_ to live with her- husband, and
snS_M tenderly of Jack Priest, who,
she says, ••treated her like a gentle-
man.""

NOT YET NEIPEL'S.

The Contract for Furnishing the

Court - House With Heating Ap-
paratus Not Yet Let.

The court house commission had a
session yesterday afternoon and accept-
ed the Bohn Manufacturing company's
contract for the carpenter work of the
court bouse, the commission to furnish
the heat. Mr. Bohn said they would
probably be able to get into the build-
ing by February.

A number of steam heating contrac-
tors were present as a committee to
wait upon lie commission and protest
against the Niepel contract. They pre-
sented the following resolution, ex-
plaining that they had originally in-
tended to submit it to the joint session
of the council and county board, hut
learning that the matter was still in the
hands of the commission they had de-
cided to make their protest to the com-
mission first and await its action:

THE I'KOTEST.
We.the undersigned, representing the steam

heating contractors of St. Paul, do respect-
fullyand earnestly protest against awarding
the contract for tarnishing .-team heating for
the Ramsey county court house to A. K.
_S"ei pel, ofPcs Moines, 10.. for the following
reasons:

The price at which it is awarded is exces-
sive in that it is nearly double that at which
responsible St. Paul contractors have offered
to do the work, and guarantee, under bonds,
successful operation.

No specifications were furnished by archi-
tect, onlygeneral instructions, each contrac-
tor to furnish his own specifications. The
architect informed different contractors that
ifthere were any obscure points in 'specifi-
cation, or anything about them that needed
Changing or explanation. they would be given, !
opportunity to make such explanations. This j
was not done in any case. The bid of A. EL
Neipel when ojieiied amounted to 535.442,
as awarded iiamounted to $38,000. We re-
spectfully suggest, ifA. E. Neipel had oppor-
tunities to change or modify hi. bid, that
equal opportunity should have been given to
St. Paul contractors.

That the amount of heating surface agreed
to be furnished by A. E. Neipel, is excessive
and unnecessary to successful heating, mak-

' ing the expense unnecessarily high.
, The differences in which the specifications
ofA. E. Iseipel are claimed to be superior to
all others, such as running the main supply
pipe to the attic and then distributing, etc., |
are mere matters of detail, other contractors |
would have specified the same if ithad been j
known that they were wanted, in fact one or
more St. Paul contractors had offered in
writing to furnish such an arrangement of !. -supply pipe without extra cost. These let- 'ters are now in the hands of the auditor.

We therefore respectfully request that the
contract with A.E. Neipel I*set aside and
new bids be

that each and even- contractor may have an
opportunity to make bids on the same basis.

It requires a three-
fourths vote, which is seventeen, of the
joint meeting to confirm the contract.

ON* WEST SEVENTH STREET.

Several Things There That the
Citizens Want Attended to.

A good, strong kick was registered by
the West Seventh Street union at its
meeting last* evening over what was
termed the inaction of the powers that
be in regard to needed improvements in
that portion of the city. The condition
of Webster street, from West Seventh
to Randolph, was loudly complained of,
and the committee on streets empow-
ered to take vigorous action. Itwas
agreed, after some discussion, to recom-
mend to the council that the market
house for that locality be located be-
tween Toronto avenue and Goodhue
street, and a special committee was
given full power to act with Aid. Ryan
and the committee of the council in lo-
cating said market house.

A special committee reported that
about 500 signers had been secured to a
petition to the council against the St.
Paul Meat and Provision company's
slaughter house, which is located on
West Seventh street. The petition
claims that it is an intolerable nuisance
to that portion of the city, that it is the ,
cause of much sickness and distress,
and that the material interests of - that
part of the city are damaged by its con-
tinuance there. It asks that the council
will take some action to abate the nui-
sifnee.

An Important Decision By Judge
Simons— Many Matters in
Court. ,

An order was filed by judge Simons
yesterday denying the application of
City Treasurer lie's for judgment
against certain Dayton avenue property. .
for sprinkling Dayton avenue. C. S.
Day. George W. Moore and Charles V.
Writ-lit. who own property in the Selby
block, and Edwin Hell were the princi-
pal objectors to the assessment. They
contended that the act amending the
city charter in 1381, under which the as-
sessment was made, was unconstitu-
tional, and does not confer any author-
ity upon the city to make any assess-
ment for sprinkling streets, because the
matter of sprinkling streets with a wat-
ering cart, drawn by horses, is not a
local improvement, and no assessment
can be made to defray its cost. Judge
Simons sustained • this objection and
holds that the rule of the act is a de-
parture from the rule of section 1, ar-
ticle 9. of the state constitution.
