THE COLORED MASONS.

Important Session of the National
Convention at Chicago.

Chicago. Aug. 23.— Colored Na- I
tional Masonic convention assembled in
this city to-day. This is the first na-
tional convention of the fraternity, and
colored Masons all over the United
States have manifested great interest in
its deliberations. The delegates are
representatives of the grand lodges of
the various states, and most of them are
grand masters of theirrespective lodges, i
There is no supreme body in the fra- i
ternity higher than the grand lodges of
the different states, as there is in the
more ancient Masonry of the white
race, consequently the body which be-
gan its work to-day has no legislative ;

powers. During the four days the con-
vention will be in session questions of
national interest to the fraternity will
be discussed. Whatever conclusions
may be reached will only go to the
grand lodges and subordinate bodies in ,
the form of suggestions and recommen-
dations. Among the questions which
willcome up for discussion in the con-
vention are the formation of a national j
body, not for legislation, but as an ad-
visory body, with limited authority,
comity among grand lodges, and the
analogy of craft Masonry to the Christ-
tian religion. Nothing was done at to- j
day's session beyond organizing, and to- I
morrow the real work of the convention
will begin. The fraternity numbers
nearly 100.000 members, but the order
has never been recognized by the white
