John Grelish, convicted of attempting
to corrupt a little girl under ten years of
age and sentenced by Judge Rose to im-
prisonment and flogging, received his
first installment of the cat at the central
prison yesterday morning. Grelish,who
wore his prison garb, was taken out of
his cell and conducted to the end of the
block of cells, where a triangle leaned
against it, like a painter’s easel, both top
and bottom being securely Dolted. To
this the prisoner was secured, with his
face turned to the block of cells. After
his feet had been fastened with stout
straps to the lower lpart of the triangle
the prisoner was told to strip himself to
the waist, After doing this his two
wrists were fastened with straps to the
upper part of the triangle.

A strong canvas beltand a strong can-
vas collar were placed around his waist
and neck, respectively, to keep his body
in positon. The warden read the sen-
tence, and Grelish quite ignorant of the
intensity of the punishment he was
to undergo, made no resistance and ex-
hibited a rair amount of nerve w!uch
seemed to indicate that he was not fear-
ful of the lash. The punishment was
inflicted by one of the guards of the pris-
on, who is an old soldier and under-
stands how to handle the cat. Dr.
Atkins, the physician of the central
prison, the warden, several guards, and
about fiften witnesses were present.

The first blow that fell on the pris-
oner’s smooth and scarless back did not
draw as much as a groan from Grelish,
wno had evidently made up his mind to
bear the punshment without flinching,
but the second stroke was to much for
his courage. He gave a prolonged moan
thatdeveloped into an agonizing howl for
merey on the third fall of the cat on his
back. Each time the nine knotted, six-
teen or eighteen inch cords of the lash,
which were attached to a wooden han-
dle about two feet in length, fo]l across
the prisoner’s back they raised one
wide red mark. All the time during the
infliction of the punishment and after
the third cut of the lash Grelish begged
piteously, “For God’s sake stop!”

But the blows econtinued with merei-
less regularity. Grelish seemed to suffer
more from the last than from the first
half of the flogging. It was after the
strong arm of the guard had with the
cat raised a complete blister on that part
of the man’s back where the lash fell
that the blows received caused the great-
est agony. When he was getting the
sixteenth, seventeenth, and elgh.t«-enth
cuts of the lash on his already blistered
and swollen skin Grelish shouted most
lustily, and begged and pleaded with the
guard to stop the chastisement. The
Jast five blows given brought out some
heartrending eries from the man, and at
the end of the punishment he hung on
the fastening at the wrists almost ex-
hausted. The cords of the cat-o-nine-
tails were about the size of a large tele-
graph wire. 'They where not knotted
in the usual way, but the strands of the
cords were knotted before being finally
twisted into the rope. Grelish’s back
withstood the cuts of the lash so well
that the doctor remarked that he had a
very tough skin. £

When the last blow had been given
the prisoner’s back. for a space of two
feet across about A foot and a half De-
tween the neck 2nd the wms’t was one
huge purplish-red blister. The guard
who used the lash evidently endeavored,
to the best of his ability, to prevent it
falling twiee inthe same spot, and in
this way he avoided draw-ing the blood.
Thc soner was fastened so securely
to the triangle that he could not writhe
much, but he made the most of any
little laxity of the fastenings possible,
and twisted his body in a painful man-
ner under the pains he suffered.

When released from the triangle the
disgraced man limped away to_his cell,
shedding tears plentifully. On reach-
ing his cell the prisoner too a drink of
water out of a pail, and threw himself
on the floor and groaned with pain. e
told the doctor, who saw him in his cell
after the flogging, that he would like to
spend the morning there, evidently not
caring to go to work till he had some-
what recovered from the effects of the
whipping. :

The warden said that the prisoner
would probably suffer more from the
twenty-five lashes he is to receive two
weeks before his discharge than he did
from those received this morning, as he
would suffer in anticipation, once hav-
ing found out the terrible effects of the
cat. “1 wish,” added the warden, “that
the judges better understood this sort
of punishment. You see the cat is not
used here as they use it in the army and
navy, drawing it from right to left,
breaking the skin and drawing blood. 1
believe if the lash was used more in
cases of wife-beating that there would
de less crime.”

GAS AT SNELLING.

A Discovery of Gas and Oil at the
Snelling Bridge Made Recently.
Oil upon the waters has been discov-

ered in the Mississipp1 at Fort Snelling.
George W. Cross thought there was
something in it some time ago. He no-
ticed that some peculiar gas bubbles
were upon the surface of the river
near the Fort Snelling bridge, and ac-
cordingly he gurcbased the piece of
land (some of the old Steel estate)be-
tween West Seventh street and the gov-
ernment channel, and Mississippi av-
enue and the river. This piece has a
frontage of 750 feet from the bridge
westward along the river. Here the
gas apparently rises to the sur-
face of the water and forms
bubbles, which, instead of exploding as
air bubbles usually do, float down the
river in patches and streaks. Mr. Cross
has devoted several carriage rides to the
discovery, and is going to investigate
the thing until he ascertains whether it
is 3 p.rlo tablte disscovg'y og natural gas
and oil or not. Speaking of it last night
he said: v - =

I don’t know yet whether it is natural gas
and oil or not. “We have been out there sev-
eral times and have noticed that there is a
wide streak of oil and gas bubbles floating
down the river. You can go out to the Fort
Snelling bridge and look at it if you want to.
But-there is one thing aboutit.and thatis that
although I think there may be gas there, we
haven't gota foot of property to boem and
no stock to sell. We are not asking anybody
to buy a foot of land, or a cent of stock. No,
sir, it is no stock company. We dont know
whether it is gas or not. I got
hold of that piece of land because I thought
there might be gas there; if itis gasitis
mine; if it is not, then I haven't lost much.
We don’t want any boom or sky-rocket
business. It is true that the  indica-
tions are more encouraging even than those
which showed themselves to the discoverers
of oil and gas near Oil Creek and the Alle-
ghen§ river in Pennsylvania, but whether it
is oil like that upon which those millionaires
of the East have got rich, or gas that will g0
off at a touch remains to be seen.

‘(xeorge Walsh, the attorney of Mr.
Cross, was seen also. He was very reti-
cent, and informed his inquisitor very
pleasantly that he hadn’t a word to say,
and wasn’t paid to give other people’s
secrets away.

It is a fact. however, that Mr. Cross,
Capt. Ed S Bean, E. W. Leonard, P. G.
Reynolds and Martin Delaney are inter-
ested in the new discovery, and they
have lots of money back of "them. Itis
intimated that there are millions of dol-
lars behind them.  The interest in the
new discovery has been going on
for nine days, and frequent visits have
been paid to the Fort Snelling bridge.
Capt.'B('an intimates that a stock com-
pany is thought of, but Mr. Cross is op-
posed to the idea of any stock company,
and says he can stand the profit or loss,

as it may be, of the dis-
covery himself. As a Dbusiness
man Mr. Cross is well known. He was

general manager of the Northern Pa-
cific Railway company and has been su-
perintendent of the Empire Transpor-
tation company.
is superintendent of the Twin City Im-
provement company and largely inter-
ested in the Kerr pavement.
