CHICAGO OUT-ROWED.

The Minnesota and Lurlines Take
All Honors at the Minnetonka
Regatta.

The rowing regatta at Lake Minne-
tonka opened under rather unfavorable
auspices yesterday afterncon. The two
days’ tournament had been well adver-
tised and considerable interest was ap-
parent, but not above 300 people were
on the shore at Minnetonka beach when
the first event was ealled. A slight
delay was experienced,and it was nearly
6 o’clock when the first race was begun.
In the first Junior single Price, ‘of the
Puilmans, Chicago; McLaren, of the
Minnesotas, and James, of the Lurlin:s,
were entered. but the latter was' ealled
away by the sickness of his father, and
another member, George K. Taylbr, was
substituted. The eourse was oie and
one-half miles to the turn.
Price was a little slow, but Taylor and
McLaren caught the water together
and led off with a 35 stroke to Price’s 2.
At the first one-quarter mile Price
dropped out of the race, and Taylor and
MeLaren settled down to business.
Taylor inereased his stroke to 36, and
soon forged ahead, leading by one and
one-half  lengths  which he’ Kkept
to the turn. He got around
in five and one-half seconds, and shot
away home one length ahead, inereas-
ing it gradnally to two lengths, until in
nearing the three-quarter mile return
stake, where MeLaren made a spurt and
rowed him a dead heat to the mile.
Here Melaren’s slow. powerful stroke
soon gave him the advantage, and pass-

ing Taylor he increased it to two
lengths, which positions were main-

tained to the finish.

In the four-oared junior contest the
Pullmans were pitted against the Min-
nesotas. who were represented by Ord-
way, bow: Baxter, second: Jaggard
third, and Brown, stroke. At the word
the Minnesotas got away first,
catehing the water at a thirty-
six stroke, the Pullmans fol-
lowing a second later with a
forty-six stroke. The Pullmans, how-
ever, were too enthusiastie, their stroke
being too quick in its recovery, and lost
ground length by length to the turn,
where the home team was ten lengths
in the lead. They made the turn in ex-
actly five minutes and started back on
the home procession a sure winner by
an eighth of a mile. Time, 10:10.

Muchmore, stroke, and Libby, bow, of
the Lurlines, and Winans, stroke, and
Corbett. bow, from the Delaware and
Farragut ¢ uhs, Chicago, respectively,
appeared as contestants in the senior
double. This was expeeted to be the
event of the day, and the general inter-
est of the crowd seemed brought to
a foeus, as it was known that Corbett
had taken the championship in all the
races of the National Rowing associa-
tion elubs in the United States, and,
mueh more, of the Lurlines having
wrested the Northwestern champion-
ship title from Winnipeg July 16 and
17. The Chicago team was considered a
sure winner, enthusiastic admirers
offering $20 to $10, and thought
themselves lucky to get a taker.
The teams got away together niecely
at the start, the strangers using a thirty-
four stroke and the Lurlines thirty-six.
