MAKES A MURDER.

The Shot Which Williams Fired
at James Byas Will be Fatal.
The attending physician yesterday
notified Capt. Lowell, of the Rondo
street precinet, that James Byas, the
negro who was shot by Emerson Will-
jams on North Rice street three weeks
ago, was likely to die as the result of
the wound. County Attorney Egan
was sent for to take Byas®™ ante mortem
statement, but Byas refused to believe
that he was going to die, although Dr.

MeLaren said he could not live twenty- 1

four hours, and the statement was not
taken. The circumstances of the shoot-
ing have been published. Byas and
Williams were fellow-workmen, em-
J»]nyml by an asphalt paving contractor.
They quarrelled over the division
of their work and ended with a fight in
which Byas was worsted. He retreated,
and arming himself with a shovel, ad-
vanced and struck at Williams, who drew
a 32-calibre revolver and shot him in the
groin. The wound was examined by
Dr. Murphy and was not thought to be
of a dangerous eharacter, the ball not
having penetrated any vital parts. By-
as seemed in a fair way of recovery un-
til aweek ago when his condition changed
for the worse and he has been rapidly
sinking since. Williams was arrested
at the scene of the shooting and is held
in the county jail to await results. Ile
was arraigned in the municipal court
yesterday and the case was continued
to Sept. 3.

The Indian Commission Getting
Points for Future Use.

The senate sub-committee on Indian
affairs spent yesterday in an examina-
tion of a number of witnesses as to the
conduct of affairs on the White Earth
Indian reservation. Imdian Agent
Therhan was the principal witness ex-
amined and he came volunterily before
the committee to complain of certain
half breeds who he asserted were at the
bottom of the trouble with the Indians,
and he thought they knew too much.
Such was the gist of his evidence and
he was taken to task by Senator Morgan
for declaring himself to be the guardian
of the Indians.

“You are merely their servant,” in-
terposed the senator, “and the fact of
your being in the employ of the govern-
ment is simply that you may look afier
their interest, but it is not for you to
say how matters shall be conducted
on the reservation.”

W. S. Morton and S. Van Wyck, consti-
tute the board of directors.

The surroundings of the club are un-
rivaled in the beauty of scenery and
convenience of access. Directly across
the lake lies the village of North St.
Paul. thus giving the members easy and
frequent communieation with the city.
The membership is made up of St.
Paul’s leading business and professional
men, and the club seems to have an
auspicious future before it.

TO SETTLE A MINING DEAL.

Suit Brought in the United States
Court---Court Notes.

In the United States cireuit court
vesterday Jennie EImore and her hus-
band, Lyman Elmore, brought suit
against Robert M. Todd, H. D. Brown
and D. R. Hivbs, doing business as H.

D. Brown & Co. The plaint-
iffs allege that they are res-
idents of Denver, and that the

defendants are residents of Albert Lea.
The plaintiffs allege that they were
formerly owners of the Vulture mining
yroperty of Colorado. To secure John
V. Kauffman, of St. Louis, they deeded
the property to Robert M. Todd. The

property was valued at $300,000,
and he was to sell to such
purchasers as he could obtain

and after gatisfying Kauffman’s claim
the plaintiffs were to receive a propor-
tionate share. The plaintiffs further
allege that before the sale had been
made, negotiations were entered into
for the sale of the property for $300,000.
But the defendants entered into a eon-

tiaet with A. W. Tabor and
that the property was  sold
to Mr. Tabor for $265,000,

notes being taken in payment. The
plaintifis allege that Kauffmnan’s claim
has been satisfied, but no final or com-
plete report has been made to them.
T'hey sue to recover on two notes, one
for $10,000 and one for £35,000.

In the case of Augustus A. Mead
against James S. Kennedy and Edmund
P. Rice, as surviving trustees of the St.
Paul & Pacifie railway company, Judge
Kelly finds that on June 13, 1878, the

plaintiff was appointed treasurer
of the company at a _ salary
of $£250 a month. He finds also
that Horace Thompson remained

trustee of the company until his death |

in 1880: that the trustees continued to
have control of the lines until after
June 12, 1879, After that time the
plaintifi’s salary was fixed at $125 per
month, and on or about June 12, 1879,
the plaintiffi was appointed paymaster of
the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba Railroad company, but
this appointment did not interfere
with his performance of his duties as
treasurer; that the plaintiff, with the
consent of Thompsen, continued to

act as treasurer up to Sept. 30,
1882, and that he was not discharged

from his position. As conclusions at
law, Judge Kelly finds that the plaintiff
is entitled to recover 21,375 and 1nterest
from Jan. 19, 1885, amounting in all to
$1,624.44.

COURT NOTES.

In the case of Q. P. A. Howe against
H. R. Hollinshead and David Swank, as
garnishee, Judge Simons has granted
the motion of the defendant to set aside
the garnishee summeons.

Peter Augren, who was arrested at
Hinckley by Maj. Brackett, for selling
liquor to the Indians, had an examina-
tion before Commissioner Cardozo yes-
terday and was held in £500 bonds.

The will of the late Georze Rochat
was filed in the probate court yester-
day. He provides for the payment of
all his debts and a special legacy of
$1,000 to his son Henry. Certain per-
sonal property is willed to his wife. The
proceeds from his real estate is to be di-
vided equally among his children.

Robert J. Carter has sued John W.
Shannahan to recover $100 for earnest
money advanced on certain real estate,
the plaintiff having found that the title
was insecure.

Edward Lortin has brought suit
against Anthony Blanchett to recover
£1,000 for breach of contract in regard
to the sale of certain real estate.

Henry Lamb has sued Benvin Baker
to recover $311.20 on a judgment ob-
tained in a previous trial.

AWARDED TO KELLY.

Billy Conroy Knocked Out in the
Twelfth Round.
Special to the Globe.

St. CLoup, Aug. 27.—Tom Kelly, of
St. Paul, and Billy Conroy, champion
feather-weight of Madison, fought a
twelve-round contest with four-ounce
gloves at the rink in this city last night
for $100 a side and the entire receiptg of
house. Kelly appeared to be a good
deal the larger, but probablydid not
weigh twenty pounds more than Con-
roy. Fred Low was seleeted as referee
and time was ecalled at9o’clock. The
first round resulted in nothing definite,
but in the second round Conroy began
to warm up to his work and forced his
opponent on the ropes. The third round
opened by cautious sparring, but closed
with rapid exchanges of light blows, in-
cluding the customary lock. In the
fourth Kelly was again foreed to the
ropes, but recovered himself and dealt

Conroy several effective blows. The
fifth round was notable  only
for a great many locks.

In the sixth Conroy fought with deter-
mination and scored the first blow and a
knockdown. During the seventh round
Kelly received a heavy blow on the jug-
ular, which he tried to reciprocate, but
about the elose of the round he was
forced to the ropes twice in quick sue-
cession.  The eighth round resulted in
a small Waterloo for Couroy, and it was
lainly visible that he had exhausted
nimself. The men came together with
a rush in the ninth. Conroy slipped
and received a blow in the stomaeh,
which doubled him up. In the tenth
Kelly secured the first hit and knocked
his opponent under the ropes at the
close of the round. When time was
called for the eleventh round Conroy
had recovered somewhat, and for a
while made it sultry for Kelly, but his
strength soon gave out and he was
assisted to his corner when time was
called. Conroy was secarcely able to
stand up in the tenth round, and almost
immediately received a blow in the
back of the head which knocked him in-
sensible and he failed to respond when
time was called. The fight was awarded
to Kelly.
