HOW THEY STAND.

Four Teams StillHave a Yearning
for the Pennant.

The Northwestern league teams stand
almost as they did a week ago. Mil-
waukee has dropped eleven points,
while the next three have just about
held their own. St. Paul was in fourth
place last Monday morning, but took
second place on Tuesday, and held it
by a narrow margin until Saturday,
when Dcs Moines regained it. Dcs
Moines is now seven points ahead of St.
Paul and St. Paul seven ahead of Osh-
kosh. The chances of St. Paul getting
back to second place this week are
pretty good, as Dcs Moines and Osh-
kosh are playing with each other, and
each willprobably win half the games.
St. Paul still has an excellent opportu-
nity to win the pennant, but the team
must play with more snap than it has
for the past two or three weeks. Ifthe
trophy does not come to St. Paul, it will
probably go to Oshkosh or Dcs Moines.
Milwaukee, though still leading, has
very littleshow of winning. -The man-
ager of the Milwaukees, a man gener-
ally well thought of in St. Paul, should
hang his head in shame. Mr. Quinn,
one of the best umpires that lias ever
been on a ball field in the Northwest,
didn't perform to suit Mr. Hart in the
Milwaukee-La Crosse game ofFriday,
so Mr. Hart not only causes the removal
ofMr. Quinn, but refuses to allow the
ex-umpire admission to the grounds un-
der any circumstances. This at once
brands Mr. Hart as an unfair man. Mr.
Quinn has as good

right to buy a ticket

to the Milwaukee games as anybody
else. This action of the Milwaukee
manager looks from this distance like
an attempt to bulldoze umpires into
making rank decisions in Milwaukee's
favor. As long as Secretary Quin was
handling umpires for the "Northwestern
league it was common talk that no um-
pire dared to do the fair thing by teams
visiting Milwaukee, but now that Mor-
ton is secretary there is no occasion for
allowing any town in the league to bull-
doze umpires. Every team should be
given a fair show. Hengle, Quinn and
Sullivan are all square men, and the
liLoisE would be sorry to know that Sec-
retary Morton would listen to the re-
quest of a single manager for the re-
moval of one of them. Quinn umpired
in St. Paul twoweeks, and the St. Paul
team lost pretty steadily in these games,
but there was not a murmur ofdissatis-
faction at Quinn's work. The record of
