THE :BIRCH COULEE FIGHT.

Col. Grant Takes Exceptions to a
! Garbled Account.

To the Editor of the Globe.

Having seen in the Pioneer Press of
Sept. 1, a garbled report of my account
published in your paper Saturday, Aug.
o7, of the expedition which left Fort
Ridgely, Minn., Aug. 31, 1862, under my
command, for the purpose of burying
dead bodies, rescuing any fugitives that
might be found, and make reconnois-
sance, and in the same issue of the Pi-
oneer Press what purports to be the
gtory as told by Gen. Sibley, Gen. W. R,
Marshall, Adjt. Connelly and others.
In reading their several accounts, with
the editors remarks, one is almost led
to the conclusion that the Pioneer Press
has employed a school boy as city editor
during school vacation. With Gen.
Sibley, I do not propose to have any
controversy, as have for him
the highest respect, and I am certain
the plans of Gen. Sibley, as made and
carried out by him, proved in the result
that he was the right man in the right
place. Inregard to Gen. Sibley’s report
to Gov. Ramsey, Sept. 4, 1862, in which
he says he ordered out Capt. Grant,
Capt. Anderson, a burial party, ete., all
under the command of Maj. Joseph R.
Brown, if this was true, I can only say
I was not told that J. R. Brown was in
command. Col. William Crooks, who
commanded my regiment, gave me de-
tailed instructions and told me that
Capt. Anderson and a detail of twenty
men would report to me, and that J. R.
Brown wished to go with my command
to see if he could hear if his family
were massacred or prisoners. During
the two days’ march and the two days’
ficht, Joseph R. Brown (who 1 then sup-
posed was a citizen) never let me know
that he had any authority from Gen.
Sibley to take command, and the first I
heard of it was Sept.4, after we had been
relieved and had returned to Fort
Ridgeley. The reporter of the Pioneer
Press makes Gen. W. R. Marshal say
that Col. McPhail did perfectly right in
yetreating and sending back to Fort
Ridgeley for reinforcements. Knowing

Gen. Marshall as T do 1 believe if he
bad been sent to our relief with three
companies of infantry and two compa-
nies of mounted rangers, Capt. Mark

Hendricks’ battery of two guns, mak-
ing a foree of 300 men, with at least four
hours of daylight, he would have at
Jeast made an attempt to release us, and
not have left my command that had al-
ready fought this same body of Indians
sixteen hours, and had lost in killed
and wounded more than half, besides
all of our horses. Gen. Marshall would
never have retreated as McePhail did
and left us to our fate. As to Adjt.
Connely’s report I have Dbut little
to say. If he amused himself
in firing blank ecartridges, 1 have
full faith that the other
men of my command, changed my
orders, whittled down the balls to the
side of their rifles and fired balls in-
stead of blank cartridges. Again Corp.
Connelly might have mistaken my
orders to break right and left, get be-
hind the wagons and commence firing,
for an order to fall down. If he
changed the order. as he understood it,
1 think he was the only man that fell
down and hugged mother earth in the
center of the camp.  The rest of my
command understood the order and got
to the left, right and frout, and com-
menced firing and by so doing saved
the command from annihilation.

A NEW TOWN.
Details of a Scheine to Build a
Village at Mendota.

It is learned upon what is deemed the
very best authority, that certain gentle-
men of this city have secured the con-
trol of about eighty acres of land, half
a mile above Mendota, including the cel-
brated Pilot Knob, where they intend to
lay out a suburban town. Parties who
have visited this place pronounce it to
be one of the most charming spots
within a radius of ten miles of either
city. as from the brow of the Knob both
St. Paul and ; Minneapolis, and Shaco-
pee and Fort Snelling and Minnehaha
on the two rivers can be seen, as well
as a delighttul landseape in the back-

ground. The ascent to this prop-
erty is more gradual than to
Summit avenue, and the view

