THE CRIMINAL EPIDEMIC.

Almost Infantile Depravity in the Shape
of Another Outrage Case in
Minneapolis.

A Four-Year-Old Girl and a Boy of
Eleven Figure in the
Affair.

The Hal Reid Case Again---The Ravisher
Convicted by His Own
Verses.

The particulars of what, from all that
can be learned, appears to be a case of
criminal assault—the victim being a
handsome little four-year-old girl, have
just come to light, and, coming as it
does, on the heels of theSterriblec Muray
and Reid cases, can but cause general

| wonder if an epidemic of this sort has

not struck Minneapolis and St. Paul.
The vietim this time is little Berttine
Ingebretsen, the pretty four-year-old
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Ole Ingebret-
sen, residing at 2435 Twenty-seventh
avenue south. The child, a yellow
haired, bright eyed, little thing, is now
suffering intense pain, and fears are
entertained that her injuries may prove
more serious than at first thought.” The
person who isalleged to have committed
the erime is Adolph Malund, the eleven-
year-old son of S. Malund, a ecar-

penter  living at 2429 Twenty-
seventh avenue south. The child
was taken to Dr. Frederick

Laws, who has an office over the Scan-
dia bank building yesterday morning,
where she was sub]’n;cted to a medical
examination. It was found that she
was suffering intensely from local in-
flamation.

The first intimation that Mr. and Mrs.
Ingebretsen had that anything was
wrong was the latter part of last week,
when a neii;lhbor came to Mrs. Ingebret-
sen and told her that the children of the
neighborhood  were talking about
her daughter and Adolp Ma-
lund. Irs. Ingebretson at once
questioned  the little  girl as
and drew from her the following story:
About a month ago she, with the Mal-
und boy, were playing out in the back

yard, when Adolph wanted her to go to
he water closet with him. Not old
enough to know better she went, and
there met her ruin. Once inside the
building, the little one continued,
Adolph locked the door and ﬁulling her
down on the floor beside him began
taking improper liberties with her. She
resisted as well she was able, but the
youth finally succeeded in accomplish-
ing his purpose, despite the cries
and tears of the little girl.
After cautioning her not to tell
her mother or anyone else of what had
taken i place, Adolph gave her a penny
and let her out. The little one went
home directly, but was too badly fright-
ened to tell her parents. The next day
Malund saw her again, and threatened
to punish her severely if she said a word
to anyone in regard to the matter; at the
same time tried to induce her to yield to
his desires, but Berttine refused and
said she would tell her mother.

Early yesterday morning the little girl
was seized with violent pains, and again
she assured her mother that Malund was
the cause of her trouble, and Mrs. Inge-
bretsen took her to Dr. Laws, who ex-
amined her with the result stated above.

When seen last evening Mr. and Mrs.
Ingebretsen were greatly excited over
the matter and insisted that they were
going to see justice done, though it took
all the property they had in the world.
“I am convinced,” said Mrs. Ingrebret-
sen, as she looked into the room where
her child lay tossing on a bed of pain,
“that my child has told me the truth,
and that her injuries were inflicted by
Adolph Malund.”

Ado{*)h claims, however, that he never
injured the little one in any way, shape
or manuner, and says that a boy, whose
name he did not know, and whois now
out of the city, had told him that he had
been intimate with the child, statinijto
him that she was willing. Both Mr.
and Mrs. Malund take their son’s part
and insist that he would not do
a wrong action. The matter will
be placed in the hands of the police
to-day. Yesterday evening a neighbor
went to Mr. Ingebretson and told him
that he had not better do anything in
the matter, as, if he did not prove the
charge, Mr. Molund would turn around
and sue him. “I cannot help it if he
does,” said Mr. Ingebretsen, in speak-
ing of the matter. “It must be a pecu-
liar law that will stand by and see a
little girl ruined, and then permit suit
to be mughl: against me for attempting
to reach the boy who has nearly kille
her. Well, I have a little home here,
and, if need be, it can go, but I am go-
ing to seg-justice done.”

