THE PARK.

The Commission Unanimously
Favors the Site Opposite Minne-
haha.

"I he park commission yesterday passed
unanimously the resolution of Commis-
sioner Magoflin, condemning land at
Minnehaha for a site to be called Hia-
watha park. The site comprises 49.31
acres of land opposite Minnehaha falls
and facing the Soldiers’ home, and em-
braces within its borders the pictur-
que Hidden falls. It will cost about
000, and its condemnation is a satis-
factory fultilment of the promise made

to the commission which located the
Soldiers® home at Minnehaha. The
park will contain nearly fifty acres

along the north bank of the Mississippi,
directly acress trom the mouth of Min-
nehaha ereek.  The banks here are
bluffs, rising about 200 feet, and the
plan will inglude a magnificent boule-
vard 30¢ feet wide, eommencing at the
Fort Snelling bridge, and running along
the blutts by way of Marshall avenue to
the county line.

On the white sandstone bluff, directly
across the river from the upper end of

the park, the soldiers home will be lo-
cated. At this point the strip -of land
is 338 feet wide: it then runs 1,333 feet

in a southeasteriy direction to the head
of the ravine: from there the course is
directly south for 1,412 feet almost to
the edge of the bluii, and thence a line
is run directly west to the river. This
gives a front on the river of half a mile.
A little brook trickles down the ravine
through a  picturesque landscape
marked with huge boulders and stately
trees, and fialls over a ledge of rocks in
the basin a distance of forty-five feet.
This has been named Hidden falls, and
although the fall is not so great, is not
a less Deautiful sight than the storied
Minnehaha. At the mouth of the ra-
vine are two lofty head lands, from
which good views of the river, Fort
Snelling and Minnehaha can be ob-
tained.
ANOTHER PARK WANTED.

A proposition was presented to the
board by Mr. Watson, who offered to
secure eighteen aeres for a park site on
Lexington avenue, accompanied by a
petition signed by 300 citizens urging the
location of a park in that partof the
cigy. The matter was referred to Messrs.
Newell and Magoffin. Committees were
also appointed to consider and report the
advantages of the proposed site on
Crocus hill, at Ayd park, and on the
west shore of Lake Phalan. The board
will meet again Saturday.

FAVOR NIEPEL’'S BID.

Expert Architects Vote Against
Local Bidders for Court House
Steam Heating.

The reports of the experts to whom
had been referred the various steam
heating bids for the new court house,
were received by the court house com-
mission yesterday afternoon. The ex-
perts were M. E. Bell, the government
architect at Washington, and Levi C.
Greene, a well-known civil engineer of
Boston. With the several bids the re-
port of Architect Bassford, recommend-
ing the Niepel bid, had been submitted
to them. Each makes a general com-
parisen of the bids in relation to results,
and a comparison of percentage in re-
spect to cheapness of cost, and both
write, after a detailed showing of fig-
ures, that the Niepel bid is the cheap-
est and best, and both indorse Architect
Bassford. Referring to the Niepel bid,
Mr. Greene says:

The state fair grounds were the scene
of great activity yesterday. From early
morning drays and all the other convey-
ances procurable filed into the grounds
in an almost endless stream. The last
bit of aisle space in the main building
was let yesterday and the exhibitors
now seem to be vying with one another
in their efforts to put their displays in
order. One great improvement over
last year in the main building is the re-
moval of the large agricultural stand
which occupied the center of the build-
ing. In its place a magnificent new
piano will be put on the platform, with
a large number of chairs surrounding
the platform, so that people may have
an opportunity to sit down and rest
under a roof.

The art gallery just to the west of the
main building was the center toward

WILL BE LIGITED MONDAY.

RATES ON

SMALL PARCELS.

A Hearing Before the Commis-
sion as to a Re-Classification.
A hearing was had by the railroad

commissioners yesterday on the ques-
tion of a re-classification of freight in
packages of less than 100 pounds, over
which there had been numerous com-
plaints made. The following raiiroad
ofticials were present:

Messrs. F. B. Clark, of the Omaha; J, S.
McCullough, of the Chicago & Northwestern:
J. T. Alexander, of the St. Paul, Minneapolis
& Manitoba: J. M. Hannaford, J. M. Me-
Naught and S. F. Boyd, of the Northern Pa-
cific; J. A. Chandler, of the Chicago, Mil-
}\'u;xkec & St. Paul; E. F. Dodge, of the Du-

uth.

Complaints have been made to the
commissioners from all over the state
that under the new classification adopted
last July on freight weighing less than
100 pounds the rate proves in many
cases excessive, since as mueh can be
charged for ten pounds as for 100. The
roads represented were all of one opin-
ion as to the one main thing that they
did not wish a re-classification of the
freight on these parcels under 100
pounds at present. They agreed, how-
ever, to bring the matter up in the West-
ern elassification committee, which will
meet the first week in October, and the
commission agreed to take no action
prior to that time. The railway officials
claimed that the present classification is
the most modest on shippers of any now
in force under any of the rules of classi-
fication now existing. They submitted
the following:

For lines east and south of Chicago:

No single shipment or small lot of freight
classified as first-class or lower will be taken
at less than 100 pounds at the class to which
it belongs, or, if classified higher than first-
class, at less than 100 pounds at first-class
rate. In no case will the charge for a single
consignment be less than 25 cents:

The rule of the Southern Railway and
Steamship association is:

No single shipment will be carried for less
than 10C pounds first-class freight.

