there was to be a big match race drew
a tremendous crowd to Sheepshead bay
this afternoon. ' The weather was
cloudy and the track fast, but dusty.
The event of the day was. the match
between W. Grate's chestnut colt Elk-
wood and J. D. Morrisey's bay gelding
Banburg, for 85,000 a side and $1,000
added by the Jockey club. The distance
was one mile and-a quarter.
