STREET CAR CONDUCTORS.

Thomas Lowry Doesn't Want
Them on AllHis Cars.

The matter of placing conductors on
the various street cars came up in the
council yesterday afternoon, when
Thomas Lowry, president of the com-
pany, sent in the following communica-
tion, which was referred to the commit-
tee on railroads :

The ordinance passed by your honoraDle
body June 2-1 last, requiring conductors on
all ears operated by the Minneapolis Street
Railway compauj. " Being the largest stock-
holder in the company, action has been de-
ferred until myreturn." The company is not
disposed to take issue with the city govern-
ment on any matter looking to belter the
service and accommodations for the travel-
ing public. We will not stand on our legal
rights, if, by waiving them, we' can better
subserve the public iuterest, and at the same
time not involve the company in financial
and other embarrassments. •-. .

Your honorable body will admit that the
question of the power of the council to
amend the original ordinance of the com-
pany without its consent is, to say the least,
a grave one." On the other hand, itis a ques-
tion as to whether the public interest would
not be better subserved by putting conduc-
tors on some of the principal lines. ".-

Inview or all the complications and diffi-
culties likelyto arise, Ipropose—and would
ask your honorable body to content thereto
that the said ordinance be so changed or
amended that it shall require conductors on
the University and Hawthorn-avenue line,
the Fourth-avenue line, the Bloomington and
Plymouth line and the Minnehaha line.
Many of the company's lines extend into
sparsely-settled portions of the city, and were
built in that spirit of fairness which requires
that reasonable street-car facilities be af-
forded all outlying districts. These lines are
operated with one-horse cars, and conduct-
ors thereon would be a nuisance instead ofa
benefit. Even in New York on Twenty-third
street and many other portions of the city
cars are operated Dwithout conductors.gj;The
question of ."transfer tickets"" would impose
on the company a great hardship. The lines
are so laid out that for one fare a person may,
be carried from north to south • and east to
west.

Ifyour honorable body will consent to the
above changes, 1 will cause conductors • to be
put'upon the .a bove" lines within five.days

THE EDGE STILL ON IT.

Explanations Do Not Seem to Help
the Krueger Case. \v.\.

In yesterday morning's Globe was
published a statement in regard to one
Celia Krueger, an inmate ofthe North-
western hospital, in which it appeared
the girl, who was in a high state offever.
at the time, was dumped into the bot-
tom of a patrol wagon and sent down to
the probate court for examination as to
her sanity, without even hat or wraps
of any kind.. Upon examination
she was thrown out upon the floorof an
inner room in the probate court, where
she lay almost all the afternoon, until
her sobs and moans finally became so
piteous that the judge examined her in
preference to the others before her and
found the girl to be perfectly sane, but
in a high.fever, manifesting strong
symptoms of epipleptic convulsions,
lhe sympathies of all those present were
at once interested in behalf of the poor
girl, and she was procured a litter, upon
which she was conveyed to a hack and
sent to the St. Barnabas hospital. There
seemed to be a good deal of feeling man-
ifested about the court house over the
exceeding inhumanity ofthe affair, and
itis said this is but a repetition of
several similar outrages on the part of
the hospitals. Mrs. T. B. "Walker, pres-
ident of the Northwestern hospital, was
seen yesterday, and in response to in-
quiries said the girl had been received
there a couple of weeks ago, but became
so violent that the matron determined
she was not a fitsubject and telephoned
Dr. Curtis,who sent a hack up withorders
to remove three patients. The matron
claims the policeman himself ordered
the", patrol wagon, and superintended
the removal of • the girl. Feelings of
common decency should have prompted
those in charge of the hospital in pre-
venting such a flagrant outrage to be
perpetrated upon a helpless girl, even
m case she was insane. .

Aid. McArdle.and Cloutier' Have a

' Word to Say.
T. R. Lawler lias kicked up a small-

sized row again over the 'sewer matter,
but nothing has; been developed.

ABORN ORCHESTRAL LEADER

Liberati Shines Brighter the More
One Knows Him. .-..'-:.

The more one sees and knows of
Liberati the more one is attracted to the
whole personality, of the man. At once
an incomparable eornetist, a born or-
chestral leader, and a {composer -_-_ of
music of well-known ability, he is also
a business \u25a0man, energetic and enter-
prising.

WHISKY BILLS ARE NOT PAID.

The H. & D. Tracks Up Again— ]
Liquor Dealers' Honey to

Protect Them.

City Attorney Smith, to whom was re-
ferred the petition ofthe Retail Liquor
Dealers' association, requesting an ap-
propriation of $500 to he used in en-
forcing the license law ; and the claim
ofLicense inspector Ray, for money ex- .
pended In enforcing the law, reported
that he had carefully considered the
matter and had come to the conclusion
that there were no legal questions i:-
volved in ; either case. The only que -
tion was whether;such: expend!tun 3
were legitimate and necessary to tl i
proper enforcement of the • law. H s
first impression in regard to Ray's bl I
was that it be not allowed, but oTi
further reflection he thought that it
should be: paid, but advised that the
police commissioners be notified that
no more bills ofa similar nature would
be allowed. Since the presenta-
tion on the Retail Liquor
Dealers', petition he had in-
vestigated the matter, and found that
there were a number of druggists and
grocerymen who were selling intoxicat-
ing especially bottled beer—in
violation ofthe law, besides a number
of what are known as "blind pigs'*
doing the same thing, which had caused
him to change his opinion. "Itis not
only important," said he, "that the laws
should be rigidly enforced. The city
employs detectives to ferret out crime,
and there is no reason why this sort of
crime should not be looked into, andsome of the money the saloon men have
paid in should be set apart to protect
them. But lam of the opinion that no
definite sum should be appropriated,
but that the propr'ety and • necessity of
expending money for such purpose
should be left with the officer whose
duty it is to look after such violations,
therefore,! recommend that the peti-
tion of the retail liquor dealers be not
allowed."
