A New York Lunatic Tries
to Murder a Couple of
Women,

And Then Attempts Self-Cre-
mation by Firing the
House.

He Is Only Subdued by Being
Shot Down by the
Police.

The Chicago Anarchists--A
Hanging at Baltimore--
Criminal Notes.

Special to the Globe.

NEW YORk, Sept. 9.—Richard Hanley
became suddenly ecrazy this morning
and mace a murderous assault with a
hatchet and hammer upon his wife
Ellen and his niece Margaret Clare,
then emptied two cans of kerosene oil
on the heated stove and floor surround-
ing it, locked himself in and awaited
death by fire. He was armed with a
hatchet and threated death to all who

attempted to approach him. He
did not surrender until two
bullets  from the revolver of
Acting Police Captain Sheehan had

hit him. The fire was then extinguished
and the maniac secured. The scene of
this mad man’s violence is a large double
house at No. 201 East Eighty-sixth
street. The excitement in the building
and on the street was most intense.
Terror-stricken women and children
rushed from the house screaming
“Murder, help, fire.”” Hanley, a strong-
framed man of about forty-five, has
been ill for several months, and fre-
quently cylupluihcd of pains in his

head. For a few weeks he
had acted strangely. Mrs. Han-
ley resorted to common remedies

and endeavored to quiet her husbana,
but at times he would become violent
and threatening. About 11:30 o’clock
this morning, when Mrs. Hanley and a
half-grown girl, Margaret Clare, were
seated in the Kkitchen, Hanley suddenly
put his hands to his head, swayed to
and fro on his chair, groaning with pain,
and then, with a wild expression in his
eyves, sprang to his feet, and seizing a
hammer sprang at his niece. She ran
and had almost escaped through the
door leading to the Lallway. when he
flung the hammer at her with great
force. She dodged, and fortunately was
only hit by the handle which made
A PAINFUL SCALP WOUND,

but did not knock her down. Hanley
seemed to become even more infuriated
at the escape of the girl and turned
upon his wife. She pleaded with him
not to kill her, but he only laughed and
repossessing himself of the hammer he
flung it at the frightened woman, but
his aim was not true, however, and the
missle fell to the floor and broke.

The maniac then seized a hatchet
and rushed after his wife.
Her screams for help were
heard throughout - the house, but

No one responded in time, and her crazy
husband buried the point of the hatchet
in her skull. Wrenching herself free,
Mrs. Hanley reached the hall, her head
and face erimsoned with blood, and was
aided by Mrs. Butt, a neighbor, to es-
cape to the street. A panic seized the
inmates of the big tenement, they jost-
ling each other on the stairs in their
wild efforts to reach the street. Han-
Jey's next insane impulse was to
destroy himself and the Dbuilding.
To accomplish this he made
his preparations deliberately. Empty-
ing an oil can upon the fioor, he cool

applted a mateh to the inflamable fluic

menacing  with  his blood-staine(i
hatchet all who sought to interfere.
Then locking the doors of his apart-
ments he calmly awaited death. Mean-
while the police had been summoned
and Acting Captain Sheehan and Officers

Doyle and  Angeline, of the
Twenty-second precincet, arrived
before the fire had spread. Aided Dby

John Butt and Ira D. Clough, tenants
of the flat they had hastened to subdue
and arrest the lunatic. Their ingress
was barred by locked and bolted doors,
and to the demand for instant admission
there came back a derisive laugh and
A DEFIANT THREAT

that the first man who entered should
die. Four strong men put their shoul-
ders to the outer door aad burst it from

its hinges.  The Kkitchen floor was
ablaze, and dense smoke filed
the room, but Hanley was not
there. j

