THE ST. LOUIS BROWNS.

They Refuse to Play a Game With
Colored Men. ;

Philadelphia, Sept. 12.—The Times
this morning publishes the following:
For the first time in the history ofbase
ball the col<ir line has been drawn, and
that by the St. Louis Browns, who have
established the precedent that white
players must not play with colored men.
Tlie Browns were in open revolt Satur-
day night. Some time ago President
Yon der Ahe arranged forhis club to
play an exhibition game at West Farms,
near New York, with the Cuban Giants,
a noted colored club, . He was prom-
ised a big guarantee and itwas expected
that fully 15,000 people would be.pres-
ent. The game was to have been played-
yesterday and President Yon der Ahe
had purchased railroad tickets for all
his players and made all arrangements
for the trip. While he was at supper at
the Continental hotel Saturday, night
he was approached by O'Neil. the left
fielder, who laid a letter on the table
and then hastily slipped out of the room.
The letter read as follows: .-

To Chris Yon der Ahe—Dear Sir: We. theundersigned members of the St. Louis Base
Ball club.do agree not to play against negroes
to-morrow. We will cheerfully play against
white people at any time, and think by refus-ing to play we are onlydoing what is right,
taking everything into consideration, and the
shape the -team is in at present. W. -A. 1

Mr. Yon der Ahe hastily left the table
and went clown stairs, where he found
the players talking in a group.

An Aggregation of Dogs to Be
. Shown the Public To-day.

Hundreds of dogs barked with one
accord last evening in the old skating
rink of Jackson street, as a small, wooly
object was led through their midst by a
chain, the safe end of which was in the
hands of a small but ambitious boy.
The cause of the outbreak among the
canines was a grizzly bear cub, and im-
ported and homebred talent were unani-
mous for having the intruder fired out.
Bruin, however, after being safely
anchored at the east end of the hall,
sat on his haunches, sucked his fore
paws contentedly and calmly • surveyed
his enemies, who were at a safe dis-
tance.

Over the top of the kennel
are two Targe bronze Moorish bust fig-
ures, and between them is an exquis-
itely hammered gold and bronze fan,
opera size, and held in the talons of a
golden eagle. Plush, silk and velvet
are conspicuous in the interior adorn-
ments of the kennels, and the floors are
covered with quilted pigeon-egg blue

7 Armour
further agrees to slaughter its cattle for
$2.50 per head, giving the shipper the
entire proceeds ofhis animal, freight
and selling commission. The -pool will
issue" no capital stock nor declare * divi-
dends. A charge of50 cents per head

,will be made upon all cattle shipped
