A STIFF CHARGE

@tven the Grand Jury—Surmises
of Its Coming Surprises.

The grand jury of Hennepin county,
@mposed of Gilbert Clough, John R.
Soyee, Clinton Morrison, Irwin A.
Ecar, E. 5. Corser, George B. Meade,
R. ¥. Christlieb, W. K. Fulton, R. L.
Bailiff, A. B. Weld, L. L. Humphrey,
George A. Brackett, H. C. Butler, F. L.
Greenleaf, James T. Elwell, H. S. Gale,
J. C. Plummer, Frank Grygla, Cyrus W.
Wells and  Andrew Thompson, was
sworn in at 11 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing by Clerk of Court E. J. Davenport,
and immediately after the swearing in
Judge A. H. Young, who will try the
criminal cases this term, made the
charge. It was quite long, and. as was
expected it would be, severe in its char-
acter. The judge dwelt upon the in-
crease of erime, especially in the cities.
The fact that it was more prevalent in
the city than in the country, he attrib-
uted to the coneentration of money and
other property in the cities, causing the
evildoers to floek to them. The rem-
edy. he said. was not in sending crim-
inals to the eountry, butin the just pun-
ishment of crime by law. *There is no
doubt,” said the judge, *‘that 95 per
cent. of th e erime eommitted in Hene-

in county is committed in the eity of
Minneapolis.” He called the attention
of the jury to the report that gambling
hells and houses of ill-fame were run-
ning in this city in direet violation ot
law. “Thereis no doubt in my mind,”
he said, **that the last-named do more to
demoralize society and corrupt young
men than anything else. If gambling
houses and houses of ill-fame are run-
ing in this city, I've no doubt that the
fact will not escape your vision. 1t cer-
tainly ecomes under the jurisdiction of
court. The keepers of the houses of the
ill-fame and the men who own them are
liable to the law.”” 1In closing he called
the attention of the jury to the liquor
license law.

The grand jury devoted most of its
time yesterday to the larceny, embezzle-
ment and assault and battery eases, but
found time late in the afternoon to hear
testimony in regard to the killing of old
Mrs. Olson, in South Minneapolis, some
time ago, who was struck by a runaway
team, which had been left unhitched by
one O°Neill. There are a large number
of small cases that must be cleared
away before much can be done, and it
is not expected that any indictments
will be returned until this afternoon.
Not much interest was manifested yes-
terday in the doings of the august body,
but about Thursday those on the anxious
seat will begin to haunt the corridors
and make life a burden for County At-
torney Davis and his assistant, Robert
Jamison, and the deputy in charge, by
asking them thousands of questions. It
is not at all improbable that License
Inspector Ray will furnish exceedingly
sensational developments of a “blind
pig’” nature, or that the Kelly case,
which attained such a notoriety when
disclosures were taken before Referee
Hall, will have an airing. But rumor
has it that Thomas will not stand alone.

A FULL-FLEDGED BIGAMIST.

So Anna Hope Alleges Her Hus-
band Is, and Wants a Divorce.

Mrs. Anna Hope filed papers in the
distriect court yesterday beginning
divorce proceedings against Henry Hope
and,’if whatshe alleges in her complaint
be true, it would seem that the festive
Henry is a full-fledged bigamist. Mrs.
Hope is twenty-four years of age and
Mzr. Hope twenty-six. In her complaint
she says that she married him in Min-
neapolis May 15, 1884, and has lived
with him until a few days prior to the
commencement of this action. While
rummaging in some old letters and
papers one day she found something
that aroused her suspicions that her
husband was not just what he repre-
sented himself to Dbe, and on making
further investigation found evidence
enough to lead her believe that Henry,
a year before marrying her, had marrie
another syoman, and then deserted her
in a few months, not taking the trouble
to have the marriage contract can-
celled. When she made uY her mind
that she was not Hope’s lawful wife
she left him, and has since lived apart
from him. She petitions that she be al-

lowed to resume ner mawten name,
Anna Ekroth. On her making affidavit
that she owned all the household prop-
erty, Judge Young issued an injunc-
tion restraing Hope from interfering in
any way with it.

THEY WANT SATISFACTION.

An Allegation of the Fracdulent
T'ransfer of Land.

David M. Gilmore and Alexander S.
MecCullough have begun suits against
Susan B. White and Mary B. Lee, and
Theron Barrows and Mary B. Lee, with
whom they were formerly in partner-
ship, to declare a ecertain deed fraudu-
lent and invalid, and have Susan B.
White hold the title to the property in-
volved, in order that the same may be
sold to satisfy a judgment of $2,767.81.
The complaint states that previous to
Sept. 18, 1887, the plaintifts and Mary B.
Lee were partners, and that desiring to
close out the Dbusiness submitted the
matter of settlement to arbitrators. The
report of the arbitrators stated that
there was owing from Mary B. Lee to
the plaintiffs the sum mentioned above.

The demand is not at
its best.  Buyers, big and little, are in-
clined to hold off and see. They will
see what they always see, viz., a late
rush for coal at stiff prices. The
regions had a very good week, and &
continuous heavy demand is probable
The railroad and manufacturing re
quirements are very heavy. So far thi
vear 20,000,000 tons of coal have bee
sold. All of the companies are prepar
ing to increase their output. The Penr
sylvania railroad has spent a good des
of money to reach more territory, an
the Reading has not been slow in it
well-conceived efforts to place its coal
business on a better footing. |

The advanece recently declared i
prices is not being observed inall quar
ters. There is a scarcity of coal cars,
caused in part by the demand for cars
in the coke region. The Pennsylvania
railroad freight shortage on fuel this
year foots up only 118,000 tons up to
June 30 over same time last year. ‘The
week’s production of all coal companies
was 681,902 tons. Total anthracite fo:
year, 19,330,141 tons, an increase o
2,194,888 tons. The Pennsylvania rail-
road carried for the week, 273,333 tons of
coal and coke, and for the year, 7,788,-
136 tons. The Philadelphia & Reading
carried for the week, 165,000 tons. Cum-
berland produced 56,784 tons, and for
the year, 1,771,476 tons, an increase of
667,430 tons.
