ANOTHER OUTRAGE.

A Negro Makes a Fiendish Assanlt
Upon a Young Woman.

There seems to be a perfect epidemie
of crimes against women. Yesterday a
revolting case, in which a young woman
was assaulted in a dastardly manner
by a negro, came to light. The victim,
Louise Kagel, is twenty years old, and
has been employed as a domestie by H.
R. Lameraux, the proprietor of the Silver
Safe saloon at 405 Nicollet avenue.
She is prepossessing in appearance, and
bears a good reputation. He story is
that Saturday afternoon Willis Colter, a
negro employed about the place, came
into the basement where she was work-
ing—he had evidently been drinking—
and made indecent proposals. She at-
tempted to repulse his overtures, when

he caught hold of her and at-
tempted to tear her clothing from

her person. She was very much fright-
ened, and fought him until she felt her
strength going. Fortunately at this
point she managed to get hold of a
butcher knife, and slashed away at him
so vigorously that he desisted and ran
away. She was almost completely pros-
trated, but managed to get to her room
at 314 Second avenue south, where her
sister rooms with her. She told her
story after some persuasion, but was
so overconmie with grief and shame
that she could not be induced to take
any steps towards prosecuting the
black fiend. Mr. Lameraux was in-
formed of what had happened, but the
girl so dreaded publicity that he took
no steps to have Colter arrested. The
affair came to the ears of E. A. Bassett,
who is employed as a detective
by the White Cross society, who
swore out a warrant  yesterday
upon which Inspector Havard Jast
night arrested Colter in a . res-
taurant at the rear of 47 Washington
avenue south. He is a mulatto, about
thirty years of age and has worked at
the Silver Safe for the past three years.
He had previously coniessed his erime
and made no denial of it last night. He
bears the marks ou his wrist and face
where he was struck by the knife. He
had a bottle of glycerine in his pocket
when arrested, which he undertook to
throw away. The story told of the as-
sault is as tragic as the recent Murray
and Reid cases. The girl says the negro
threw her down on the floor twice and
bt her hands.

above-named club, condemn the course pur-
sued by the Evening News in assailing Ald.
Cloutier and insinuating that he is a
“boodler,” without offering any proof, ex-
cept the statement made by a man named
Lawler; and it is further

Resolved, That it is the sense of this club
that any newspaper, be it Republican or
Democrat, that does willfully and malicious-
ly assail any public official without first ob-
taining and without offering any proof of his
wrong-doing, should be ostracised by the
people.

GRINDING OLD WHEAT.

The Flour Market Good But the
Output Light.

The Northwestern Miller will review
the flour market as follows:

A loss of two or three days by as many
mills had the effect of reducing the fiour
output last week slightly, but it was of gen-
erous proportions. The total product of
the week ending Sept. 10 was 150,100 bar-
rels—averaging 25,017 barrels daily—against
157,400 barrels the previous week, and 142,-
800 for the corresponding time in 1886,
Two less mills are in operation this week,
the Columbia and Pheenix having dropped
out for repairs. This leaves seventeen
running. Owing to a break in the East side
dam, caused by the big saw-mill fire Satur-
day, a good deal of the water has since been
running to waste, with the result of a very
poor power, and a more extensive use of
steam has followed. The leakage is being
checked, however, and a good power is
looked for toward the end of the week. Tt is
difficult to estimate the present output of
flour, so irregular are operations, but it will
probably average in the neighborhood of

20,000° barrels, From Sept. 23 to 26
most of the West side mills, if not
all, will be closed down for the

cleaning of the canal. Millers continue to
grind old wheat mostly, some of them having
hardly touched the new crop as yet. The
flour market is tirm and healthy, and fairly
active. The mills are pretty well loaded u
with orders for old wheat flour, and, with
purchasers pressing them for the delivery of
siuff already sold, there is a disposition to
keep prices well up. In counsequence, the
movement is rather more restricted than for
some time past. The direct exports of flour
last week were much lighter, being 51,200
l-arri]s. against 60,000 barrels the preceding
week,

FOR THE WINTER.

The Associated Charities Ready
for the Work.