from the top of the hills is far supe-
rior. The track of the lowa division
of the Milwaukee, St. Paul & Chicago
railvoad runs around the base of the
property, and two other lines of road
now enter Mendota some ten times per
day, so that the place is already open to
easy transit.  The men who control this
enterprise intend to make this point the
most  attractive residence property in
the state, and to this end they expect to
lay out a park, and upon the top of
Pilot Knob to place a statue of Gen.
Sibley, elevated on a pedestal of some
forty feet, so it can overlook the sur-
rounding country and be clearly seen
from both cities. It is learned, also,
that several factories are going into the
village of Mendota, and it is quite proba-
ble that the Omaha company will build
a new depot near the old chureh, aud
which will be almost within a stone’s
throw of the new town. It is reported
that the new electro-motor line will pass
just back of Pilot Knob, and will no
doubt soon connect with a line across a
bridge at Minnesota river with one from
Minneapolis.

GOV. M'GILL IS WRATHY,

Because Some Official Gave Out
Some Premature News.

“There’s going to be a good-sized
racket around that state house shortly,”
remarked Gov. McGill to a Grose re-
porter last evening. “Here on three
separate ocecasions in the past week
some one in a confidential position up
there has given out things that ought
by all means to have been kept secret
for a few days at least.”

The cause of the above remarks by
the governor was that a GLOBE reporter

asked as to the truth or falsity of astory
of the issue of a warrant of extradition
for a man, said to be living at New Ulm,
on a request from the governor of Towa.
It was a case “‘not to be given out.”
“Yes, there’s some truth in the state-
ment,”” he continved. ‘A warrant was
issued yesterday on a requisitlon from
the governor of lowa. The man ac-
cused lives near New Ulm, and has
been a drummer. The charge is adul-
tery, and the plaintifl is a young woman

living near Cedar Rapids, To. This
ought not to have been published

yesterday. One thing certain, two or
three offices up there will be looked
into, and it may be depended on that
this crooked work will be stopped at
once, or somebody will drop.” And the
governor looked toward the eapitol like
a member of a Parisian mob, just long-
ing to cateh a glimpse of the execution
of some official Pranzini.

MeGill handed me the
commission as warden of the Minnesota
state prison he said: I have made this
change because I have heard there is
something wrong over there, and if
there is 1 want 1t looked up and righted
during my administration.” g

The governor has been fully advised
of what has been done by me in my ef-
forts to lock up past matters, and they
have met with his encouragement aud
approval. In my last interview with
the governor he said: “I want this mat-
ter thoroughly investigated, but do not
want anything done that would look
like persecution.” g A

All that I care about the publishing of
said alleged interview is that it is made
to appear that the governor was ad-
verse to an investigation, which is not
true: and, secondly, it is made to appear
that there had been a difference between
the governor and myself with regard to
this matter. This is also untrue. - The
governor has in personal as well as
official intercourse treated me with both
courtesy and kindness.

No Action Yet Taken to Secure the
Site Opposite Minnchaha.

At the meeting of the park commis-
sioners yesterday afternoon, Commis-
sioner Beriah Magoffin introduced his
resolution for the condemnation of 49.32
acres of land for a park site just oppo-
site Minnehaha creek, embracing the
Hidden Falls and facing the site of the
Soldiers’ Home. Commissioners Newell
and Clark being absent, the resolution
was laid over and made a special order
for the next meeting, which will be held
Wednesday afternoon. The total cost
of the park is estimated at $30,000.

leuben Warner submitted a proposi-
tion to the board to purchase eighteen
acres of land on the west bank of Lake

| Phalen, lying adjacent to the lake shore

and near the water works, at a cost of
£36,600. The proposition will receive
attention at the next meeting. Engi-
neer Esterbrook made a report showing
the expenditure of 31,700 at Como park,
and recommending improvements to
cost about %7,500, to be completed this
season. There are about five miles of
driveways laid out, and the work will
be mainly in grading and surfacing
these. Commissioners Campbell, Van
Slyke and Ludden were named a
committee to consider the engineer’s
report.