Send
me an immediate answer to Montreal, Can-
ada. Ask M. if she will marry me. If so, it
will only take three weeks for me to repair
my error. I am like every other human
being. Iam not lgoi_ug to be shot down like a
dog if I can **pull first.” Fred knows in his
heart that I will do the right thing.

REID IN JAIL.

Hal Reid is in jail at Alliance, O., and
Lieut. John Cook, of the St. Paul police,
left last night for that place to bring
him back to St. Paul. The authorities
in St. Paul are inclined  to accept the
story of Mrs. Williams with more than
a grain of allowance, and they
thin there is considerable prob-
ability that the charge of raping
Maud Coulston will never be substanti-
ated against Reid. The man did not
leave St. Paul until Sunday night, and
has made no eftort whatever to avoid
detection, but revealed his whereabouts
in the telegram received by Manager
Scott Gunn, ot the West Side opera
house, Monday night. The telegram
was dated at Chicago, Sept. 5, and read:
“See father; get money and ship at once
my trunk to Alliance, 0.”” Thestory of
Mrs. Williams was not made publie
until Monday, three days after the crime
is alleged to have been” committed, and
Mrs. Williams did not tell her story to
the authorities in St. Paul but to the
newspapers in  Minneapolis. Reid was
in Jo Clinton’s saloon on Fourth
street, near Minnesota, early
Saturday morning endeavoring  to
raise mone on a coat whch
he carried. He was dressed in a stage
suit of corduroy. His face was swollen
on one side from the scratch inflicted by
Mrs. Williams at the supper table. He
told a straight story about the affair,
saying that his imtercourse with the
girl had been discovered by her sister,
who had kicked up a. rumpus.
Ried tried in several other places
to raise- meney by pawning his
and he was reported at police headquar-

ters ag a suspicious character. It was
thought he might have stolen the coat
and Lieut. Cook found him in a room at
the Winslow house at Seven corners,
Sunda; mornlng and demanded an ex-
planation. Reid talked freely, 5ivlng
an honest account of himself and told
the licutenant that he wanted to raise
money. He told the same story about
the trouble with Miss Coulston and her
sister he had told to Clinton and others,
and the officer having heard

NOTHING OF THE CHARGE
which Mrs. Williams sprung the next
day, allowed Reid togo. He is said to
have been seen in Minneapolis Sunday
forenoon, where he probably raised the
funds for his journey. Chief Clark sent
for Mrs. Williams yesterday and asked
her to swear out a complaint., She
came to St. Paul at ‘noon, and,
after a conference with County
Attorney Eﬁan. a& warrant was sworn
out. Mrs.Williams hesitated considera-
bly about makmi the complaint, sayinﬁ
that she did not belizve her sister coul
be induced to come upon the stand to
prosecute Reid. Chief Clark tele-
graphed instructions to the authorities
at hicago and Alliance, O., to appre-
hend Reid, and at 4 o’clock in the after-
noon a telegram was received from the
chief of police at Alliance, stating that
Reid had arrived there and was under
arrest. Lieut. Cook left at 7:30 last
night, armed with the warrant for Reid
and under instructions to persuade Reid
to come without a requisition, if he
would. If Reid will not come willingly
a requisition will be telegraphed at
once.

The Minneapolis public has become
quite well acquainted with Reid through
his eccentricities and love or notoriety,
and naturally the develpment of this
new trait in his character creates some
astonishment,

THE GENERAL COMMENT
of his acquaintances is: *I knew he
was a d—d fool, but I did not jthink him
such a vyillian.”” The particulars
of his assault upon Miss
Coulston have not all been igiven to the
publie, but indicate thought and pre-
meditation and determination. It is
stated by a friend of the family that he
actually sucked her breath until she was
almost unconscious and perfectly help-
less before he accomplished his purpose.