Joint Texas classification rule:

No shipment. however small, will be taken
for less than 100 pounds at the rate under
which itis classified. Should it contain two
or more classes of freight the higher class
rate will be charged. A shipment classified
higher than first class will be charged as 100
pounds at first class rate, unless it amounts
to more at regular rates actual weight.

The Western classification under
which Minnesota rates are charged was
then given by Mr. McCullugh, as fol-
lows:

The minimum charge shall be second-class
rates for 100 pounds, but in no case shall the
charge be less than 25 cents.

THIS IS ENCOURAGING.

President Lowry Says the Cable
Cars Will Run Oct. 15.

Col. Thomas Lowry, president of the
street railway company, looking fresh
as a daisy from his late ocean voyage,
was in St. Paul again yesterday and

had time to talk to a GLOBE
reporter for a few minutes
on street car transportation topies.

He said the contract had been closed
with Taylor & Craig for the completion
of the power house by Oect. 15, and it
would be done by that date sure. The
boilers are nearly put in, as is consider-
able of the machinery. The delay on
the cable work, he said, was wholly
due to the failure of the eastern firm
to turn out the *“yokes” on time.
It was no use, he said,
to tear up the streets before these were
here and ready to be put in. The $600 a
day forfeit for all time after Sept. 1 be-
fore the completion of the cable line, he
said, was having a tendency to hurry up
the company a bit. The *‘yokes” had
been shipped, and would be in St. Paul
in ninety hours, “and you ecan put it
down as a sure thing,” said he, “‘that
the cable cars will be running in_ St.
Paul by Oct. 15.”

THE STATE'S RICHES.

Personal Property Assessments as
HPualized by the State Board.
A statement of all the assessed per-

sonal property of the state, as equalized

by the state board of equalization for
the year 1886, and as equalized by the
county board of equalization for the
year 1887, has been given out. As equal-
ized by the state beard last year the
total value of all assessed personal prop-
erty was $101,662,285, as equalized by
the county boards it was $99,918,003, and
as determined by the assessor it was
$08,499,984. This year the total personal

roperty as equalized by the county

oards is 8108,176,754; and as determined
by the assessor, $105,756,355. The val-
uation last year on 65,559 dogs amounted
to $198,686, and this year on 63,600 dogs,

$223,836. The number of persons
assessed last year was 158,304;
this year, 157,008. The valuation

on 368,371 horses this year amounts to
$19,595,963. Last year on 361,319 horses
it was$19,605,721. Cattle last year num-
bered 828,426, and the total valuation
was £11,096,696. This year the number
of cattle is 986,890, and the total valua-
tion $10,791,423. On 296,886 sheep last
year the assessed valuation figured up

$415,814, and on 337,115 hogs,
$705,826. This year the num-
ber of sheep is 292,581 and the

amount assessed $379,993, while the
hogs number only 200,592, with assessed
valuation of only $594,019. Next to
horses the largest item this year is goods
and merchandise, valued at $15,040,423.
Bank stock comes next, $13,932,012;
credits other than of banks, ete., next,
£12,660,764. Manufacturers’ materials
and manufactured articles and all man-
ufacturing plants figure uF $5,209,-
284; household and office furniture,
$7,160,056, and agricultural tools
and and  machinery,  $3,659,290.
The total value of diamondsand jewelry
is $144,287, and of gold and silver plate,
and all plated ware, $107,138. Bank
stock last year amounted to $12,578,121;
credits, other than of banks, ete., $10,-
255,795; goods and merchandise, $14,-
165,029; household and office furniture,
$7,087,859: agricultural tools and ma-
chinery, $3,779,322; manufacturing prod-
ucts and plants, $5,667,861; diamonds
and jewelry, $135,332, and gold and
silver plate, ete., $92,651. The assesed
valuation last year of 109,365 wagons
and carriages was $2,760,932, on 102,729
watchies and clocks $469,396, and on
18,127 pianos, organs and melodeons
$1,088,556. This year the valuation
placed upon 140,461 wagons and car-
riages is $2,744,486; on 98,194 watches
and clocks $459,229, and on 19,751 pianos,
organs and melodeons $1,148,854.

LICENSED WAREHOUSES.

Elevators at Duluth and Minneap-
olis Taking Out Licenses.