He had retreated to the adjoin-
ing room, where he stood bmndisfling
the hatchet. A fire alarm was sent out,
but before the enginesarrived the police
had extinguished the flames and  were
directing their attention to the lunatidy
who had during the interval fastened
the door between the kitchen and the

room in which he stood at bay.
He refused to open the door,
and in a few seconds a quintet
of able-bodied men had sent it

spinning from its fastenings only to be
confronted by the wild man, armed for
murder. Officer Doyle at once rushed
upon Hanley in the hope of overpower-
ing him, but a whizzing stroke of the
sharp hatchett, which {\arely grazed his
head, forced him to retire. After re-
peated demands for surrender met by
wild laughter and challenges to single
combat, Acting Captain Sheehau
drew his revolver and opened
fire. Hanley then assumed tJe
offensive and advanced towards his
would-be capters, when a bullet struck
him on the top of the head, ploughing a
furrow along his scalp. More infuria&d
than ever at the stinging pain and the
sight of blood, he made a wild dash at
the officers, but suddenly the hatchet
fell to the floor and, seizing his right
hand, he
SCREAMED IN AGONY

as the policeman seized and held him
firmly. Another of the many bullets
fired by Sheehan had struck Hanley in
the wrist and passed down and through
the right hand, rendering him power-
less.  During the fusilade one of the
fireman whose services were not re-
quired in extinguishing the fire, sent
out an ambulance call, which was re-
sponded to promptly by Surgeon Bedell,
of the Presbyterian hospital. He found
that Margarst Clare’s injury was slight
and that Mrs. Hanley’s hurt-was not
serious either, as the hatchet  blow
fortunately did not fracture the
skull. Mrs. Hanley’s wounds were
dressed at the hospital, after which she
was taken home. Hanley was taken to
the police station after having his
wounds partially dressed, but later Sur-
geon Bedell removed him to the Presby-
terian hospital, where he is confined as
a prisoner. The surgeon said that the
wound in Hanley’s wrist was a severe
one and may possibly cripple him for
life. He is satisfied that Hanley is
crazy and he will be watched closely
and possibly will'be removed to the Pa-
villion for the insane.

THE CHICAGO ANARCHISTS.

Their Cause Injured by the Rant-
ings of Mrs. Parsons.
CiicAco, Sept. 9.—Since Mrs. Lucy
Parsons delivered her incendiary har-
rangue at Sheffield, Ind.,on the oceasion
of the recent socialist gathering there, it
is reported in certain inner circles that
her movements have invited a stricter
surveillance- of the police authorities.
Her inflgmmatory utterances have only
served to reawaken the dread of the
community’ at large which prevailed
after the explosion of the murderous
anarchist bomb at the haymarket. Mrs.
Parsons, the colored wife of the con-
demned anarchist, A. R. Parsons, has
been unenviably notorious for two or
three years past as one of the most im-
placable furies of the socialistic party,
and it is now, in view of her confirmed
defiance of the law, regarded as
SOMEWHAT SURPRISING :
that she is not, as well as her deluded
and misereant husband, behind the bars J

while she harrangued the cpowd at
Sheftield, disavows some of the more
sanguinary sentiments expressed by the
dusky petroleuse, and is trying to ex-
onerate himself and set himself right
with the community for the parthe took
in the proceedings at Sheffield. Two of
the most experienced detectives on the
Chicago force have been vigilantly
shadowing Mrs. Luc{ Parsons for sev-
eral months past. The Indiana gather-
ing is regarded as having done the con-
demned bomb-throwers now under sen-
tence of death inthe county jail more
harm than good, and jeopardized any
possible hope that there might have
‘ieﬂ of one or two of them escay‘ing the
death penalty. Engle, one of the anar-
chist prisoners, is breaking down fast.
For the past two weeks he has .done
little else than set with his hands over
his face weeping the most of the time.
He is visited daily by his wife, but éven
the presence of the devoted little woman
fails to give him courage or cheer.

JOHN THOMAS ROSS.

He Was Hanged at Baltimore for
Killing a Woman.

BALTIMORE, Sept. 9.—At 12:43 to-day
John Thomas Ross, colored, paid for the!
life of Emily Brown; which he took on
Dec. 10, 1886. The condemned man
slept well last night and ate an enor-
mous breakfast this morning. After
spending the morning in praying and
singing, religious services were con-
ducted by Revs. Louis F. Zinkham,min-
ister of the prison, and S. J. C. Allen
and G. H. f{ecd. both colored. About
12:16 the death warrant was read, and a
few minutes after the procession started
for the gallows. Arriving.