At a special meeting of the board of
directors of the Associated Charities held
vesterday at 3 p. m., at their office, 220
Washington avenue north, there were
present Hon. Lars Swanson, who acted
as chairman, Rev. R. A. Torrey, Ald.
Albert Lawrence, Rev. M. Falk Gjert-
sen, Geo. D. Holt, secretary, Mrs. Gen.
C. O. Van Cleve, Miss A. M. Henderson
and Miss Adeline Wetherbee. The
financial committee, consisting of Geo.
A. Pillsbury, Gen. A. B. Nettleton and
Geo. A. Brackett, reported through the
secretary of the need of additional sub-
seriptions to the amount of £800 to carry
on the work the balance of the present
year, and they have prepared a letter
addressed to the churches who have not
as yet contributed, in the hope that they
will do so and the amount be thus
easily raised. The action of the com-
mittee was approved, and the secretary
made a very full and interesting report
of the work for the year, which seems to
fully justify the language of Mrs. Gen.
Van Cleve: “It was astonishing how
much good had been accomplished by
Mr. Holt, and almost unaided as he has
been.” The report was accepted and
adopted.

Miss Adeline Wetherbee resigned her
place as director on account of her in-
ability with present work to properly
attend to it, and Mrs. M. B. Lewis was
chosen to fill the vacancy for unexpired
term, viz., to annual meeting, Dec. 6.
Mrs. Gen. Van Cleve introduced the
matter of a paid missionary or paid
lady agent to look after the interests of
the East side work, but no action was
taken. It was voted to consider the
matter at a future meeting.

FOUND A TREASURE.

A Legal Question as to the C ustody
of Money Found.

A singular scene was enacted on
Washington avenue south yesterday
afternoon when the thoroughfare was
pretty well crowded with pedestrians.
Near the corner of Second avenue a
patrolman was on duty when C. M.
Steenbarger, a - pretty generally
known inventor, passed by. At that
moment a purse lying on the sidewalk
was seen by several persons, and
among others by Steenbarger who, being
nearest, quietly stooped and secured it.
It was a bueckskin affair, and 1ts portly
sides gave evidence of its rich contents.
Steenbarger had on his working clothes,
and as the city is supposed to be filled
with sharpers, the officer deemed it his
duty to see that the pocketbook had
fallen into honest hands. Accordingly
he accosted Steenbarger and asked who

he was. He was told, but was no
wiser and insisted on Steenbar-
ger accompanying him to head-
quarters. The inventor demurred

and declared he had done no wrong and
would hold the purse for identification,
but he declined to produce it or go to
headquarters. The altercation drew a
crowd and there was considerable
anxiety to see the pocketbook, as a re-
port was whispered about that it con-
tained a large sum. Presently another
ofticer happened along and the pair
took Steenbarger to headquarters, where
the scene was repeated. He claimed he
was the only and proper cus-
todian of the treasure trove
and would not even count the money,
though it was agreed he should retain it
until identified. Finally, when he said
he was known at the newspaper offices,
an officer was sent to accompany to the
GLOBE office, where he was identified
and the convoy departed. Steenbarger
had all a]onﬁr kept the purse tightly
clasped in his pocket and had never
taken it out, but on leaving the GLOBE
office he went to a secluded spot and
opened’ the receptacle. It contained—
not the expected roll of bills, hut only a
wad of brown paper. The mischievous
authors are probably laughing yet.

THE FARMERS’' ALLIANCE

Files Some Information of an Em-
phatic Nature With the Inter-
state Commerce Commission.

The following explicit statement was
handed the inter-state commerce com-
mission yesterday afternoon:

MixNearoLrs, Minn.,, Sept. 14.—To the
Honorable Board of Interstate Raiiway Com-
missiomers:—We submit for your considera-
tion the following comg}alnt: The rate of
freight for wheat from Minneapolis to Chi-

cago, miles, over the Chiecago,
Milwaukee & 8 Paul railway is
7Y%  cents per 100 pounds. The

rate for wheat, over the same road, from
Aberdeen, Dak., to Chicago, 707 miles, is 25
cents per 100 pounds. If the people of Aber-
deen were taxed by the Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul railway at the same rate per ton
per mile for servling wheat to Chicago that
the people of Minneapolis are taxed for the
same service, they would only pay 12.72
cents per 100 pounds.

The rate on wheat from Granite Falls,
Minn., over the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul road to Chicago, ds 20 cents per 100

pounds; that from Minneapolis to Chicago,
as just stated, is only 7l cents per 100
pounds. If the people of Granite Falls were
taxed by the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
road at the same rate per ton per mile that
the Minneapolis people are taxed for the
same sorvice they would pay only 10 cents

r 100 pounds. We submit that this is un-
}’:st discrimination against the people west
of Minneapolis. The transit rate from Aber-
deen, Dak., to Chicago is 25 cents per 100
pounds. The two first rates—from Aberdeen
to Minneapolis and Mlnnenpollsww