The elevators of Minneapolis and Du-
luth are coming in with their applica-
tions for licenses as publie warehouses
this year, pretty rapidly. The Minne-
apolis elevators, so the talk at the com-
mission’s office went yesterday, will
pretty nearly all come into the fold and
do business under the state law, instead
of holding out as they did when the law
first went into effect. All the Duluth
elevators have applied for licenses and
the documents were made out yesterday
by Secretary Warner. Three licences
were made out for Minneapolis elevators
—the Minneapolis Elevator company
for A No. 2, for the Central elevator
and for the Minneapolis Union Elevator
company. “This,”” said Secretary War-
ner, ‘“is a pretty good record for one
day. There are not as many yet under
the state system this year as there
were last, but you may depend on it,
more are coming in. A new license is
necessary every year and new bonds
have to be given.”

Citizens of St. Paul Grossly In-
. sulted by a Pioneer Press
Editorial Writer.

The Business Interests of the
City Threatened by the

1 Maligner’'s Pen.

Chief Clark Says the City

The editorial published in the Pioneer
Press yesterday morning kicked up a
lively sentiment among the eitizens of St.
Paul; of a different brand, however, than
the writer of the screed intended it
should. Men were heard denouncing
that spasmodic sheet for heralding to
the world the insinuation that St. Paul
was a paradise for gamblers and a city
where respectable people could not live.
“It is a glaring outra%e,” said one
prominent citizen, “‘and the whole outfit
ought to be dumped into the river. The
citizens should rise in a body and resent
the insult that has been thrown in their
teeth by that paper.” 4

And the citizens did rise individually
and scored the editor unmercifully.

“He must be a very well bal-
anced sort of a curiosity,” said
a Third street business man, “I pre-
sume he’s the same euridite individual
who informed the public that the
banquet given Senator Beck was for the
purpose of booming him for the vice
presidency. He didn’t know that Beck
was ineligible to the office through Scot-
tish nativity, and he probably knew
less about what he wrote last night.”

Another said: *“The effort of this
writer of double leaded fancies to fix a
blot upon the fair escutcheon of St.
Paul is worthy of the

as there is a base reflection upon the

CHIEF CLARK’S REMARKS.

The GLoBE took occasion yesterday
to interview many leading citizens and
public officials regarding their opinions
of the editorial referred to above. Chief
of Police Clark was found in his office
at the central station, and he said he
tliought it was a pretty rough way to
treat the people, especially when the
paper depended on their patropage for
support. As to the wide-open pglicy,
‘he said the Pioneer Press had™ had
spasms every few months since it was
established, and while it was in convul-
sions would howl and scream in an im-
becile way about the wide-open policy.
In his opinion he didn’t believe there
was an editorial writer on the paper
who could tell a wide-open pol-
Jdey if he .should - meet it in
broad daylight. ‘‘There has never been
a time,” said he, ‘“when the city was so
free from vice and crime as it has been
during the past six months. There is no
reason to blame St. Paul if a cheap
actor comes down from Minneapolis and
gets mixed up in an alleged outrage on
a girl also from Minneapolis. St. Paul
people are behaving themselves all
right and if there are crimes committed
in these blocks we don’t hear anything
about them. There isn’t a gambling
house in St. Paul and there won’t be if

can help it. The ecity was
never under better police surveillance
than it is now. Of course disreputa-
ble characters will get into the
blocks were furnished rooms are rented;
it is impossible to keep them out, but
whenever it is possible for the police to
get hold of them they are nabbed and
punished. The statistics of erime in
this city, compared with the criminal
statistics of any of the large cities in
the United States, show the ratio to be
less in St. Paul than any other city.
This talk about no decent woman being
safe on our streets in the evening, is too
‘funny. Nobody has heard of a decent
woman being molested on the streets of
this city wiﬁlin the past year, if she
was out at a proper hour for a woman to
be abroad, and I'll warrant you that
decent women feel as safe on the streets
of St. Paul after dark as they would in
any city in the Union.”

MAYOR SMITH TALKS.

Mayor Smith sat in his office chatting
with a bootblack who was putting a
polish on his boots, when the GrLoBE
representative walked in and asked him
what he thought of the editorial in the
Pioneer Press.

“I think it is the worst outrage ever
perpetrated on the people of St. Paul,”
said he. “The idea of giving the out-
side world the impression that we are a
community of gamblers and blacklegs
and thieves is preposterous and should
be resented by every decent citizen of
this city. Thatis a splendid report to
send out into the surrounding country
about us, isn’t it. Why, it’s the worst
thing I ever heard of. I don’t believe
there’s a gamblin house in the city. If
there is I don’t know it. I told Chief
Clark yesterday to keep his men
on the lookout for any at-
tempts to open houses of this kind, and
if they found anything of the kind
going on to arrest the principals at once
and punish them, e chief told me
that there was not a gambling house in
the city, and I don’t believe there is,
an_g I don’t believe there is another city
in the Union so well protected against
crime as St. Paul is.”

County Attorney Egan was not slow
to exgress his opinion of the editorial.
Said he: “I think the man that wrote
that editorial was crazy. Why, it’s the
worst slander on the citizens of St. Paul
ever given them, and they ought to re-
sent it, every one of them. Why, just
think what effect an article of that kind
will have on people outside of the city.
They’ll read it and get the impression
that we're the rottenest community on
the face of the earth. I can’t under-
stand what that editor was thinking of.”