AT THE GALLOWS,

when asked if he had anything to say,
Ross said: “I have made my peace with
God. I, John Thomas Ross, have to
stand it all, while Perry is let go. But
I leave him in the hands of God.” The
black cap was then drawn over his face
and at precisely 12:43 the drop fell.
After ten minutes his heart stopped
beating. At 1:12 the body was cut down
and delivered to his mother. The crime
for which he was executed was the mur-
der of Emily Brown on Friday, Dec. 10,
1886. His object in committing the mur-
der was to dispose of the body to a med-
ical eollege, he having been informed
that they would pay him 15 for it.

Shot a Woman.

ScHENECTADY, N. Y., Sept. 9.—To-
wards noon Fred Knight, aged about 35
years, a moulder of hitherto good rep-
utation, met Miss Ida Wallace, a young
woman whose conduct has made her the
subject of scandal, in a restaurant on
Schenectady street. Without any warn-
ing and during a common place conver-
sation, he drew a revolver and shot lda
in the right ear. She fell unconscious
and the horrified spectators allowed
Knight to esca{w with the smoking re-
volver in his hand into the street. He
went directly to the police station, tell-
ing one Heller on the way that he had
shot a woman and was going to sur-
render himself to the police. e was
met by Chief of Police Campbell, to
whom he gave his pistol. He went will-
ingly with the officer to the station,where
he said: *‘I shotthe woman and 1 meant
to kill her. 1 hope she is dead.”

“Knight's wife died a few months ago.

He alleged in the police cell that he shot
Ida Wallace because she had given him
a disease which he communicated to his
wife, causing her death. The deceased,
Mrs. Knight, left her husband a few
months before her death and, having no
friends, went to the county alms house
and died, it is said, of a loathsome
malady.. She was very well behaved
and respectable. Ida Wallace is uncon-
scious. Physicians say she will die.

Man and Money Gone.

SAVANNAH, Ga., Sept. 9.—Last Fri-
day night Tiney B. Thompson, one of
the partners of J. J. MeDonough & Co.,
an extensive lumber firm of this ecity
and New York, took £2,500 and left the
citfr to pay off the hands at some of the
mills in the state. So far nothing. has
been heard from Thompson,: though it
is known he has not visited the mills.
Suspicions of foul play are entertained
by his friends. Rumors of a shortage
are also heard. Mr. McDonough said
last night that the firm’s accounts were
found short at two. of the banks. He
added that he could not state -that
Thompson had taken a dollar, but that
if there is a shortage it will not exceed
£25,000. :

A School for Convicts.

TRrRENTON, N. J., Sept. 9.—The school
for convicts at the state prison, the first
ever attempted in this country, was
opened here last evening. A short ad-
dress was made to the twenty-five con-
victs by Deputy Keeper Hemsing, - de-
signed to stimulate a desire for study in
the pupils. A. V. Stanley and Frank
Sidney, two well educated prisoners,
have been delegated as teachers. The
attendance is optional. All the pupils
were provided with slates and books.
The session lasted two hours. Asthe
accommodations are meager, 1t will re-
quire a division into four classes to ac-
commodate all the convicts who desire
to attend._

Bald-Knobbers Convicted.

St. Lovuis, Sept. 9.—Two more of the
Bald-Knobbers indicted for whipping
government homesteaders in Douglass
county were tried yesterday and found
guilty. Application for a new trial will

made tor all these men. There are
six other Bald-Knobbers to be tried for
the same offense.

Regarding the Recent Shaking Up of
the Baltimore & Ohio Man-
agement.

The Legal Battle Over the New Road
From Winnipeg Nearly
Ended.

The Trunk Lines Adopt Some New
Rules --- General Railway
Intelligence.