Chicago —together amount  to g
cents per 1 pounds, which gives the
users of transit 2lp cents advantage, and

transit to-day is only 6% cents, giving an ad-
ditional cent or 312 cents advantage to the
usas of transit.  The tranrit rate to points
between Minneapolis and Chicago is 10
cents, which is 215 cents aga:n-t the users of
tansit east of Minneapolis. We submit that
this is a clear ¢ise ot unjust discrimina‘ion.
The flat rate, from Aberdeen to Minneapolis,
287 miles, is 20 cents per hundred pounds.
The flat rate, from Miunengo)ls to Chicago,
420 miles, is 7% cents per hundred unds,
If the same 1ate per ton r mile were
charged by the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul road, from Aberdeen to Minneapolis,
that they charge from Minnenxolis to Chi-
cago, the rate would be only five and one-
eighth (51%) cents per hundred pounds, or
about one quarter of what is actually paid.

We consider this another ease of unjust
discrimination.

Frank A. Thamer Makes an Ef-
fort to Secure His Freedom.

Frank A. Thamer, the young man ar-
rested at the West hotel a few evenings
ago by Deputy Sheriff Shepley on a tel-
egram from the constable of Addison,
Mich., charging him with forgery, was
before Judge Rea yesterday morning on
a writ of habeas corpus taken out by his
attorney, Thomas Couty. The judge re-
fused to discharge the prisoner on the
ground that he had not been held a rea-
sonable length of time for a requisition
from the governor of Michigan to arrive
here. The case will come up again at
10 o'clock this morning.

A DOMESTIC JAR.

Mrs. Delvina Robillard Wants to
Be Single Once More.

Delvina Robillard has begun divorce
proceedings against Amedee Robillard,
and in ber complaint charges cruel and
inhuman treatment and failure to sun-
port. ‘The parties were married in Min-
neapolis in 1883, when Mrs. Robillard
was eighteen years of age and Mr. Robil-
lard twenty-eight. In 1886 Amedee be-
gan a course of cruel treatment toward
his wife, so she says, and frequently
cailed her vile names and struck her
with a large piece of wood. Oceasionally
he would choke her until she was in-
sensible. Mrs. Robillard alleges that
her husband has considerable property,
and she wants a share of it, together
with the two children.

So Gringoire, diffident
and shy, approaches sweet Loyse, the burgh-
er's daughter; tells her how he sings of the
wrongs that the poor suffer: tells her how his
heart is enlisted in their behalf. And lo,
when the king comes back to hang Grin-
goire, the miracle is accomplished and the
maiden loves her poet.

Itis the Coquelin’s part. It issofter and
more human than any other part assumed by
the famous comedian of the Theater Fran-
cais. And being sotter and more human, it
is singularly well adapted to the style of
Lawrence Barrett, who has rarely been in
closer sympathy with his audience than in
these scenes of alternate sighing and starv-
ing, of satirical recitation and of tender woo-
ing.

Franklin Avenue Bridge.

The council committee on roads and
bridges, at its meeting yesterday, con-
sidered the bids for building the super-
structure of the Franklin avenue bridge.
The lowest bidder was Horace E. Hor-
ton, whose bid was £860,000, but on ac-
count of the slow progress of the steel
arch bridge, which is being built by
Horton, the committee recommends
that the contract be let to the King
Bridge company of Cleveland, O., their
bid of $81,500 being the next lowest bid.
A proviso was that in ecase the bridge
was not finished by June 1, 1888, the
contractor should forfeit $250 a day for
every day thereafter-until finished.

The Grand Jury.

No business transacted by the grand
jury was made public yesterday, and it
is not probable that any will be until
late to-day. It was whispered that two
or three of the rape cases were engross-
ing the attention of the jury during the
afternoon. The witnesses present were
mainly police officers, but nothing could
be learned of them. There is a growing
suspicion that the subject of ‘‘bed
houses” will be touched upon, and in
consequence several parties known to
be interested in the disreputable places
were sauntering around in search of any
information.

The Syndicate Block Troubles.

J. R. Neish sues George A. Brackett
and others for $100. The complaint
alleges that in August last George A.
Brackett and others agreed to pay him
$130 if he could make arrangements
with J. J. McGregor to move out of a
building he then occupied on the corner
of First avenue south and Second street,
as it was an obstacle to the “Syndicate”
building proposed to be erected there.
Neish made satisfactory arrangements
in the matter, and McGregor moved out.
The complaint admits the payment of
$30 only and asks for judgment in the
sum of $100 as the balance due. The
case will be tried before Ace P. Abell,
justice of the peace.

The Orphans’ Fair,

The directors of the Catholic Orphan
asylum met last evening and completed
arrangements for the Catholic fair at
Harmonia hall, to begin Monday, Sept.