BArTIMORE, Sept. 9.—The weekly
circular of John A. Hambleton & Coe.
to-morrow will have some interesting
statements concerning the Baltimore &
Ohio deal. The Hambletons are inti-
mate friends of Garrett. The circular
says that there were many enemies who
bent all their energies to compel the
Baltimore & Ohio to look to new lenders
of money to carry a hen‘\"s' floating debt.
The enemies succeeded. The estab-
lishment ot the telegraph incurred a

debt mnot represented Dby bonds,
but was a floatin debt
carried  on the genera credit
of the Baltimore & Ohio. The tele-

graph company earned a fair interest on
the money expended in bunildings, ete.,
as well as paying an annual rental of
£60,000 for the railroad wires. The same
state of affairs existed with respect to
the express and palace-car systems, and
it isdenied that these enterprises were
unprofitable. The money the telegraph,
express and palace-car system origi-
nally cost was part of the floating
debt, and adding this to the amount ex-
pended in building the Philadelphia
line it will be seen that the total floating
debt could readily amount to §11,000,000.
The circular denies that $4,000,000 of thé
floating debt matured on Sept. 1, but
only $500,000 was required to pay the in-
terest on the sterling loans, and the
company

floating debt will be paid as it matures,
and only in case of necessity will the
£50,000,000 six per cent. preferred stock
be issued. Referring to the Baltimore
& Ohio sinking fund created by the
mortgages of 1870, 1872 and 1874, whic
was an oderous yearly drain upon the
company, the ecircular says the scheme
for relief is to execute a consolidated
mortgage for the face of existing
indebtedness upon the main line less
the amount of the bonds of the respec-
tive mortgages in the sinking fund,
which have been actually cancelled.
This will be a consolidated 5 per cent.
mortgage of $28,000,000,representing the
entire mortgage indebtedness upon the
main line and branches and will cover
I}‘roporties not heretofore mortgaged.

here are $800,000 of bonds in the sink-
ing fund, which will cancel an
equal sum at the date of its
maturity. Twenty million dollars will
be reserved to take up the balance
of the mortgage indebtedness when it
matures. President D. H. Bates said
this evening in denying that the Balti-
more and Ohio telegraph had been sold:

THE WINNIPEG WAR.

Continuation of the Légal Contest
Over the Red River Road.
Special to the Globe.

WixNiPEG, Man.., Sept. 9.—Argu-
ment upon the Browning injunction
was continued all day, and as the case
approaches completion, the interest «nd
anxiety. in the issue increases, Ewart,
Q. C., talked forsix hours on behalf of
the plaintiff, the argumentbeing closed
by Bain and Culver, who reviewed all
the points and sought to eclinch each.
The principal points in -Ewart’s argu-
ment were that the public offlcers and
even governors had been held to be li-
able in cases somewhat similar, and he
quoted authorities in support of the ar-
gument; also that it was competent for
a trustee to act as Browning did. Dur-
ing the progress of Ewart’s argument
that gentleman set out to establish that
a trustee might act for a corporation in

such _a matter as _the. present.
In reply the chief justice. made
some important statements and-

admissions remarking that that was the
only difficulty which had been bother-
ing him during the progress of the case,
and he was not clear upon it. He stated
that Browning in the examination in
Montreal had given his evidence ina
very suspicious and undecided manner,
so that it was not clear whether he was
acting for himself or as a puppet of the
Canadian Pacific road. 1f the latter
were a fact it was evident that Brown-
ing was usingjthe process of the court in
the most unfair manner, and he was
not entitled to relief. 1t appeared to
his mind from the plaintiff’s examina-
tion that such was his position. It is
expected the argument will not be con-
cluded before Monday evening as five
lawyers have yet to speak. Great un-
easiness is felt because of the absence
of any information whether Norquay
has succeeded in raising the necessary
funds to go on with the work.

New Trunk Line Rules. o

NEW Yorg, Sept.9.—All the trunk
lines were regularly represented at the
passenger agent’s meeting at Commis-
sioner Fink’s office to-day, except the
Baltimore & Ohio. Assistant Commis-
sionier Pierson acted for Mr. Lord. of
that road. It was determined to raise
the baggage limit of immigrants from 100
to 150 pounds, the change to go into
effect to-morrow. The new emigrant
tariff, which will be based en passenger
tariff, will not go into effect until about
Oct. 15. The delay is caused by the
difficulty in making up a schedule with
all the different kinds of money that
have to be handled.

'THEY WANT TO BE SOCIABLE.

A New Organization Among Com-
mercial Travelers Effected in
Chicago.

The Commercial Travelers’ League of
America is a hew organization recently
formed at Chicago. Messrs. Morns Sil-
verstone, of Chicago, and T. L. Johnson,
of Philadelphia, vice president and sec-
retary and treasurer, respectively, of
the league, are in the city. The follow-
ing outline of the or?amzatiou is copied
from the Chicago Infer Ocean:

The spirit of the sociability of trades
unionism was in the air yesterday. While
the Knights of Labor were marching through
the streets in honor of Labor day, about a
dozen commercial travelers met at the Tre-
mont house to organize a new association of
the followers of their calling. There are in
the United States about 250,000 commercial
travelers. There are a number of associa-
tions of commercial travelers, all, with one
exception, being based on the mutual life
insurance plan.

The meeting of yesterday was for the pur-
pose of creating an organization which will
in no way conflict with any of those now
existing, but which will provide for the es
tablishment of headquarters for commer-
cial. men in each of the large cities, where
they can get their mail and write letters.
In these headquarters the gentlemen are ex-
Fected to become better acquainted. A pre-

iminary meeting to consider the matter was
held Sunday, at which: it was decided to
name the organization the Commercial Trav-
elers’ League of America. An application
for incorporation under the laws of Illinois

was ordered made out, and in it are set forth-

the following objects: 1. The organization
proposes to bring about a better acquaintance
and to encourage social intercourse among
the commercial travelérs of America.” 2. For
the mutual protection and general advance-
ment of the business interests of members.
3. For the establishment of suitable head-
uarters in the principal business centers of
merica for members and commercial trav-
elers generally. The organization has no
cnlpxml stock.
t was aungunced that already twenty gen-
lemen had signified their intention of join-
ing the organization, and they had no doubt
but that their roll would embrace thousands
before the end of the year. This they be-
lieve will be the case, as they intend to have
no bars in the elub houses, and will not allow
any kind of gambling. The league will be
supported by a $5 initiation fee and by dues,
the local branches to decide on the dues nee-
essar?v to support each during the year. No
man is to be allowed to become a member of
the organization who has not served two
years as a commercial traveler and who has
not a good moral character, While the con-
stitution and by-laws were not as fully com-

; -Kor a time the decision of the commis-
.siopers of interstate commerce in regard
to commercial mileage was regarded asa
‘serious check to any concessions on the
‘part of the railroads. Those interested,
“%hérefore, in cheaper mileage are grati-
fied to see that such is not the result,
1and;that many roads are making import-
ant gpneessions. Since July 1 the fol-
-lowing roads have resumed the sale of
11,000vmile tickets at $20: Michigan Cen-
tral; Flint & Pere Marquette, Chicago &
:West. Michigan, Baltimore & Ohio,
Pennsylvania lines, Louisville, New
‘Albany &  Chicago, Columbus,
Hoeking Valley &  Toledo, and
Toledo & Ohio Central and the Cinein-
nati, Indianapolis, St. Louis & Chicago
railway. The Reading & Pennsylvania
railroad issues a 2,000 mile book at 40,
and the Ohio River & Pittsburg railway
issues 1,000 mile books east of the Ohio
river at $20. The Manitoba in the
Northwest has reduced its mileage
books from &30 to §25. Similar conces-
sions are reported on several roads in
Kansas and California. In addition the
Grand Trunk is issuing week end
tickets. Of course, under the interstate
commerce law as interpreted by the
commissioners, these privileges are not
granted to the commercial traveler
alone, but to the public as
well, yet it is to the tireless energy of
the traveler that the concessions are
due. The railroads did not make these
concessions out of pure generosity and
without the asking. Nor ecould the
commercial travelers, as individunals,
however energetic and however per-
suasive, have brought about the above
gratifying results. It required effective
organization, honest work and thorough
tact to accomplish so much in so short a
time. The railroads, too, it must be
said. seem to grasp the situation, and,
while compelled to grant more privi-

leges than they desire to the
general publie, vet do .so rather
than  impair the usefulness of |

so important a factor in the commercial |

world as the commercial traveler. The
GLOBE may soon be able to report that
the railroads entering in the Twin
Cities have adopted the wise policy of
many of the Eastern roads and thus
still ¥1xrt11er encourage the commerce of
the Northwest. " :
